PREFACE.

HE Learned World having
been for fome years in ex-
pectation of a Defcription of

the Antiquities of Palmyra

from fome accurate Traveller, whofe
Curiofity might prompt him to vifit
thofe Defarts, that he might enrich Ex-
rope with the Rarities of that remote
Province of the Eaft, of which theWorld
had had but a very obfcure, if any, ac-
count ; fome worthy Englith Mer-
chants, purfuant to the Ditates of that
nobler Genius, that attuates the gene-
rous Members of the Levans Company,
overlookt all the Difficulties and Ha-
zards, that accompany fuch an Eater-
prize, and attempted the Difcovery.
And though the firft Effay was not
crown’d with fo good Succefs, as it de-
fervid, through the Treachery and Bafe-
nefs of the Arab Prince, who at that

time govern'd the Country 5 the fecond
Voyage was perform’d to the great Sa-
tisfaction of Mankind, and ’tis to their

Munificence, that we owe thofe Jour-

nals, which the Royal/Society hath lates
ly publitit, Nor is this the only In.
flance, wherein thofe eminent Mer-
chants have beea Bencfators to the
Commonwealth of Letters ; their Gom-
pany canfifting of Men of good Bigth,
and gentile Education, of liberal For-
tunes, and as large Minds; and may
their Succels in their worldly Affairs be
fujted to their great Deferts, may they
always flourifh, and always be ina ca-
pacity to do worthy Aétions.

To the jealous Arabs the Underta-
king feem’d ridiculous, that prudent
Men fhould contra@ a great Expence
only to tranfcribe a few imperfed In-
fcriptions, and take 2 view of old Ru-
ines, and perhaps there are {ome Cen-
fors who live nearer than the Defarts of
Zadbmur, whoare of the fame opinion ;

‘but the Men of Judgment in all Ages

have entertained different Sentiments,
and Providence feems to have been par-
ticularly concern’d in the Prefervation

of
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of many Fragments of Antique Litte-
rature. When * Strabo treats of Olyn- * Lapaz.
thus, and other Cities of Greece, which
had been utterly deftroy'd before bis time,
infomuch as whofoever traveld thofe
parts, might juftly queftion, whither ever
thofe places had been inbabited ; he fub-
joins, that the Curious and Inguifitive
were pleas’d to vifit thofe Ruines, being
defirous to fee the Theatres, where [o
many noble Actions had been perform'd,
and to pay Homage to the Afbes of thofe
Lluftrious Perfons, who lay there buried
(And what a Spirit of Emulation does

it raife in every generous Soul to prompt
him to {ublime Acions, when he views
the Tombs, or hears the Story of the
Heroes of former Ages?) And in the
days of T Lucian, when many Cities bad t In Cha-
been (wallowed up of Earthquakes, or bu- "™
ried in the Sea, tho' Rivers themfelves
had been loft, and abforpt, that they ne-
ver more appear’d, yet the Tomb of Ina-
chus was preferv'd ar Argos, a Memori-

al of the Atchievements of that firft King

of the Morea.

Neither Strabo, nor Mela, take a~y
notice of Palmyra, nor (which is more
to be admired) many of the Arabian

A 4 Geogra-
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Geographers, neither Alferganus, nor
the Geographer commonly called the
Nubian, neither Nuaffer Eddin nor -
lug Beig, fet out by our Learned Mr.
Greaves ; its Situation was very remote
from both Rome and Athens, in the
midft of vaft Defarts, which deter’d the
curious Traveller ; and its Empire, and
Glory were fo fhort-lived, that we ean-
not expect a large Defcription of its
State and Fortunes from the ancient
Writers. But {uch Memorials, as ei-
ther they, or the later Hiftorians have
afforded, T have taken care to digeft
into method, and to offer them to the
prefent Age. Had we Domninus the
Hiftorian of Antioch, who lived in the
Neighbourhood, or Philoftratus of A-
thens, or Nicoftratus of Trebizond, who
wrote the Hiftory of thofe times, par-
ticularly the Affairs of the Eaft, it
would have been no difficult Province
to have given a more perfect account
of that Country ; or had we but that
one Oration of the moft accurate Lox-
ginus, which he wrote in praife of 0-
dwnathus, - that no doubt would have
furnifht a fufficient ftock of Materials
toward the writing the Life of that

Great
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Great Man ; but thefe are Bleflings loft
to the World, and, 1 fear, paft retric-
ving.

It may look like a bold, and daring
Undertaking, to adventure to builda
Large Structure with fo few Materials ;
but [ have been as careful in my ac-
counts, as [ was qualified tobe, and ac-
cording to my Underftanding have con-
fir'd my feIf to the ftri@ Rules of
Truth, and exadly followed my Vou-
chers, (whom for that reafon I have ci-
ted in the Margin;) for he, who pre-
tends to write Hiftory without Autho-
rities, may be faid to be Author of a
Romance, or a ColleGor of Dreams,
but can never be allowed to be a good
Hiftorian. And if I have been, asl take
it for granted, miftaken in any of my
Conjettures, (as 1havefrequently taken
that liberty, but no where, that [ know
of, without {ome grounds for my fodo-
ing) it is nowonder, and will be eafily
pardoned, when’tis confider’d, thate-
ven the Hiftorians of that Country, and
of the early Ages, knew not all the
particulars of the Palmyrene Affairs;
that Zheodoriz himfelf the Bithop of Cy-

rus
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rusin Cyrrheflica, a Neighboufiﬁg Pro-

vince, 10 lefs than two hundred years
after the Reign of Odenathus, is {o mi-
ftaken, as to affirm, that Zewobia was
conflituted the Toparch of Syria, and
Phenicia by the Perfians, after they
had routed the Romans, and that he,
who digs in a dark Mine, may be al-
lowed a little failure in his Work ; and
I fhall thank any Learned Man, who
thall corre&t my Errors, and fet the Hi-
fiory in a better light.

I have dealt with my Reader, as I
love to be treated my felf, having been
always pleafed with a full account of
whatever is material on any fubjed,
when profeftly handled ; and [ have gi-
ven my Authorities in the Margin, not
to make a fhow of much acquaintance
with Books, but to inform the Reader
that I have not impofed on him, and to
dire@ him where he may f(atisfy him-
felf, if he doubts. I have ufed the words
Palmyra and Tadbmar promifcuoufly,
becaufe, though the new name, whither
impofed by a Conquercr, or given for
any other reafon, - prevaild among the
Grecks and Romans, yet the old $yriac

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name kept its Intereft among the Na-
tives, and has at this day recoverd an
entire Pofleffion, as fome other neigh-
houring Cities in that Country have
done: So Cafareain Paleftine is at pre=
fent call’d, as of old, Paweas ; and Petra
in Arabia, is now named Bofra, to omit
other Inftances.

(as ’tisfaidg and Palladius, the Hiftory
of the Brachmanes, and Nonnus, befides
his Paraphrafe upon St. Fohn, was the
Author of the Dionyfaca. ‘Tho’, after
all, I muft profefs, I expe to be treat-
ed rudely by fome fowre Criticks ; but
having no private defign in thefe Pa-
pers, 1 thall pleafe my felf to be corre@ed
by a Man of Senfe and Temper, and
for the reft of the Tribe, they are be-

hath been already fully convincid of
that truth ; how many difficult, and
obfcure Paflages in - Chronology have
been fet in their due light, how ma.
ny Serics of Kings have been regular-
ly deduc’t, what Rites and Cuftoms
both facred and civil have been by
thofe helps difcoverd, needs no fur-
ther proof; though were there no-
thing el'e at Palmyra to be feen, but
the noble Ruines of the Temples and
Palaces, built accerding to the beft
and boldeft Rules of the ancient Atr-
chiteGure, I fhould think a Journcy
thither on that Errand alone worth
the Undertaking. And though the
oldeft of the Palmyrere Infcriptions is
a hundred years younger than our blef-
fed Saviour’s Incarmation (as I have
made appear in the Commentary) yet

grinations of Zfis ;) and if there hap.
pen'd to be any of the Inhabitants of -
Caria at that time in AEgype, they
{latht their Faces with Knives and Lan-
cets, (as the Priefts of Baa/ ufed to do,
when their Idol would not anfwer
them ;) they cut their Arms, and ve-
ry often made Incifions into theWounds:
of the laft year, not quite healed:
And after they had done this for fome
time, (Plutarch fays, for 4days) they
pretended to find the Body, which
they had been fo earneftly looking
for ; and on the nineteenth day of the
Month Athyr, when it was night the
Priefts made their Proceflion to the
River
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River with an Ark of Gold coverd
with the holy Stole; upon whicl, as
foch ds they hdd poured Water, tljé
By-ftanders cried out, (edohxeus, avy-
e ouey) we have Sfound him, let us
zurn our Lamentations into Foy{ After
this they return’d and mads merry,
treating themfelves with Cakes, wheré-
on they ftampt the Figure of a Seg-
horfe, 7.e. Typhon 5 and at thé fame
time they wrote an Epittle to the Wo.-
men of Byblus, that Adowis was found,
(for he, whom the Agyptians called
firss, the Phzdicidns and Syrians na-
med Zhammuz, fays St. Hierothe, and
Adonss, {ays Cyril and Procopius ;) this
Epiftle they put into an Earthen Por,
fay the above-named Fathers, (nepot-
juav, Lucian calls it xepariy BiBAMMW )
the Jews fay, ’twas an Ark, of little
Ship made of Reeds 6r Paper, which;,
after the performance of fome (pro-
bably Magical ) Rites, they (zal'd and
committed to the Wavés, and of i3
own accord in feven' days time it was
carried by the Winds to Byblus, but
fever to any other place on the Sea.

men of that City received it, they put
an end to their Lamentations, and be-
gun their joyful Feftival with Dances,
and folemn Feafting.

Julius Pollux enumerates the Cere-
monies of the Mourning in the Reign
of Commodus ; and Lucian avers, that

he faw one of thofe litctle Arks that

brought the Letter from Alexandria
floaping ifito the Harbour, while he
was at Byblus ; the pradtice continued
in Zgypt, when Cyri/ was Patriarch
there, about the year 440 after Chrift,
and in Phenicia in the times of Pro-
copius of Gaza, who lived above a 100

Marcellinus, , Libyds,
to be the drabes Scenite (though Pliny cap. ult,
and Ptolomy diftinguith them) to whor
the Palmyrenians were conterminous, if
not the fame ; and for this realon, I
doubt not, but Odenathus, in all the
latter Wricers, is call’'d the Xing of the
Saracens ; though Zewobia, in her Let-
ter t9 Aurelian, diftinguifhes the Sara-
cens from her Subjes, reckoning the
Saracens among her Foreign Troops
and Auxiliavies. Tn the Beclefiaftick
Notitia, it is accounted a part of Phe-
nicia Libanefia.  And Porphyry, treat-
ing -of Longznus’s Inviting him to Pal-
myra, fays, He undertook to perfuade
him  to leave Sicily, and totravel into
Pheyicig.  Others make it a part of
B 4 Arabia ;
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Arabia 5 but’tis commonly reputed by
Ptalemy, and others,a part of Syria, as
Phewicia is another part of that large
Country : though Zenobia, in her Lez-
zer above-mentioned, diftinguifhes the
Palmyrenians from the Syrians, ( as
* Zofimus allodoes. '

That it ftood in aWWildernefs, befides
the Holy Writ,and Fofepbus, T Pliny,who
was Contemporary with the Jewith Hi-
{torian, agrees, who thus defcribes it :
¢ Palmyra is a Gty eminent in its Situa-
¢ tion, in the riches of its Soil, and its
¢ pleafant Streams, being {urrounded on
« every fide with a vaft Defart of Sand :
¢ It feems to have been feparated from
¢ the reft of the World, and did prefeve

s tween the two Mighty Empires, the
¢ Romar and Parthian; and as foon as
¢ any War happens to break out, It is
¢ equally their care toengage it on their

Country,and at laft emptied it felf into
the Eaphrates, though now there are
no footfteps of its courfe left: Nor is
it 2 wonder, that a {mall River fhould

When Solomonbuilt it, he gave it all
the Advantages of Strength and - Se-
curity thar ghe Rules of Fortification
in that Age allowed of ; and it conti-
nued fo as long as it was a Froatier
Garrifon, fenc’d with ftrong Walls, and
an advantagious Situation ; but better
guarded by a brave Garrifon, the Mi-
litia of Palmyre being efteem’d wery
flout.

{es, that no greater Affront or Difgrace
could te offer'd to a Palmyrenian, than
to take his Horfe from him. Nor did
the Romans diddain their Affiftance ; for
in their Militia with the 4ffyriaus and
Moors, the Inhabitants of Palmynene and
Ofreene were mufler'd.

to and from Perfia, muft help to enrich
the Stages where they Baited.

Antony
thought the Plunder of this City a
fufficient Recompence for all the Fa-
tigues and Hardfhips which his Horfe
endured in that Countrey, during the
Perfian War, tho' he failed of his At-
tempt : .

And the Ruines of its pompous Build-
ings yet ftanding, erected before it be-
came the Seat of the Eaftern Empire,
are 'a further and undeniable Demon-
ftration, that, notwithftanding its un-
happy Situation in the Confines of two
fuch Potent and Contentious Neigh-
bours, as the Romans and the Parthians,
it was once a very Flourifhing and
Wealthy Place,"though now it looks
like ' the Refidence of Beggery and
Famine.

Records. In his time, probably, it
was govern'd by a Prince, or Zoparch ;
almott every Town in Parthia, and the
neighbouring Syria, upon the Death of
Fulius Cafar, or rather after the fatal

In the Reign of Autoninus Caracalla
it was a Roman Colony, as appears by
the Coins : But under Odwnathus and
his Sons it became the Seat of the
Oriental Empire, conquerd all Egypz,
and forcd a great part of the Roman
Empire to acknowledge its Jurifdition,
being poffeft of all the Eaft as far as
Ancyra, and in a fair way to poflefs all
Bythynia, as far as Chalcedon, liad not
the Natives taken Arms in behalf of
Aurelian : But it is now under an Arab
Prince, Nominated by, and Tributary
to the Otioman Port.

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CHAP V.

H E Religion of Palmyra, When

it was fubje to King Solomon,
was, T quetion not, Jewifb ; but how
long they retain’d GZrcumeifion among
them, after God in his juft Judgment
had confin’d Reboboan’s Kingdom to
narrower Limits, I know not : ‘This is
very plain, that very many of the Pro-
per Names of the Inhabitants in after
Ages are Fewif, and Zenobia her (elf
(who by her Name appears to have been
a Syrian, and probably of Zadhmur, for
there her Father liv'd when the loft her
Empire, thoughthe derivid her {elf
Originally from Clespatra Queen of
Egypt) was a Jewefs. And’tis nor alto-
gether unlikely, that Longinus, in Com-
plaifance to the Religion of his Mi-
firefs ; in  his admirable Treatife of
the Sublime, {peaks fo honourably of
Mofes and " his Writings: . And if' we

‘may credit ‘Bénjamin Tudelenfis, even

in his time there were Two thoufand
profeft Fews Inhabitants' of that City.
T procef§ of timej 1 doubt not but they

C = blended
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blended the Jewifh Rites with thofe of
the Genuiles, (as the new Inhabitants
of Samaria did, after the Natives had
been tranfported by Shalmanezer,) till
at laft Paganifm prevail’d.

After Chriftianity was planted inthe
World, and St.7haddexs had preach’d
the Gofpel by our Blefled Saviour’s own
Order at Edeffa ; 1 believe, that Holy
Religion foon {pread it felf into the
Neighbourhood , even to Tadbmur ,
tho’ Paganifm was pot _quite difpofiett ;
as appears by the Inferiptions to their
Country Geds, Alagbelus, and M. Ma-
lackbelus, Faribolus, Venus Apbacits,
and others, who all had at Palmyra
their Temples, Priefts, and Services.
It was very early ‘an Epilcopal See, if
not 2n Archiepifcopal, becaufe it was
the Metropolis of a Country : but in
the Subfcriptions of the ancient Coun-
cils, or the Notitie of the Church, we
have ‘very little or no mention of its
Prelates. ~ Marinus, Bithop of Palmyra,
“is faid to have fubfcribed the Canons
of the Firft General Council at Nzece ;
and in the Sixth A¢ of that at Chal-
cedon, - Jobn Bifhop of - Palmyra being
abfént, ‘made his- Subfcription by the
s o : Hand

Hand of the Archbifhop of Damafcus -
At which time (as from its being ruin’d
by Aurelian) it held the raok of 2 poor
Bifhoprick, and was under the Metro-
politan of Damafcus : But in the Np-
titia colleCted by Leo the Wife, Edeffa
is the Metropolis of Phenicia Libanefia,
in the Patriarchate of Autioch, whofe
Suffragans were the Bithops of Laodicea,
Palmyra, &c. by which it appears, that
in Leo’s time, Awn. Dom. 9co. it was
ftill a Bifhoprick ; and when it loft that
Honour, T cannot determine.

In the Roman Martyrology of Baronius,
on the r4th. of Fune is celebrated the
Memory of the Saints Lybia and Leonis,
who were Sifters ; and of Eatropia, a
Girl of Twelve Years old, all of Pas-
myra, who by divers Torments obtain’d
the Crown of Martyrdom. It is true,
there is no mention of thefe Brave
Women in the Old Roman Martyrology,
as Rofweyd accounts it, nor in Ado of
Vienna, but the A&s of St. Febrowia,
who fuffer'd under Diocleftan at Siba-
polis (perhaps Scythopolis, or the Sye iz ’j.uff’;';
#uAey) in Syria, mention them, asPer-/
fons who fuffer’d in the {ame cruel Per-
fecution. It is plain, from the Inferip-

C 3 tions
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tions found at Tadbmar, that Dioclefian
had been in that Country ; and from
the Church-Hiftorians, that lie rais'd a
violent Perfecution in Syriz : And that
which gave Rife to it, was in all like
lihood that which Eafebius obferves,
that, a little while after the Chriftians
of Nicodemia had felt the Fury of the
Emperor, feveral Confedefacies were
fornvd in Melitene, and other Parts of
Syria, to feize the Empire, and to de-
throne Dioclefian. Now, in every In-
furrection or Tumult, the Chriftians
were fure to fuffer, as the Authors of
Sedition, though they were the moft
Peaceable and Loyal Men in the World,
both by Principle and Practice.

" Thus Chtiftianity fubfifted in thofe
days of Perfecution, when the Number |
of Martyrs encreasd the Number of |
Conleffors : But then Peace and Plenty
were, by the Bounty of the Great Cos-
Jrantine and his Succeffors made the
Churches Patrimony. T queftion not

i but the Followers of out Bleffed Saviour,

i at Palmyra, had their fhare of the

H Profperity which their Bretliren en-

' joy’d; till the Vicioufnefd of the Chri- |
flian Morals, and the execrable Opt-
e nions
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nions and Herefies that debaucht the
Faith of the Orientals, fubjeted thofe
once Famous Churches to the Maho-
metan Yoke : For as foon as Syria {ub-
mitted to the Power, and acknow-
ledg’d the Dominion of the Succeflors
of that Falfe Prophet, I prefume, Pal-
myra was by degreesreduc’d to the mean
Condition in which it now is ; for per-
haps, no one City hath run fo many
risks of different Fortune, as Palmyra,
though it hath hitherto preferv’d its
ancient Name and Situation ; while, of
Ctefiphon and Perfepolis, Niniveh and
Babylon, with many other Cities in that
part of Afta, it may be averr’d, what
the Plalmift (ays of Sodom, and the
other Cities which God deftroyed, their
Memorial is perifbt with them.

1T is a very difficult Task, to give

4 ajuft and clear Account of the fe-
veral Fates of Ancient Kingdoms and
Governments, efpecially when Nature
hath feem’d to pleaf it felf, by placing
them in a remote Situation, andat 2
diftance both of Place and Communi-
cation from other Nations : And this is
the cale of Zadbmar, which was re-
pair’d, if not built by Solomon,a Great,
a Wile, and a Vi&orious Prince, who
beautify’d it with whatever might af
ford it Strength and Ornament’; loft,
I take it for granted, in a little' time
after, under his Son Rehoboam , when,
through his Folly, and God’s juft Judg-
ment, the greateft part of his Territo- |
ries revolted from him. T conjefure,
that as long as theKingdom of Da- |
mafcus kept up its Grandeur, o long
Palmyra was in Peace, either under |
thole Kings, or undef the Conduét of |
its own Secnate: But when Pharoah

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but it was for a while fubje¢t to him,
till Nebuchadnezzar conquer'd all thofe
Countries home to the Gates of Pely-
frum, now Damiata.

World believe, that when Nebuchad-*>*
#ezzar intended to Befiege Ferufalem, it
was in the hands of the Fews, who had
Mann’d it with a very ftout Garrifon ;
and that Vi&orious Prince, not think-
ing fit to leave a Place fo well fortified
behind him, fate down before it ; and
when he had taken it, burnt it, and
then befieg’d and took Ferufalem.

After this, it continued tributary to
the Princes of the Babylonifh and Perfian
Empires, though perhaps govern'd by
a Senate of its own Citizens ; and in
the fame State it remain’d under the
Succeffors of the Great Alexander (the
Kings of Syria) being united by Se-
leucus, 1 doubt not, to the reft of his
Territories ; whence, in like manner, as
the other Cities under his Government,
it receiv’d the Ufe of the Syrian Epacha,
the AEra Antiochena, Dbilcarnain, ot Se-
leucidarum, and the Names of the Ma-
cedonian Months, which the Infcrip-
tions undeniably prove.

CHAP
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« peloiv. & 1 R LA (fays * dppian) was go-
Lsp-676. ) ver’d by the Pofterity of Seleucus

Nicator, to the days of Antiochus Pius,
and his Son: but when Pompey the
Great conquer’d it, and made it a Pro-
vince, it was govern'd by a Roman
Prefident : The firft who bore that
Office, was Scaurus ; and after him,
though not immediately, Gabinius.
Gabinius was fucceeded by Craffus, who
being flain by the Parthians left his
Government to Bibalus. But whether,
in all this {pace of time, while the Ro-
man Eagle hover’d over the Ealt, Pal-
myra was a Sharer in in the Common
Calamity, and fele the Talons of that

Bird of Prey, we have no Accounts.
After the Death of Fulius Cafar,
every City f{ubmitted to a Prince of
their own ; the Parthians affording
them their Affiftance, having, uponthe
lavitation of thofe Tyrants, penetrated
Syria. This incens'd Marc Antony, who
expell'd the Ufurpers, exaéted heavy
Taxes from other Cities, and attempte}d
Pal-
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Paimyra. For when Clégpatra, who
waited on him in Cilicia, was return’'d
home, Antony, who had given himfelf
up to her Efbraces, atid, to the lofs of
his Honour,' obey’d all her Dictates,
commanded his Horfe to Plunder Pa/-
myra, tpon the light and trifling pre=
text, that by reafon of their Situation
in the Confines of the Romans and Par-
thians, the Palmyrenians were firm to
neither Intereft, but minded their own
Profit, and the Encreafe of their Trade
and Merchandife ; but in truth, that
he might pay his Soldiers with the
Spoils of that wealthy City. .

The Inhabitants of Palmyra being
aware of the Invafion; carry'd all their
tich Moveéables to the other fide of the
Rivet, the Banks of which they lined
with their Archers. Upon which, An-
tony’s Troops finding the City empty
of Inhabitants, and of the Riches they
fo eagerly coveted, having loft their
labour, returid to their Camp. This
invafion occafior’d the next Parthian
War, many of the petty Princes of
Syria flying for Shelter to the Parthians,
while Marc Antony, having been fo
fcandaloufly foyl'd; ftay’d no lopger in

{turbances, but haften’d into Egypz to
attend Clegpatra, to whom he had en-

- After this, he return’d
into the Eaft, paft the Euphrates, fub-
dued all Adiabene, Arbela, and Gauga-
mela, and came to Babylon ; the Par-
thians being unable to oppofe him,
having been much weaken’d by their
Civil Diffentions. Then he paft the
Zigris, and went to Ctefiphon, and
thence purfued his Conquefts to the
Ocean, where he declared, That if he
had been as young as Alexander, he
would have follow’d the Example of
that Illuftrious Prince, and have fail'd
into Zwdia. But while he was thus
amufing himfelf with his vain Ambi-

In this Expedi-
tion Maximus was flain in Battle ; but
Lufius recover'd Nifibis, took Edeffa,
as he did alfo Seleucia, and other Places,
by his Lieutenant-Generals : Where-
upon, to prevent their future Revolt;
Zrajan gave the Parthians a King, and
fettled the Eftate of the Eaff (as
* Popifcus calls that Country, be-
caufe; in refpe@ of Rome, the Sun
feem’d to rile in Parthia,) and this the
Coins confirm, which mention the re-
ducing of Armenia and ' Mefoporamia
under the Power and Jurifdiction of
the Romans in this Emperor’s Reign.

- At this ¢ime, tis probable, Palmyra
wias umuch xwin’d ; for otherwife it
would not have wanted the favourable
Affiftance of Frajan’s Succeflor, who
may be juftly reckond their Second
Founder. Hadrian wasa magnificent
Prince, and a great Builder (and for
that reafon calld the Wall-Flower, a
great pumber of eminent Edifices
owing their Being and Beauty to his
Liberality ) He it was who builc the

High-ways, and that part of the Wall 5%
that looks teward Bithynia s At Cyzicum
he buile the Temple, and ‘floar'd it
with Marble : And in many ether

of the World’s Wonders for Archi-
te@ure and Beauty, beftowing great
Privileges upon the poor undone Inha-
bitants, which was the nobleft Charity :
He al(o re-erected the Coloffus at Rhodes,
which had been many years before
thrown down by an Earthquake. Above
all, he was a great Bencfactor to the
City of Arhens; toward which he al
ways expreft a peculiar Regard ; as in
Requital, they calld him, while alive,
Adriawus Olympius in their Coines and
Infcriptions'; as he was in feveral other
Cities, after his death, Deify’'d, eéfpe-
cially in Syria ; for to fpeak the Truth,
and to be doing Good, were, in the
efteem even of the Heathen World,
moft God-like Qualities.

U T the Liberality of this Munis
ficent Emperor was not confined
toGreece, or the adjacent Parts of 4fia;
the remoter Cities of Syria, who had
fuffer’d fo deeply during the War which
Zrajan made in the Eaft, were not ex-
cluded from their fhare in his Bounty :
For he had been a * Lieutenant-General * spart.
in that Expedition, and had feen the 7%
difmal Effeéts of War, and Military
Rage and Rapine ; and upon the Death
of Zrajan, had made a Peace with the
Parthians (envious of the Glory of his
Predeceflor, fays Sextus Rufus, very
malicioufly,) havingremov’d theKing,
whom 77ajan had {ét over them, and
withdrawn the Roman Armies out of
all the Countries beyond the Euphrates ;

calla, in Monfieur Patin, p.302. with
the Figure of an Archer almoft Naked
on the reverfe, his Thin Habit imply=
ing the Heats ; and  his Arms, the
Militia of his Country ; the -Sagits
tarii of Pulmyrene being Famous in Hi
ftory.

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This City, I doubt aot, but Adrian
vifited, when, in the Sixth Year of his
Empire, he made his Progrefs into the
Eaft, and receiv’d the Homage of all the -
Kings and Toparchs, whofe Territories
lay m thofe Parts.  And this his Expe-
dition, T underftand to be meant in the
Inferiptions..  In which Expedition, ag. 105
Malech Agrippa, the Sen of Faraius,
was the fecond time the Secretary of the
City ; and when that Prince happen’d

as [ conjecture, the Commander of the
Forces of the Republick of Palmyra,
attended, and was an unwearied Affiftant
to Rutilius Crifpinus, the Roman Ge-
neral, and difcharg’d the Offices of a
Man of Condu& and Courage againit
the Perfrans, and deferv’d the moft
ample Teftimonials of his Bravery and
Prudence.

But Palmyra never arrived to fuch §

an illuftrious pitch of Glory, as it did
under Odenatbhus and his Sons, who
eftablifht it the Seat of the Eaftern Em-
pire, and beautified and ftrengthoed it
accordingly ; and for afew Years it
afforded as remarkable Tranfactions of
War and State, as any other part of the
World can boaft of, in {o fhort a fpace
of Time, : And therefore 1 fhall give
my felf the liberty to treat more largely
of thefe Affairs, and to deduce the
Series of the Hiftory of the Imperial
Family of Palmyra, as far as the An-
tients afford us light, and fhall leave the
judicious Reader to his choice, what
Memoirs he will give moft credit to,

' having
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having taken care inevery Paragraph
to produce my Vouchers ; while I
bemoan heartily the lofs of Zranius his
( AegPugst ) Arabick Hiftory, in the
Second of which Books he treated of
Palmyra ; as allo of Domninus of An-
tioch, whom Malela commonly fol-
lows ; and of Philofiratus of Arbess,
the Hiftoriographer, who liv’d under
Aurelian, and wrote the TranfaGions
of his own Time : but particularly I
regret the want of that Oration which
Longinas made in Praife of Odenathus,
and called by his Name, of which L:-
banius makes mention in his Epifles,
which would queftionle(s have given a
more ample Hiftory of that Illuftrious
Prince, than all the jejune Narratives
of the Roman Hiftorians. But fince
we muft follow the Light that is given
us, I fhall firlt begin with Odenatbus,
ahen treat of Zemobia, and their Chil-
rem.

Lyons, Leopards, Bears, and other
Beafts of Prey, inuring himfelf to bear
the Fatigues of Labour, to endure the
Hardfhips of Heat, and Showers, and
the other Toils incident to a Wood-
man’s Life 5 and by thefe Methods
brought himfelf to a Habit of enduring
the {corching Beams of the Sun, and
the annoyance of the Duft, in hisWars
with the Perftans.

The later Greeks frequently ftile him
the Xing of the Saracens, of the Bar-
barous Saracens, as if he had been a
Phylarchus of fome part of Arabia :

were afterwards called Saracens, (but
herein

herein- he differs from both Pliny and
Prolemy :) A Name (fays Scaliger)
never ufed by any Author before 7z0-
lemy ; whereas Pliny, who liv’d at lcaft
fifty Years before that excellent Aftro-
nomer, exprefly mentions them. Now
the Saracens, over whom Odenathus and
Zenobia reign’d, had been of old, fays
Procopiys Confederate with the Ro-
mans.

And as the Quality of this Mighty
Prince hath been miftaken, fo have his
Acions been wrongfully reprefented :
Orofius affirming, that he form’d an
Army of the Boors of Syria, and with
thofe Rufticks overcame the Perfiaus ;
and fo fays Sextus Rufus. But they
confound two Stories, if we may credit
* Malela 5 for he affirms, that when
Sapores had over-run all Syria, and had
taken, plunderd and burnt dwmtioch
(which bhappen’d in the 314th. Year
of the Ara Antiochena, the 12th. of
the Reigns of Zalerian and Galienus,)
he afterward ravaged all the Eaft to
Emefa, a City of Phenicia Libanefia,
carrying with him, whither foever he
went, Fire and Sword, and all the In-
ftruments of Cruelty ; but when he

came
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came to Emefa, Sampfigeramus the Prieft
of Pewus, having colle@ed a hafty
Army of the Country-men of that Pro-
vince, placed himfelf in the Head of
them in his Prieftly Habit ; which
created him Refpeét from all who aw
him, particularly from the King of
Perfia, to whom he faid he was {ent
an Empaffador : Upon which, while
the King was difcourfing him, one of
the Boors threw a Stone from his Sling,
and hitting Sapores in the Forehead,
flew him ; wherevpon the Army be-
licving that the Romans were falling
on their Camp, left all their Booty,
and fled, Sampfigeramus purfuing them ;
and that while the feattered Perfians
were making their elcape, Enathus
a Confederate of' the Romans, the
King of the Barbarous Saracens, and
Lord of that part of Arabia, met them
upon the Borders, and deftroy’d the
remainders of that fcatter’d Army, as
Domninus the Chronologer of Antioch
affirms, to whom Malela gives credit ;
while Philoftratus the Hiftorian (as the
(ame Malela confefles) who liv’d a Con-
temporary with thofe Princes, gives
a different Account; That after Sapores

" had
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had made fuch great Devaftations in
Syria, had ravag'd Cilicia, and burnt
all her eminent Citics, (Domninus {ays,
the King went not in Perfon, but {eat
Spates his General with an Army €0
commit thofe Qutrages,) as he was
returning through Cappadecia into Per-
fia, Enathus the King of the Saracens
came forth to meet him, and pay the

that Country, he, with Quietus the
Second Son-of Macrianus, managed the
War with {o much Courage and good
Fortune, that while he attack’t Sapores
on one hand, and Odemathus on the

perors, which engaged Gallienus againft
them : Therefore Oderarbus march’e
and fought them at Ewmefa, where Ba-
lifta fell by the Sword of Odenathus,
Quietus by the Hands of the Citizens of
Emefa, fays Zonaras ; while Trebellius
Pollio. in one place affirms, That after
the Army was routed, the Soldiers

a Privarte Sentinel of Odenathus’s Army,
as he was fleeping in his Tent : but in

Others (as he fays) affirming, That rs. 195

Nor does the Report want Au-
thors, that he was flain at Daphne, near
Antioch, at' a Farm which he had pur-
chafed, where helived a private life: while
very many others averr, That having
Declar'd’ himfelf Emperor, he was mur-
ther'd by thofe whom Awreolss fent to
apprehend Quietus, whom he deman.
ded as part of his Plunder, havin
flain his Father, and Elder Brother.

being (o various, it cannot be expected
that the Writers of the prefent Age
fhould better adjuft the Hiftory, while
Wwe are obliged to the Information of
the Coins, that Baliffs reign'd Three o gy
Years at leaft, and that his Name was - 72-
Servius Awicius ( or’ Sergius Awicetus )
Balifta.  Whatever his Fate was, as to

'This Zenobia refented, as an
Injury offer’d to her own Title, and
the Succefion of her Sons, it being ufual
for the Junior Auguffus, upon the Death
of the Elder, to claim the Pofleffion of
the whole Empire : Or elfe fhe took
this occafionto afferc her Pretenfions to

~ that Kingdom ; for fhederived her Pe-

degree from the Family of the Prolemy’s,
and particularly from Cleopatra the laft
Queen of that Country, whom the Re-
mans had by force difpofictt.

To make this Conqueft, fhe fent her
General Zabdas into Egypt ( where a
Party of the Natives, under Zimagenes
( Pellio calls him Zimogenes) had already
declar’d for her Intereft, and fupported
her Claim) who witha powerful Army
of Seventy thoufand Men, made up of
Palmyrenians, Syrians and Barbarians,
fought Fifty thoufand Egyptians, and

. after a very fharp Engagement (im

which the Militia of Pa/myra continued
the Fight with uawearied Obftinacy
and Pertinacioufne(s) got the Victory =
After which, having left Five thoufand
of his Soldiers behind him to keep the
Country in awe, he return'd to Palmyra.

While
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While chis Invafion was made, Probus,
whom the Emperor Claudius had de-
clar'd the Preefet of Egypt, was, accor-
ding to. Command,, fcouring the neigh.
bouring, Seas of the Pyrartes, who, in
thofe times of Diforder, much infefted
the bottom of the Streights : But as
foon-as he heard the fatal News, that
during his Abfente, Egypr had becn
fubdued ; he return’d with all fpeed,
forming an Army of what Forces he

had with him, and fuch other of the.

Natives as were content toLift them-
felves for the Service, and to throw off
the Yoke of the Palmyrenians, which
they hated ; and making an Attempe
upon the Guards whom Zabdas had lefe
to preferve his New Conqueft in Obe-
dience, he drove them out of the
Country.

Upon the Report of this Revolution,
Zabdgs xeturn'd 5 but Probus having in
the mean time ftrengthned his Troops
with Recruits from Lybia, and the re
moter Parts of Egypt, attack’t the E-
nemy, gotthe Victory, and drove the
Men of Palmyra a fecond time out of
that Country.

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- poffet himfelf of a Hill near Babylon

In purfuit of this Vicory, Probus

(the Egyptian City of that Name) that
he might preclude Zabdas from retiring
into Syria. But Zimagenes, Who ex-
aly knew all the Country, with
Two thoufand Palmyrenians got to the
top of the Hill, unknown to the Egyp-
tians, and falling upon them unex-
peGedly, cut them all off. Which
when their General aw, he, not willing

to outlive his Honour, fell on his own
Sword.

"Gyt being thus reduc'd under the
E Power of Zewnobia, the remainder.
of the Barbarians, who outlivd the
Battle fought between Claudins and the
Goths, at Naiffus, fecured themfclves
within a Tabor of their Waggoas, and
{o made their Retreat : A violent Pefti-
lence at the {fame time raging in both
Camps ; in which Contagion, Clandius,

one
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one of the moft Accomplitht of the
Roman Princes, breath’d his laft. To
him Quintillus his Brother fucceeded ;
but hearing that durelian was chofen
" Emperor, he order’d his Phyficians to
cut his Veins, and {o expir’d.
durelian_baving baffled the Scy-
thians, and fubdued all the Pretenders
to the Government, having built the
Walls of Rome, and fettled the Civil
State of that City :(which took up the
two firft Years of his Reign) undertook
a0 Expedition into the EaiZ, to reduce
Palmyra, which at that time had
brought under its Jurifdiction all Egype,
and all the Eaf7, home to Ancyra the
Metropolis of Galatia ; and would have
extended its Conquefts over Bithywia
- tothe Gates of Chalcedon, if the Inha-
bitaats, having been made acquainted
with the Refolutions of Aurelian, had
not emancipated themfelves from that
Yoke.

Aurelian did not march dire@ly into Vopile.
the Eai?, but fecured the Provincesy.216,

through which he went, being forcd
to fight many Battels by the way, be-
fore he reach'd Syria. For in Zlyricum
and 7hrace he overthrew the remainders

Hji of
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of the Goths, and {lew Five thoufand
il of them, with their Commander Caa-
1 pabas.  After which, he warch'd
| through Byzantium into Bithynia, which
e had declar’d for his Iaterefts ; took
Tyana, which was betray’d to him by
Heraclammon, but fpar’d the City, for
the (ake of the Philolopher dpolonius,
who was born there, while he orderd
the Traytor to be executed ; all the
other Cities between 7yana and Antioch
© rendring themfelves.

Near Autioch, Zenobia had fix’d her
ftation, in the Head of a numerous
Army advantagioufly pofted. But Au-
relian was.a Prince of Undaunted Cou-
rage, a Bold Spirit, and Dextrous Ad-
drefs ; and prepar’d himfelf, as became
a Prudent General, for a Battel : And
obferving, that the Strengthof Zenobia's
Forces confifted in her Horfe-men,
(who were arm’d Cap-aafe’e, and better
underftood Horfemanthip than the
Roman Troops) he pofted his Foot be-
yond the River Orentes, in a feparate
Body, and commanded his Horfe not
to engage the Palmyrenians while theit
Body was freth and lufty ; but when
they charg'd, toretire, and diffemblea
vy By Flight,
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Flight, till the extreme Heat of the
Weather, and the Weight of their heavy
Arms had tyred them, and forc’'d them
to defift from the Purfuit. The due
Obfervation of this Order got the
Viory : For when the Romans, by
this manner of Fighting, had fatigued
the Palmyrenian Troops, and tyred their
Horfes, then they charg'd them with
the utmoft Vigour, and as they fell
from their Horfes, or their Horfes funk
under them, trod them under their feet.
The Slaughter was various ; fome were
flain with the Sword, others {tifled with
the fall of their own Horfes upon them,
a third fort trampled to death by the
Roman Troops, while the fcatter’d re-
mainders of that great Army fled to
Antioch.

found a Man who fomewhat refembled

Aurelian, clad him in fuch Habit asthat

Prince ufed to wear when he fough,

leading him through the Streets of that

large City in Triumph, as if he had

gotren the Victory, and made the Em-
peror his Prifoner.

By this Stratagem Zabdas impofed

upon the Citizens of Awtioch, and
amuzed them the remaining part of
that Day, till the Night coming on,
he retird with Zewobia to Emefa :

And thus he deluded the Antiochians,
- who otherwife would have much in-
commoded his Retreat, and efcap'd
being furpriz’d and ruin’d by Aurelian;
for the Emperor had recall'd his Foot
from the other fide of the Orontes, with
: : an
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an Intention, the next day, to have

fallen upon the reliques of the Pa/my-

remian Army on every fide : But his

Defign was fruftrated by the flight of
Zenobia 3 whereupon he alter'd -his

Intentions, and enter’d Anioch, being

receiv'd by the Citizens with all the

Marks of Zeal for his Service ; and was

{o well pleas’d with the Teftimonies of
their Repentance ‘and Submiffion, that

he publifh’d an Indemnity to the Inha-

bitants, and recalld thofe who had fled .
out of fear of being punifh’d for ad-

hering to the Interefts of the Queen of
Palmyra.

At this time Aurelian was inform’dy
that a Party of the Palmyrenians had
pofted themfelves advantageoufly on a
Hillthat overlook'd Daphue, the famous
Suburb of 4utisch, in confidence that
the Steepnefs of the Place would fecure
them from all the Attacks of the Ros
mans. But the Emperor commanded
his Infantry to draw themfelves into
theiz Clofe Oxder, and to cover them-
felves with their Shields, fo to bear off
the Darts and Stones that theie Ad.
verfaries might hurl down upon them ;
And by this methed they got an eafie

; - Vidory,
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Victory, ‘and put all their Enemies
to flight'; whom the Romans purfued
(o clofely, that fome were forc'd to
throw themfelves off from the Preci-
pices, and {o were torn in pieces, while
the remainder perifh’t by the Swords
of the Vi&ors.

After this, the Cities of Apameas, La-
riffa and- Arethufa open’d their Gates,
and fubmitted to the Conqueror, re-
ceiving him with all the Marks of Ho-
nour and Relpe&. But Aurelian up-
derftanding that the Army of Zenobia,
and her Allies, being no lefs than Se-
venty thoufand Men, were encamp’t
in the Plain before Emefa, immediately
mov'd towards them, and encamp't
with his ‘Dalmatian, Myfian and Pan-
nonian Horfe, with the Legions of No-
ricum and Rbetia, and with his Preso-
rian Bands, who were all felect Traops,
and tryed Men, in view of the Enemy.
Belides thefc Regiments, Aurclian had
in his Army feveral Troops of Moorifk
Horfe, of the Militiaof 4fia, from Zyana,
and from Mefoporamia, Syria, Phenicia,
and Paleftine, all choice Men.

- When the Armies engag'd, the Ro-
#ran Horfe took care not to be enclos’d

by
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by the Pa/myrenians, who were fupe-
riour to them in number, and gall'd
them very feverely, breaking and difs
, ordering their Ranks. But as they
i were about to turn their backs, the
RomanFoot charg’d the Enemy’s Troops
fo briskly, that they foon put them to
flight. Upon this followed a bloody
flaughter, the Jews falling on with their
Clubs and Maces, which made a thun-
dering and unufual Noife upon the Ar-
mour of Braf§ and Iron in which the
Palmyrenians charg'd : The whole
Country was cover’d with the Car-
caffes of Men and Horfes, while the
few that efcap’d, fled to the City.

Zenobia being extremely grieved, as
fhe ought, at her Defeat, deliberated
what fhe fhould do; and it was unanie
moufly in Council agreed, That fhe
thould defert Emefa (the Inhabitants of
the City being her Eaemies, and wifhe
ing well to the Romans) and betake her
felt to Palmyra, where being more f&-
cure, the might confult at leifure how
to repair her loft Fortunes. ‘This Ad-
vice the immediately comply’d with,
and fled to Palmyra,

The
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The News of her flight being brought
toAurelian he entred Ewefa in Trium ph,
coverd with the Trophies of a noble
Victory, and was receiv'd by the Citi-
zens with all the Marks of Joy, and ac-
cording to the Deferts of an Tnvincible
Hero. At Emefa he feiz'd the Trea-
fures of Zemobia, which, by reafon of
her precipitate hafte, fhe was forcd to
leave behind her, and then with all ima-
ginable fpeed mov'd toward Palmyra,

In his March, the Syrian Banditti much vopife.
infefted his Camp ; for they had, du. » ***
ring the Difturbances of the Empire, Viflr-
made themfelves very formidable, thejr " *** -

Troops being numerous, their Horfes
fleet to admiration, and the Defarts fa-
vouring their retreat with their Prey ;

- inafmuch as at this time it was Prover- -

bial at Rome, That none but Women and
Thieves goverwd the East.

When Aurelian had quitted himfelf
of thefe troublefom Attendants, he
form’d the Siege of Palmyra, ftraightly
beleaguing the City, and fortifying his
Camp with Caftles, while the neigh-
bouring Nations furnifht him with all
forts of Provifions. The Befieged, in
the mean time, being poffeft with 2

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|f':| vain Opiaion, That their City was Im-
it = pregnable, derided the Attempts: of the
?‘: 1’ : Romans, as if they muft be forc'd, in

a few days, to raife their Siege, for
want of Neeeflaries ; while the City
was well provided with all the requifites
of War, the Garrifon numerous and
brave, and engaged to fight, not,as be-
fore, for Glory and Canqueft, but for
t their Wives and Children, and theit
own Libersies, their All being at ftake :
- Fer it was beyond the reach of Fancy
to imagine (fays Awrelian, in hisLet
ter to Mucapores) what vaft quantities
 of Arms and Military Stores were in
that City ; that no part of the Wall
was without two or three Engines to
throw Darts, and other Inftruments of
Mifchief, into the Enemies Camp ; that
with fome of their Machines they
threw Fire among their Tents; and
that the Garrifon behav’d themfelves
with fo. much Refolution, that Aurelian
having been wounded with an Arrow,
had like to have breatlyd his laft under
the Walls.of Palmyra, :

rupted by Money, and bought off, ¢ill
they deferted, according to the Cuftom
of thofe fickle and changeable Nations,
who are true only to their own Intea
refts, and pay their Homage and Ser-
vices to that Prince who bids moft for
them. ,

When the Garrifon heard that
all their Relief was cut off, and faw
the Emperor bent to carry on his At-
tacks with the utmoft vigour, being
alfo much preft with the want of Ne.
ceffaries, they determined to fend their
Queen over the Euphrates into Perfia,
to beg the Affiftance of that great
King ; and to this end, they did fet Z.-
nobia on a female Camel, which (ot of
Creatures run fwifter than any Horfz,
(others fay, on a fwift Dromedary,) and
convey’d her out of the City.

Aurelian, vex'd heartily that his
Enemy had made her elcape, difpatch’e

and Triomph.

For the Army were ready to mutiny,
and petition'd, that fhe that had been
the caufe of all their Hardthips, thould
be Executed, But Aurelian, who had
a grand Efteem for her Courage, and
other Heroical Qualifications, and who
could not have forgotten the Merits of
her Husband Oenathus, and his great
Services, who fupported the finking
Empire in the Eaf?, and preferv’d ie
from utter Ruine, thought it beneath
the Courage of a brave Man to murder

‘whence he immediately {peeded to Pal
myra, which without fighting he to'olg
an
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and raz'd, giving dntiochus his Life
and Liberty, accounting fum beneath
his Anger.

In the Sack of the City, the Soldiers
were farfeited with Blood and Rapine
(as Aurelian, in his Letters to Cejonius
Baffus, relates ) (paring neither Age,
Sex mor Quality, involving Women
and Childeen, Old and Young, the
Nobility and the Boors in the fame
common Ruine, till there was hardly
lefc a Man to inhabit the City, or to
manure the Ground,

Such a Revenge fatiated even the
fierce Temper of Aurelian, inafmuch
as he he wrote to Cejonius Baffus (or
rather Cerronius, according to the old
Copies, probably the {ame Cerronius,
the Geaneral of the Dalmatian Troops,

maintain an Army. And, that he
might keep a Rort {uitable to his Sta-
tion, to his Riches, and his Dignity;,
he buile him:a noble and pompeus Pa-

Firmias having thus fill'd his Coflers;
and provided all things neccllary to
maintain the Intereft he refolv’d to en-
gage in, declar’d himfelf a Friend and
Confederate to Zenobia, (nor is it alto-
gether improbable that Zenobia confii-
tuted him, being a Man of extraordinary
Scrength and Coutdgg; and Mafter of
a grear’ Eftate, her Governor over
Egypt, when Zabdashad coaquerd it,)
and -when that Hiuftrious Queen fell
into her Misfortunes, he éhter'd into a
League with: the Blemmye and Sara-
cens, and then declar’d him(elf Empe-
ror (as the Coins exprefly prove, tho’
Aurelian, according to the Cuftom of
that Age;:which ftiled all Tyrants and
Ulurpers
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Ulurpers Thieves, will not allow him
a-better Title tham that of the Bgyptian
Robler, and though Popifeus fays that
he declar’d Egypta Free State, refufing
to.affume the Enfigns of Royalty ) and
having recollected the fcatter'd Forces
of Zewobia’s Army, undertook to fup-
port the improfperous Caufe, and to
defend Alexandria.
~ But no Power could refift the Genius
of Aurelian ; for after the return of
that great Man from Carre, Firmius
fell a Victor to the Conqueror, and
fome fay, became his own Executioner.

eiman.  Inthe Year of Chrift, 62 3. the Second [
Lt of the Hegira, Chofroes the Second, the
King of Perfia, ¢ommanded all the
Churches in Syria and Mefoporamia to
be deftroy’d, carrying away with him
all che Gold and Silver, with all the Or-
naments of thofc Holy Places, even to
ki : the very Marble, into his own Country.
It is probable, that Zadmur was not ex-
i empt from this dreadful Perfecution :
But whatever its Fate was under Chofroes,
it isunqueftionable, that a few yearsalter-
: wards it fell into the Hands of the Ma-
fi hometans , who, Awuno Chrifiz 638, He-
gire 16, having taken the Capiral City
of the Perfians, and routed Izdigerdes
their laft King, and feiz’d his Empire
( the Couflantinopolitan Princes not con-
cerning themfElves, as they ought, to
prevent the(e [udden and large Con-
quefts) may be prefamed to have made
e Palmyra
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Palmyra their own.  After which time,
I'believe, the Fortifications were permit-
ted to run to decay, it being nio longer a
Frontier, fince Perfia was in their hands
on one fide of it, and A4rabia on the
other : And then alfo, I conjefture, it
ceas’d to be a Mart, the Mabometans be-
1ng in conftant Hoftility with the Chri-
ftiaos ; fo that the Caravans not being
able to travel fafely, the Trade with the
Pérfian Gulph was diverted and loft ; of
which beneficial Commerce the City
being deprived, and fituate in a defart
Country, foon fell‘into Poverty and
Ruige. “

In the Year 659, the 30th. of the Eime. i1

the Son of Abufofianus, with his Army of
Syrians, march’'d againt 4/s the Fifth
of Mahomer's Succeflors, he fent Da-
bacus with 3000 Men to plunder Zraca,
after which they fell into the Proviace
of Aigjaza, and having murther’d allthe
Arabs they met with, loaded themfelves
with their Spoiles. Whereupon Als
fent againft him his General Hagjar the
Son of Ad, with 4000 Men, who fols
fowed them as far as Zadmur within the

Ratis ' Diftrict
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Diftrict of Emefa (for fo it was reckon’d
at that time) where they had a fharp En- |
gagement, in which Dabacus was routed.

And by this it is very plain, that Zadmur
came very carly into the hands of the
Succeflors of Mabomet.

IdLrear.  AwnoChrifti 746, of the Hegira 1:.7,
the People of Emefa, at that time
the Metropolis of the Country, rebell’d
againlt Merwan the Caliph, who came
againft . the Town with a ftrong Force,
and befieged it : Whereupon the In-
habitants fupphcated bis Pardon, pro-
mifed Obedience, and open’d their
Gates. But when the Caliph had entred
the City in the Head of 300 Men, the
Citizens betook themfelvesto their Arms,
and {lew all the Soldiers, Merwan him-
felf hardly efcaping through the Gate
that leads to Zadmur, ( the old Roman

Road lay from Emefa to Apamea, and

u thence to Palmyra, but the dire&t Road

lay through the Defart, without touch-

ing at Apamea ; ) and when Suleiman the

_ Son of Fisjam, being created Caliph, in

:' oppofition to Merwan, by the Men of

Bafra, was overthrown in Battle, he re-
tired, firft to Emefa, which he fortified ;
but
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but being a fecond time beaten,he fled to
Tadmur, leaving his Brother Saidus his
Lieutenant in Emefa. From which Paf-
fages it appears to me credible, that 7ad-
mur was then a Place of little Trade or
Intereft, but a San&uary for the Unfor-
tunate, for Banditti, and Free-booters,
who fled thither, and found a fecure re-
treat, being protected by the advanta-
geous Situation of the Town, which ifor
feveral Days Journey was on every fide
furrounded with wild and uninhabited
Solitudes. :

And if T might be allowed a" bold
Conjecture, how the River that ran by
Palmyra, in Ptolemy's time, and which
Marzus Niger fays emptied it felf into
the Eupbrates, happen’d fo to be loft,
that now there remain no footfteps of
it ; T would affirm,. that it was buried in zimacin.
that terrible Earthquake' that happen’d b 2. c1x
in thofe Countries, Amo Chrifti 859, of
the Hegira 245, which ruind many a
noble City, threw down the Palace at
Bagdat, did great damage to Carre, |
Emefa, Damafcuys, Edeffa, Laodicea, and
all along the Coaft of Syria : for at this

Decrepit Days ; that nothing can refift
the Infults of Time, and the Barbarity
of Ungovernable Conquerors ; and that
it is impoffible lﬁo erect a Monument to
our Memory, that fhall be lafting, but a
noble Series of < Vertuous and Brave
A&iops, that they only refcue from
Oblivion, and give Immiortality, when
Marbles fhall Moulder into Duft; and
the World it felf fhall be no more.

Caftaldus and Ortelius affirm that Pal-
myra is now called Amegara ; but Sanfon
fays it is called Faid, as do Nicolofius in
his Flercules Siculus,and others; where-
as it ftill retains its old Denomination
Zadhmur, as it always did among the
Syrians and Arabs. The old Geographer
of Ravenna reckons it among the Cities
of Cele-Syria, ( for (o I will adventure
to correct that Author, Syria Cilenfin
Comagenis, which Monfieur Porcheron
reads Syria Seleucis, but it fhould be
read SyriaCele in Comagems,) but calls
it Malmiora, which the Editor fays is
miftaken for Palmyra, and withhim I
agree. Tho perhaps ZTamira in thefame
Author may be fec for Zadmira ( as
Hepolis for Heliopolis) for that Geogra-
pher lived in the 7th Century, when
that City having fallen into the Hands
of the Arabs, had recover’d its ancient
Syriack, or Arabick Name.

Zyrus, Laodicea, Nifibis, and Singara,

which from his Name were ftiled in the
Coins Septimia Rhefaina, Colonia Septi.

But Calcafbend: , another  Arabian
Author, gives this Account out of other
Writters,
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Writers, as the Excellent Mafter of the
Oriental Languages, Dr. Hyde Tran-
flates him— « As for the Territory of
“ Tadmur— the Author of the Book
“ Al Tariph fays, it is Situate between
“ the Two Villages and Rabba, and is
“ reckon’d to be in Arabia, in the fourth
* of the Seven Climes : The Author of
“ the Book of Longitudes fays, its Lon-
“ gitude is 62 degrees, and its Latitude
“ 34 degrees. The Lord of ‘Eamath
“ (i. €. Abulpheds) fays, it belongs to
“ the Territory of Hems (i.e. Emefa)
“on the Eaft-fide of it, and that moft

“ yo2 Miles. The Lord of AHamath fays,
“ itis from Flem's about three Stations.
The only difference in the Accounts is
in this, that the Longitude of Palmyra in
words at length, out of the Book of
Longitudes, is 62.. which in Abulpbeda’s
Geography is 67. where it is expreft in
Letters ; which muft be attributed to
the Carelefnefs of the Tranfcribers.

I wasa little furprizd, whenreading
Al Edrifi (commonly, but wrongly,
call'd the Nubian Geographer ) 1 found
a Zademyr in Spain, which comprebend-
ed the Kingdoms of Marcia and Zarra-
gon,and was enclined to believe that the
Cai;'pb fent a Colony from the Syrian
Zadmur (as well asfrom the other Cities
of his vaft Dominions) to People Spain,
when he had conquerd it, who from
their own Native City gave the Name
to that part of Spain: But my Learned
and much honoured Friend Dr., Bernard,
has inform’d me,that the Spanifb Tade-
mir may. be derived, as to Name, and
no otherwife, from the Syrian Tadmor,
or from 8N, Zadmera, Mefcella Po-
puli, from a mixture of feveral Nations
inhabiting there; as 7Zidal, in Holy
Writ, is called the Aing of the Nations ;

lomon’s Concubines hies buried, asif that
Great King had fix’d his Court there,ha-
ving deftin’d it to his Retirement and
Pleafures, as Fofephus feems to affirm.

CHAP I
Of the Names of the Palmyrenians.

Rom the Names of the City, I fhall
proceed to confider the Names of

the Inhabitants, and I queftion not, but
astheir firft Language was FHebrew, or
Syriack, {o the People had Syriack,or He-
drew Names. This wants no further
Confirmation, the Isfcriptions put it
paft all doubt, Odenatbus, Airanes, ¥Va-
ballathus,Mocimus, Orodes, Zabdas,Mat-
thas, Faribolus, &c. being all pure Sy-
riack ; and had the Curiofity of our En-
glifh Travellers dire¢ted them to have
tranf{cribed
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tranfcribed the Syréack Infcriptions, as
well as the Greek, at Zadmar ; 1 doubt
not, but as we might from them have
retrieved the old Syriack Alphabet, fo we
alfo might have been enabled to corre@
more than one Miftake either of the
Graver, or Tranfcriber (as I fhallunque-
ftionably demonfirate there are fuch)in
the Names of the People of that famous
City. This Method, Idoubt not, the
Palmyrenians made ufe of, that their
publick Monuments, as long as they
continued, might preferve the know-
ledge of their ancient Native Language ;
and [ hope fome attempt will be made
to recover at leaft the underftanding of
their Letters : For Monfieur Petit’s
Specimen, in Spon’s Mifcelanies, is all
Dream ; and that Learned Man, if he
had been in Earneft, would doubtlefs
have given ushis Alphabet, and theln-
feriptions accordingly reduc’d into the
Hebrew, or fome other known Chara-
Qer. °Tis true, he fays they are the
Pharician (probably the fame with the
old Syriack) Letters, (for Gruter’s Opi-
nion, that they are Arabick, is not to be
defended,) but [ refer the Reader to An-
tony Gallandius’s Confutation of Mr, Pe-
¢i¢, in the fame Mifeellanies.

After
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After the Romans had extended their
Ewmpire into the remoter Parts of Syrig,
the Men of Palmyra, agrecable to the
Practice of the other Nations of the
Eaft, aflumed to themfclves a Prz-No-
men, the Cuftom of having Two Names
having been taken up by the Greeks
and Syrians about the Times of Trajan ;
and this feems to be confirm’d by the
Sepulchral Infcriptions at Zadmur, the N3, 4
moft ancient of which were ereéted
under 7rajan, where the Names of
Elabelus, Manmnwus, Sorachus, Malchus,
Vaballathus , Gichus ; Mocimus , ftand
alone, without any Pre-nomina; bug
in.the Inferiptions of After-times, Sep-
timius, Rupilius, Fulius Aurelius, fre-
quently occur, which being Roman ,
were prefix'd to their Syriack Names,

(as fome of them had two Syriack
Names, the laft having probably been
givent to thofe who were adopted into

Shall not undertake to fix the

I Zpocha of the Original of Idolazry,
nor determine what Creature on this
fide the Higheft Heaven, which is the
Throne of the Great Creator of the
World, was the firft Object of Super-
ftitious Worfhip ; but I have grear
reafon to believe, that when Religious
Adoration was firft transferr’d trom
the True God, it was given to the
Heavenly Bodies, to the Sur and Moos,
they being the moft illuftrious Vifible
part of the Creation, and for ought
that any Man, the oldeft in the World,
could remember or know (further than
Revelation gave him infallible Inftrue
¢tion) might be, as they have conti-
nued Unchangeable and Incorruptible
-in their Nature, {0 Eternal in their Du-
ration, they having been made and
fixd in their glorious Spheres, before
the fir(t Man’s Breath was breath’d into
his Noftrils from Above: Whereas the
R older
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older Heathens knew the Pedigree, and
the times of the feveral Births of their
Saturns and Jupiters, and the whole
Race of Gods derived from them ; their
firlt Books of Heathen Divinity being
written upon the Subjet of the Zheo-
gony, or the Generation of their Gods.
But befides the Antiquity of their
Original, their Ufefulnefs and Benefi-
cence tothe World was another Encou-
ragement to the Worfhip of the Sux and
Moon; (and if we examine the late
Pretenfions of Polytheifm, we fhall find,
that in a great part it proceeded from
this Belief, That {uch and fuch Perfons
having been Benefattors to the World
in many ufeful Inventions, they were |
for thofe Realons, after their ‘deaths,
Deify’d and ador'd.) For what greater |

« Bleflings were the Heathens fenfible of,

than what the Sun, and;ina lefs degree, |
the Moon beflowed, who not only di-
ftinguifht the Seafons of the Year (the

_growth of Animals) and regulated the J

Computations of Time, but gave toall |
Creatures Fealth and Vigour, and the |

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Blefliog the World ever faw, and the
truelt Emblem of the Divinity ; and
Heat, and genial Warmeh, to “cherifh
and Promote the Eafe of Mankind, which
allo produc’d all things neceffary for
Life, form’d Minerals in the Bowels of
the Farth, and regulated the Motions
of the Sea,

And when fome of the moft ancien¢
of the Eaftern Sages, finding fome Djfz
cords in Nature, which they could not
reconcile, agreed to afferr two Firft
Principles of Good and Evil, yet they
chofe the Sun to reprefent Both (as a
common Agent in both their Names; )
becaufe when the Sun was in their Hox
rizon, they were Partakers of its Lighty
and its Heat ; but when it retird, they
were coverd with Darknefs (unlefs (ups
plied by the Moon) becaufe his Influences
gave Life, and promoted the Gepera-
tion of Animals, but his Abfence intro-
- duced Corruption and Death, And ro
. prelerve the temembrance, fince the
Sun was not always in view, the Orien-
tals maintained an Unexftinguitht Fire
to reprefent it (nothing here below
comeing {o near to the Image of thas
great Lighe, as Fire.) Nor did thofe

R 2 Sages
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Sages believe thofe giorious Planets to
be meer Machines fix’'d to their Orbs,
but, as the platowifts talkt of Intelli-
gences, who mov’d thofe great Bodies,
{o they thought them' the Refidences
of the Divinity (the Senfible Sun to be
the Seat of the Iuteledtual Sun.) And
{o the Manichees, who had their two
firft Principles from the Perfian Magi,
aver’d, that our Blefled Saviour dwelt
in the Sus : And therefore they, con-
trary to the Chriftians of thofe early
Ages, who conftantly and at all times
ador'd toward the EasZ, dire¢ted their
Worthip toward the Sus, in what part
{oever of the Heavens he was, believing
that to be the Tabernacle fix’d for our
Bleffed Lord, in which he livid and
mov’d.

But
I cannot agree with the Tranflator of a-
nother Infcription, where zacipdiweva
is rendred by Aliptre, for the 2Acipé-
wmevor were not the Governours of the
Gymmaftum, but the 7wuyxeanasa the

When a Bath was built, it was ufual
to give it a folemn Dedication: * So* 178-7-
Diaclefian and Maxiwsian, Conflantius and
Galerius Emperors, with Severus and
Maximian Cxlars, confecrated the Baths
of Dioclefian, (and probably for this rea-
fon does the Hiftorian aggravate the Lavprid.
Cruelty of Caracalus, that he murder'd i)
feveral People of all Conditions in the
Baths) and fome eminent Perfons were
deputed Curators to fuper-intend the
Building, that it might not fall into
ruine, nor its Revenues be alienated, or
employ’d to wrong ufes. And fuch care
was taken, that every thing fhould be
kept in due repair, that though the Re-
venue hath been alienated for many A-
ges, yet the very Ruines of thofé pub-
lick Buildings at Rome remain to this
day very venerable.
