Edinburgh, which will be found more than 
fufficient to anfwer any Medical Purpofe, 
as well as all the Intentions o f  Cure; for 
the Choice, not the Number o f  Medicines, 
is the principal Thing to be regarded in 
Treatifes o f  this Kind.

N o t  that we are arrived at the Ne plus 
ultra o f  Pharmaceutic Knowledge ; for fuch 
new Difcoveries are daily made as will re­
dound to the immortal Honour o f  thofe 
induftrious Practitioners, who have employ­
ed their Skill fo fuccefsfully for the Benefit 
o f  Mankind. And though the Number o f 
Medicaments has not been greatly augment­
ed, yet a more judicious Application o f  
thofe already known has certainly been 
made, which has enriched the Medical 
Store, with equal Advantage to the Art o f  
Healing.

O n e  great Obftacle to the Advancement 
o f  this Kind o f  Learning, has been a Fond- 
nefs for Compofitions, confifting o f  a great 
Variety o f  Ingredients which have been kept 
in the Shops, and recommended againftDif- 
eafes o f  all Sorts. T. his rendered an Enquiry 
into the Nature o f  every Simple o f  little Ufe, 
fince they were feldom or never trufted to 
alone, to anfwer any Intention o f  Cure. 
But we now live in a more enlightened A ge 
arid Medicine feems to be returned back,

by hafty Steps, to its original Simplicity; 
fo that we may hope for a fufficient Difco- 
very o f the real Virtues o f the molt effica­
cious Fart o f the whole M ateria Medica.

W r i t e r s  on the Nature o f  Drugs have, 
indeed, o f  late been numerous enough •, 
but they have generally tranfcribed one from 
another, right or w rong; repeating what 
has been laid upon any Simple, without 
enquiring whether it was true or falie. 
H ence we meet with fo many high Enco­
miums upon various Remedies, in fo much 
that a mere Reader would think it the 
eafieft Matter in the W orld , to cure the 
bite o f  a mad D og , and o f  a venomous Ser­
pent ; or to find an Antidote againft Poifon 
o f  all Kindr. A s for the Small Pox, ma­
lignant and peftilential Fevers, or even the 
Plague itfelf, he muft wonder any can die 
o f  them, when fo many infallible A n t i ­
d o t e s  are every where to be had, which can 
vanquifh the.fe Deftroyers o f  M ankind with 
fo much Facility.

U n d e r  thefe Difadvantages I had no W ay . 
left to write on this Subject with Hopes o f 
Succefs, but to examine the W orks o f  the 
molt eminent Phyficians, and from thence 
to colleft what particular Qualities any Sim­
ple has been. remarkable for, and by that 
Means to determine, as well as I could, in

what

what Cafes any remedy may be ufeful; 
for it is not one Man, nor one Age, can 
pretend to write tolerably on this Branch o f 
Medicine from their owrn Experience. I 
have confulted the beft Authors in feve-ral 
Languages, as well as Memoirs, German 
Ephemerides, EJJ'ays, A fts, Journals, See. in 
order to make as few Miftakes as poffible in 
fo intricate a Study.

T h e  Limits which I had prefcribed to 
myfelf, would not allow me to expatiate 
on every Article; but with relation to Fo­
reign Drugs, I have been fomewhat more 
particular, that their Goodnefs and Value 
might be more readily know n; whereas 
the Defcription o f  Indigenous Herbs and 
Plants was not fo necelfary, becaufe they are 
to be met with in Books which are every 
where to be had. For the fame Reafon 
fome Things have been omitted in their 
proper Places, the m od ufeful o f  which, 
however, are to be found in others; and 
which the Index o f  Medical Simples will 
refer to.

I h a v e  generally joined the compound 
Medicines in both Pharmacopoeias together, 
which agree either in the Name or Intention, 
by which their Agreement or Difagreement 
will more readily be feen, than by making 
long Remarks upon each; and by adding



that o f  the Hofpital o f  Edinburgh, it will 
appear what the Writers o f  it thought m od 
neceffary to be reformed in that of their 
own College. The College o f  London 
have, indeed, retained fome which ought 
to have been expunged ; but it was out o f  
Regard to Cuftom, and not for want o f  
Inclination to have fupprelTed them at once. 
Setting afide thefe, it may be juflly affirmed, 
that it is the beft national Difpenfatory ever 
yet publilhed.

I h a d  a Defign o f  adding a Set o f  Prefcrip- 
tions, intended for the Ufe o f  the Camp-, but I 
did not find many o f  them fo neceffary as I ex­
pected ; not to mention that fome o f  them are 
Shop-Medicines; however, thole which are in- 
ferted are diftinguifhed by the Letter C. as the 
reft are with L . E. and H. to denote the Phar­
macopeia to which they belong. What more 
are added have the Names o f  their Authors 
at length; fo that there is no Danger o f  mi- 
ftaking one for another. The Materia M e­
dic a of the London College is printed in 
Ita lic ; the reft belong to that o f  Edin­
burgh. Thofe which the Hofpital Difpenfa­
tory thought neceffary to retain, are placed 
by themfelves, immediately after the gene­
ral Catalogue.

I t  will not be improper to obferve, That 
each Pharmacopoeia refers to its own Ccmpcr-

Jitions and Preparations, except when that o f 
the Hofpital mentions any not marked with 
the Letter H-, for then the Medicaments o f  
the Edinburgh are to be nnderftood ; which, 
to prevent Miftakes, are diftinguifhed thus * 
in the two laft Indexes.

T h e  higheft Dofes mentioned in this Trea« 
life, are chiefly for Adults naturally o f  a 
ftrong Conftitution; therefore it may be 
thought neceflary to give fome general Rule 
how to proportion them from different Ages. 
Suppofe the Dofe for an Adult is a Dram, 
then two Thirds, or two Scruples, may be 
given to a Perfon or fourteen Years to 
twenty-ty one. From feven to fourteen, one 
H alf, or half a Dram. From four to feven, 
a third Part, or a Scruple. T o  one o f  four 
Years a Fourth, or half a Scruple •, to one o f  
two an Eighth, or feven Grains and a h alf; 
and to an Infant o f  one Year old a twelfth 
Part, or five Crains.

the Defcription and Ufes o f  many o f  the 
Simples; a few o f  thofe which are banifhed 
from the prefent Praftice are omitted, and 
others which have lately come into Reputa­
tion are infer ted.

T h e  Compound Medicines o f  the Edin- 
huagh and Hofpital Difpenfateries are care­
fully revifed and altered, agreeably to the 
Emendations o f  the laft Editions o f  thefe 
Books; and, where it feemed wanting, a 
clear and concife Explanation o f  the Virtues 
o f  each Compofition is fubjoined.

I t has alio been thought proper to add an 
Appendix, containing, from the PraSice o f 
the London Hofpitals, a late Publication, fuch 
Medicines as feemed to have any thing pe­
culiar or different from thofe common in the 
Shops ; as alfo thofe o f  the late Mr. W a r d ,  
with an Account o f  the Nature and Proper­
ties ofeach.

U p o n  the whole, it may with great Truth 
be afTerted, that this Compilation contains a 
greater Variety of ufeful Prefcriptions, and 
is in every refpedt rendered more compleat 
•han any Book o f the Kind or Price hitherto 
offered to the Public.

A B I E S ,  the Fir-Tree:  Its W o o d , T o p s , and 
R ofin . It  is o f  a balfam ic Nature, and is reckone4 

g ood  againft the Rheum atifm  and flying G o u t ; but 
m ore efpecially the Scurvy, fo r  w hich it is accounted a 
Specific. M ichael relates, that a great Part o f  the 
Swedi/k A rm y  were cured o f  the Scurvy by drinking a 
D ecoction  o f  the T o p s  and Leaves. T w o  H andfuls o f  
the frefh Shoots m ay be be boiled fo r  H a lf an H our in 
tw o Quarts o f  W ater, or W in e  and W a te r : T h e  Dofe 
is two or three Ounces l'everal T im es in a D ay . Boeder 
affirms, that i f  a Bath he made with ten H andfuls, it is 
excellent inail externalDiforders arifm gfrpm  the Scurvy.

Abrotani Folia, the Leaves o f  Southernwood. T h e fe  are o f  
the fame Nature as Wormwood, but not fo  effeftual, 
and therefore are feldom  ufed. Some com m end their 
D eco& ion  greatly as a L otion  for  the H ead, againft the 
fa llin g  o ff  o f  the Hair.

A brotanu m  foemina, Lavender Cotton. T h is  is feldom  
ufed ; however fome have given H a lf a D ram  o f  the 
Seed againft W orm s . Gojieus, a Phyfician o f  A ix , as 
Garidel relates, gave a D ram  o f  the powdered Leaves 
againft a P leurify and Inflamm ation o f  the L un gs w ith 
good  Succefs.

Abjinthii Maritimi Summitates, the T o p s  o f  Englijh Sea- 
Wormwood, fa lfely called Roman Wormwood.

A bfinth ium  R om anum , Roman Wormwood, the H erb.
Abjinthii vulgaris Folia, the Leaves o f  common Worm­

wood. T h e fe  heat the B od y , attenuate vifcid H u ­
m ours, encreafe the O fcillation  o f  the F ibres, and p ro ­
m ote P erfora tion . H ence they reftore the debilitated 
F unftions, and open Obftru& ions. Wormwood ftreng- 
thens the Stom ach, excites an A ppetite, flops a L o o fe - 
nefs, reftrains Superpurgations, and appeafes the W in d -  
C olic. I t  is good  in the Jaundice, D ropfy , G reen- 
Sicknefs, C achexy, and A g u es , I t  likew ife kills

W orm s



W o r m s : But when the Fibres are crifp and tenfe, or 
where there is a T endency  to an Inflamm ation, nothing 
can be w orfe. Simon Pauli has obferved that frequent 
.Diinkers^ o f  W orm w ood  and Bitters have been often 
thrown into Confum ptions. T h e  fame has been o b ­
served o f  Purl-D rinkers. T h e  Do/e o f  the Conferve is 
from  a Dram  to H a lf an Ounce j o f  the Juice from  H a lf 
an Ounce to two Ounces.

Acacia Vera, is the infpiflated Juice o f  the ^Egyptian 
Thorn ; it is gum m ous, o f  a blackifti Brow n w ithout, 
and reddifh or  o f  a dufky Y e llow  within ; it is o f  a 
hard Confidence, but becom es clam m y in the M ou th , 
and has an auftere A ftringent, *but no ungrateful 
Fafte. T h e  ^Egyptians, as Alpinus relates, give a 

D ram  o f  it in the M orn in g  againft fpitting o f  B lo o d ; 
they alfo make ufe o f  it as an Inje6tion againft Hae­
m orrhages o f  the W o m b , and as a C ollyrium  to 
lrrengthen the E y e s ; likewife as a Gargarifm  in 
Qum feys, and as a Fomentation with a Deco£tion o f  
the Leaves and Flowers in the fa lling dow n o f  the 
Uterus and A n u s . But the German Acacia is m olt 
com m on in the Shops, which is black  w ithout, and 
m ining within.

Acetofa vulgaris, or Oxalis, Sorrel 5 the H erb, R o o t, 
and Seed.  ̂ T h is  is often ufed as a Sauce. T aken  
inw ardly, it is coo lin g , and reftrains the fermentative 
and inteftine M otion  o f  the B lood , and renders it 
lefs fluid. It takes away the Senfe o f  Heat in the V if-  
ce ia , reprefles the E bullition  o f  the B ile, quenches 
T h irft, excites an A ppetite, and reilfts Putrefa&ion j 
whence it is good  in burning, bilious, and peftilen- 
tial Fevers. T h e  exprefled and purified Juice is 
cither given alone, or  m ixt with fom e other F luid . 
I t  may be taken with Succefs in intermitting Fevers 
o f  the bilious K in d , efpecially in the Spring, when 
the F it is com ing on , from  fix to eight Ounces. I t  
muft be repeated ’ till the Patient recovers. B ut it 
mu.ft be forborn  i f  the L ungs are unfound 5 fo r  its 
A c id ity  w ill encreafe the D iforder. Morinus, P h y - 
fician to the Hotel Dieu at Paris, accounts it a Spe­
cific againft the Scurvy ; and aflerts, that he has 
cured many fcorbutic Patients, by  caufing them to eat i f  
with their M eals. Bartholine, in the ASia Haffinen/ia, 
fays the People o f  Greenland are very fubjeft to the

Scurvy
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Scurvy, and that they are cured b y  boilin g  Scurvy. 
G rafs and Sorrel together in their G rue). T h ey  
m oft com m only ufe them as P ot-H erbs in their 
M u tton  or other B roth. T h e  Root is not acid, but 
bitter, and aftringent. It opens Obftru&ions, and 
prom otes Urine ; whence it is often given in aperient 
D ecoftion s. W h en  it is dried and boiled , it tinges 
the W a ter  with a beautiful reddifti C olou r. T h e  Seed 
is reckoned to be cordial, and has an aftringent Qua­
lity  in the Loofenefs and the B lood y -F lu x  : W h ich  does 
not arife from  its Stypticity, but from  its o ily  Parts, 
w hich blunt the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours.

A ceto fe lla , Wood-Sorrel. See Lujula.
Acetum, V inegar, is an A c id  produced from  fermented 

vinous L iquors b y  a fecond Ferm entation. W in e  
V inegar is confiderably purer than that prepared 
from  M alt L iquors. T h e  ftronger and m ore fpirituous 
the W in e , the better and ftronger V inegar it yields. 
Vinegar is juftly celebrated on  account o f  its 
coo lin g  and refolvent Qualities, and is reckoned one 
o f  the be ft Prefervatives againft peftilential and other 
putredinous Contagions ; diluted w ith W ater , it has 
been know n to extingui/h the moft violent T h ir ft , after 
other L iquors have in vain been uled for  that Purpofe. 
H ence it is obv ious, that it muft be ferviceable in acute 
ardent Fevers, the Sm all-P ox and M ealies, and in a 
Scurvy arifing from  an alcalefcent State o f  the H u ­
m ours : Snuffed up the N ofe, or received into the 
Stom ach, it often gives R e lie f in Faintings, V om iting , 
hypochondriac, convulfive and hyftericD iforders. W h en  
ufed as F ood  in m oderate Quantities, particularly in 
bilious Conftitutions, it not on ly  creates an A p p e ­
tite, but alfo prom otes D igeftion . B ut it is preju­
d icia l to Children, to aged, to hyfteric, and h y p o , 
chondriacal Perfons, in co ld , pale, phlegm atic H a­
bits, when the Veffels are lax  and the C irculation 
languid.

A coru s Verus, or Calamus A rom aticus o f  the Shops. 
The fnueet fmelling Flag, or  Calamus o f  Ray. T h e  
R o o t  is an agreeable warm A r o m a t ic ; it is com ­
m ended by  alm oft all Phyficians fo r  ftrengthening 
the Stom ach, difcuffing W in d , and eafing the G ripes. 
A s  alfo fo r  refolving O bftruftions o f  the W o m b  and 
Spleen, and fo r  prom otin g  the M enfes, I t  likew ife

encreafes
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encreafes the M otion  o f  the B lood  and Spirits, and 
is reckoned an A lex iph arm ac. T h e  Do/e in SuWtance 
is from  twelve Grains to h a lf a Dram  ; in Infuhon to
tw o D ram s. .

A dianthum  V erum , or  Capillus Veneris, the true Maiden 
H air. I t  is good  to abate the Sharpnefs ot the C rudi­
ties o f  the Stom ach, and cures Loofeneffes proceeding 
from  thence. It  prepares ftagnating and vifcid  Phlegm  
in  the L un gs, and fits it for  Expe& oration. It is g ood  
in obftinate C oughs, the A fthm a, difficult Breathing, 
the P leurify , and Inflamm ation o f  the L un gs. I t  
cleanfes the Vifcera from  clam m y H um ours which are 
ant to caufe O bftrua ions. I t  cures the J ^ d i c e ,  and 
opens the obftrufled  G lands o f  the L iver and M efentery. 
I t  is a oreat Friend to the Spleen, and is thought to be a 
Specific againft its D iforders. It  is praifed for re ft.fym g  
the Irregularies o f  the M enfes, and in D ilorders o f  the 
K id n ey s. In (hort it ftrengthens the Parts by  gently 
aftringing their Fibres, quickens the C irculation o f  the 
H um ours, and by  rendering them fluid, prom otes the 
Secretions. T w o  or three H andfuls may be put into 
tw o Quarts o f  W a ter , and may ftand fo r  a N ight in hot 
A llies T h is  Infufion ferves for com m on D rink .

JErugo, Verdigreafe. It  is the green Ruft o f  Copper, 
and is made in large Quantities in Languedoc, and 
other Places. It  is feldom  or never ufed internally 5 
bu t externally it deterges and dries up U lcers, c o n . 
fumes fungous and proud Flefli, and eats away C a l- 
lofities. I t  enters the ^Egyptian Ointment.

A g aricu s, Agaric, is o f  a fungous Subftance grow in g  to 
the B od y  o f  the L arch -T ree . T h e  beft is w hite, 
lig h t, and brittle. T h a t  which is next the T ree  is 
bad , becaufe it partakes o f  the dark C olour and ill 
Qualities o f  the B ark . Some fay it has three noxious 
P rop erties; that it loads the Stom ach, and caules 
a Nau-fea and V o m it in g ; that it puffs up the B e lly , 
and H y p och on d ria ; and that it works {low ly . In  
Cafes wherein it is faid to be ferviceable, it mult be 
given with fo m uch Caution that the Ufe o l  it m ay 
w ell be fpared. T h ere  is another fort o f  Agaric, 
called by Ray, Agaricus pedis equini facie. In EngliJ/i, 
Touchwood, 'o r  Spunk. It  grow s to the A fh  and other 
T rees . I t  is neither lamellated nor porous,, but ot

the fame Confiftence in every P a r t : W h en  the Outfide 
is taken off,, the inner Subftance feels like Buff. It is 
faid to flop B lood  in a w onderful M anner, even in the 
A m pu tation  o f  a L im b . T h e  D ifcoverer had a Penfion 
from  the French K in g . A fte r  it has been tcazed a little 
w ith the F ingers, a Piece muft be laid on the W ou n d  
b ig  enough to cover it, on  this a broader Piece, and 
over that a Bandage.

A gera tu m , or the Eupatorium  o f  M efu e, M audlin ; the 
H erb . Simon Pauli fays , a few  D rops o f  the diftiiled.

/ O i l  given to C hildren, and anointing the Navel there­
w ith , k ills W o rm s .

A g n u s  Caftus, or  V itex , the chafe T ree ; it  is a g o o d  H y - 
fteric ; the Seed ; one Dram  is a D ofe .

A g rim on ia , o r  the Eupatorium  o f  the Greeks and Avicen­
na ; Agrimony. Ray fays, it is a m olt noble Hepatic, 
and is frequently ufed in the Jaundice, D ropl'y and 
C achexy ; and that it is beneficial in Catarrhs, Coughs,, 
and Suppreflion o f  the M enfes. Elmuller comm ends it 
in  W ou n d s-an d  U lcers o f  the K idneys. R iveriu i p re - 
fcribes a D ram  o f  the dried L eaves, in Incontinence o f  
U rine. Wiaelius gives its D eco& ion  in W ater fo r  the 
Gonorrhoea and b lood y  U rine. Simon Pauli recom ­
m ends it in D ecottions fo r  the venereal D ifeafe, againft 
w h ich it has been thought a Specific. Dolaus cries it 
up againft M adne£s. F our Ounces o f  its Juice is a Dofe 
fo r  an A d u lt .

A lch im illa , Ladies Mantle-. T h e  Leaves o f  A lch im illa  
are w eakly aftringent; they have been recom ended in­
ternally againft alvine and uterine F luxes, in which 
doubtlefs they may be o f  fom e Service ; and externally 
againft certain fem ale Relaxations., w hich can yield but 
little to A ftringents o f  fo m ild  a k ind .

A lk ek en g i, or  H alicabum , Winter Cherries;  the F ru it. 
T h e fe  C h e r r i e s  are accounted pow erfu l D iuretics, op e­
rating w ithout H eat or  Irritation, and w hich m ay there­
fore be ventured on in inflamm atory D iftem pers: Five or 
fix  o f  the Cherries in Subftance, or an Ounce o f  the ex­
prefled Juice are d irefted fo r  a D o fe . T h e y  are faid to  
be , in fom e places, eaten, am ong the com m on People,, 
b y  H andfuls, and with g ood  Succefs, againft bupprefli- 
ons o f  U rine, and fo r  prom oting the E xpulfion  o f  
M u cu s  and G ravel.

?  A llia r ia , Jack by the Hedge; Sauce a lon e ; ftands re- 
som m snded  as a very pow erfu l D iaphoretic and

D iuretic,

f  * Allium, G arlick ; the Root; it warms and ftimulates 
the Solids, attenuates thick H um ours, and reiifts Putre­
faction . H ence it is o f  Service in humoral A fthm as, 
Dropfies, and other D iforders in co ld  Conftitutions. In 
hot bilious Habits it is hurtful.

A ln u s , A lder ; all the Parts o f  this T re e  are m ore or iefs 
aftringent and bitter. T h e  B ark is a, ftrong Styptic, 
though feldom  ufed.

Aloes : a bitter gum m y-refm ous infpiflated Juice, o f  which 
there are three K inds ufed in the Shops, ‘viz..

A lo e  Caballina, Horfe Aloes.
A lo e  Hepatica, Hepatic Alces.
f  Aloe Socotrina, Succotrine Aloes. Horfe Aloes is o f  the 

worft K in d , and is heavy, denfe, black , fu ll o f  D irt 
and G ravel, exceeding bitter and naufeous both in T afte  
and Smell. T h e  Hepatic is denfe, dry, opake, o f  the 
C olour o f  L iver, and has a more bitter, aftringent T afte  
and a ftronger Smell than the Succotrine. T h is  laft is 
bright, Alining, clear, and is o f  a Saffron or yellow  C o ­
lour when powdered : T h e  T afte  is bitter, aftringent, 
and fom ewhat aromatic ; the Smell is pretty ftrong but 
not difagreeable. Preparations o f  A lo e s  given in a 
fm a llD ofe  with bitter Extra&s and temperate Balfam ics 
loofen the B elly  gently , and reftore the T o n e  o f  the In -  
teftines, and are good  in Obftruftions o f  the M enfes ; 
they help D igeftion and correfl acid Crudities in H yp o­
chondriacs. Junker obferves, that A loes  has this P ecu­
liarity, that a few  Grains w ill loofen the B od y  as well 
as a w hole S cru ple ; it is alfo a g ood  Verm ifuge. E x ­
ternally it is vulnerary and ftops B leeding. A loe tics  
ufed too freely m ay occafion H em orrhages, but w ill cer­
tainly caufe the Piles.

Althea Radix Folia, Marfhmallo'ws ; the Leaves and R oots . 
T h e  Seeds. Ed. Bifmal'va, Ibifcus. A l l  the Parts o f  
this P lant abound with a glutinous Juice, o f  fcarcely 
any Smell or particular T afte . It  is good  in the D ifor ­
ders o f  the K idneys and Bladder proceeding from  the 
A crim on y  o f  Urine, from  the Gravel or S ton e ; in 
Diforders o f  the L ungs ; in Erofions o f  the Inteftines, 
and to foften hard T u m ors .

that m ay be given to a Scruple, though its ufual Dofe 
is from  a Grain to ten G rains.

Ammeos Semen, the Seed o f  true Am m i: It is a fm all 
roundifh Seed like the Grains o f  Sand, o f  a greenilh 
B row n , and finells like T h y m e ; when in P erfec­
tion , it is an elegant A rom atic Carm inative, T h e  Doft 
is two Scruples.

A m m i V ulgare, the common Bijhopfweed; the Seed is con - 
fiderably lefs aromatic than the preccd-ng.

Ammoniacum Gummi, G um  A m m on ia c : I t  com et from  
the K in gd om  o f  Barca in A fr ica  ; and is a concreted 
Juice between a G u m  and a R ofin ; it is yellow  w ith ­
out and white within ; it is o f  a difgreeable Smell 
alm oft like that o f  Galbanum, and o f  fweetifh T afte  at 
firft and then bitter. T h e  T ears are better than the 
L um p, as being m uch more pure. Ammoniac foftens 
hard Swellings, incides grofs H um ours, refolves thofe 
that are thick and tough ; it helps the afthmatic, difli- 
pates crude T ubercles o f  the L un gs, refolves Schirrus’ s 
o f  the L iver, Spleen, and W o m b ;  it prom otes the 
M enfes, opens O bftruftions, difcufles T o p h s  o f  the 
Joints, and fom etim es m oves the B e lly ; it is given in 
Subftance from  a Scruple to a D ram , in an E m ulfion , 
E le& uary, B olus or P ills.

t  Amylurn, Starch, is ufed as a m ild glutinous A ftringent, 
both internally and by W a y  o f  G lyfter.

A nchu fa , or A lcann a, Alkanet; the R oot, is chiefly ufed 
for  g iv ing  to Ointm ents, Lip-l'alves, (Sc. a fine red.

Anethi Semen, the Seed o f  D ill, is a ul’eful but not very 
agieeable Carminative j in flatulent C olics, and other 
Com plaints o f  the Vifcera, it may be given to the 
Quantity o f  a Dram at a T im e .

Angelica Radix ab Hiftania, Caules, Folia, Semen, the 
Roots o f  Angelica from  Spain : alfo the Stalks, Leaves, 
and Seed. ’

A n g e lica  Sativa, the Garden Angelica ; the R oots , Leaves* 
and Seed.

it pow erfu lly  procures a Diaphorefis and Sweating ; 
it drives m alignant H um ours from  the Centre to the 
C ircu m feren ce; wherefore it is good  in m alignant 
Fevers, the S m all-P ox and M eafles ; it is ufeful in 
D iforders o f  the Nerves and the P a lfy ; it is com ­
m ended in the A fthm a taken in a poached E g g ; it 
reprefles the narcotic E ffefts o f  O pium , and by its 
Smell brings W om en  out o f  hyfteric F its.

Sevil Oranges and their Peel are, as D r. Lind  o b ­
serves, the moft Sovereign Remedies in the true Scur­
vy . T h e  Peel o f  Sevil Oranges ftrengthens the Sto­
m ach, helps D igeftion , attenuates thick , grofs H u ­
m ours, difperfes W in d , appeafes the C o lic , prom otes 
the M enfes and L och ia , and kills W orm s . It  m ay be 
o-iven in Powder from  a Scruple to a Dram . A  w hole 
China Orange eaten before the F it o f  an A g u e  is faid to 
prevent it, and fometimes to cure the A g u e .

o f  a whitifii Y e llo w , o f  an acrid, bitter, aromatic 
T a fte , and a fragrant Smell. It  heals W ou n d s , es­
pecia lly  o f  the Nerves ; it is o f  Service o f  in Abrafions 
o f  the Inteftines after a B lood y -F lu x , in the W hites 
and Gonorrhea. I t  is good  fo r  the K idn ies, Bladder 
and Ureters, when ulcerated or obftruaed  with Gravel 
o r  Sand. I t  abates the Heat o f  the Urinary Pafl'ages, 
and cleanfes them from  Filth . Fuller comm ends it in 
T u bercles o f  the L un gs, the B eginning o f  a C onfum p- 
tion , and He6lics, B ut thefe Virtues are fu ipeaed  by 
fom e. Its D ofe  is from  fiv e  to twenty Drops. tTtujo or 
three Drams w ill purge like ‘Turpentine.

T h is  is feldom  or never to be had, at leaft not p u re : 
and therefore we (hall be filent as to its Virtues.

It is o f  a 
reddifh B lack , o f  the Conliftence o f  T u rp en tin e ; i f  
it has a greeni/h Caft, it is adulterated. It  has a fra- 
gTant Smell like Benjamin. I t  is g ood  in the Afihma, 
C onfum ption o f  the L un gs, Pains from  the G ravel, 
and Suppreffion o f  the Menfes. O utwardly it eafes Pains 
arifing from  cold Hum ours ; and cures C ontraaions o f  
the Neives. It heals W ou n d s o f  all Sorts, and the 
P u n au re  o f  a T en d on . T h e  Dofe is from  fou r to 
twelve D rops . In the dry B e lly -A ch  it is given from  
tiventy to forty Drops.

B ellie M in or , the leffer Daify. is poflelfed o f  confidera- 

ble Virtues as a Vulnerary, D etergent, and R e - 
folvent.

Benzoinum, B en jam in ; the R o fin ; it prom otes E x pec­
toration, is good  in the A fthm a, Stuffing o f  the 
L u n gs , and in an inveterate C ough . Its Dofe is tw o 
Scruples. O utw ardly in Plaifters it ftrengthens the 
H ead, Stom ach, and nervous P a rts ; its T infiture is 
g ood  againft T u bercles , Spots and Rednefs o f  the F ace : 
it is a great Perfum e.

Berberis, or  Oxyacantha G alen i, the Barberry-bufh\ 
the Bark, Fruit, and Seed. T h e  Fruit o f  this Shrub 
is a m ild reftringent A c id ,  o f  Ufe in hot bilious 
D iforders, and a colliquative or putrid D ifpofition o f  the 
H um ours.

Beta, Beet-, the H erb i3 ufed a i F ood , and is reckoned

T h efe  are little 
white Stones about the Bignefs. o f  a P e a ; they lie 
near the Stomach o f  the AJlacus Fluvialis, on each 
fide one ; they have no fenfible T afte  or S m e ll; they 
have m uch tta fame Virtues as the preceding. T h e  
N otion o f  a diaphoretic Quality, on which A cco u n t  
they have been very m uch prefcribed in Fevers, is 
n ow  juftly exploded.

F lies 
in Blifters is 1'ufHciently know n, and that Biifters 
w ill occafion a Heat o f  Urine and the Strangury j 
they have been given often internally corre&ed with 
Cam phire to fix or feven G rains, with rather m ore 
than an equal Quantity o f  Camphire diffolved in  
O il O live, and made into a B o lu s : T h e y  are faid t o  
prevail againft the L eprofy , G ravel, D ropfy , v iru ­
lent Gonorrhcea, W hites in W om en , and Ulcers o f  
the Bladder.

■Menies, Sleepinefs, and fleepy D ifea fes ; it helps 
iyigeltion^ chears the Spirits, lharpens the W it , roufes 
sue y u l l ,  and attenuates grofs H um ours, B ut Coffee
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is not good  fo r  the lean and b iliou s, nor fo r  thofe 
whofe Vifcera are h o t ; nor yet for  fuch w ho are o b ­
noxious to the bleeding Piles or any Haemorrhage 
whatever, efpecially not fo r  W om en  w ho have too 
large a F lu x  o f  the M enfes, or are with C hild .

Creta A lb a , Chalk. It is a very ufeful A bforben t, and 
deftroys A cidities in the firft PalTages ; it is good in 
the H eart-burn, and in a C ough from  acrid P hlegm . 
It is given alone from  h a lf a Scruple to a D ram .

Crocus, Saffron ; the Flowers and Stamina. T h is  is 
called by  fom e the K in g  o f  Vegetables : It  chears 
the Spirits, whence it is faid to be cordial.; it is given 
againft Fainting-Fits and the Palpitation o f  the Heart. 
It  ftrengthens the Stomach and helps D igeftion ; frees 
the Lungs from  grofs Phlegm , deftroys the A crim on y  
o f  irritating Serum, and cures a C o u g h ; whence 
fem e call it the Soul o f  the L u n gs. It is ufeful in 
the A fthm a and C onfum ption, opens'O bftruftions o f  
the Liver and cures the Jaundice. It  is good  againft 
D iforders o f  the W o m b , and prom otes the Menfes* 
Saffron is looked  upon as an Hyfteric, eafes Pain and 
caufes Slsep. It promotes U rine, excites the vene-- 
real A ppetite, and is good  in fpafmodic Cafes. T h e  
XJfe o f  it fhouid be moderate and feafonable. P reg ­
nant W om en  fhould abftain from  it, and thofe whofe 
menftrual F lux is immoderate. T w o  large a D ofe  
n ot on ly  ftupifies the Senfes and- caufes Sleep, but 
provokes exceffive and perpetual Laughter, which at' 
laft becomes convulfive and ends in Death. It  may 
be given fafely from  ten Grains to a Scruple.

It is reckoned an 
excellent M edicine againft ObftruSHons o f  the L u n g s ,. 
L iver, Spleen, M efentery, and W o m b  ; it prom otes 
the M enfes and aflifts C hild  birth ; it is almoft a Spe­
cific againft the Jaundice. T h e  Dofe in Subftance is 
from  a ScruplS to a Dram  in D ecoftion  or Infiifion 
tw o Dram s.

Cydonea M ala, Quinces and their Seeds. T h e  Fruit 
o f  the Malus Cotonea- T h e y  are aftringent, are good  
againft V om iting, and Fluxes o f  all K in d s ; as alfo 
againft Spitting o f  B lood .

It has a refolvent, diapho­
retic and fedative Quality j it is good  in Difeafes o f  
the^ Breaft, in which it is lenient, difcutient and 
dative, and is good in the Peripneum ony and P leu- 
J ily in the Diarrhoea o f  acute Fevers and Dyfentery 
it is very efficacious. Appms extolled its Virtues in 
malignant and contagious Fevers but at prefent th e y  
are not allow ed. Some prefer it to the Jefuit’ s Bark 
m ixed with other proper Ingredients, for  the Cure o f  
interm itting Fevers. It  is ufeful in all Inflam m a­

T h e  ch ie f Ul'e o f  this is in the C achexy, in w hich it 
diflolves the thick B lood  and reftores the T o n e  o f  
the L iver and V ifcera ; it cures Catarrhs and pro­
motes Urine and the M enfes, A  H andful o f  the 
Leaves and T o p s  m ay be boiled  vvitii a flight E b u l­
lition  in a Pint o f  W h e y  or W ater, which is very 
g ood  againft the Infarctions o f  the V ifcera thatfuper- 

'Vene to tedious Difeafes, efpecially interm itting F e ­
vers, when the Patient is becom e cedematous or in ­
clinable to a D ropfy  ; it is all'o g o o d  after T ap p in g  
in  the D ropfy  A fcites . Oedematous Patients fhould 
likew ife have the Feet fom ented w ith the D eco ftion  
o f  this H erb in W in e , w ith  the A d d ition  o f  a little 
Cam phire. It  is alfo given in Broths, or the dried

T h e  beft is pure, dry , pale or yellow ifli and 
acrid, which being flightly touched with the T o n g u e  
fets the M ou th  on fire. T h is  is the m oft acrid and 
burning H ydragogue o f  all others ; and the Patient 
cannot go  to Stool w ithout Fainting and cold  Sweats j 
it often ulcerates the Inteftines, and therefore can­
not be taken with S afety ; tho’ fom e venture to give 
from  three Grains to eight, in fleepy D ifeafes, the 
Lethargy, A p op lex y , and P alfy . T h e  P ow der fnuffed 
up the Nofe irritates fo extrem ely as to caufe largeH ie- 
m orrhages, and fom etim es inflames the M em branes 
o f  the Brain. E xternally, by  incid ing , it digefts 
th ick , grofs H um ours, brings a R ednefs upon the 
P art, excites an Inflamm ation and fometimes an U l­
ceration. Some add it to Linim ents and Ointm ents, 
againft an A trop h y , Palfy , and the like Affe6tions o f  
the Joints and Nerves.

Euphrafia,
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Euphrafia, Eye-Bright; the H erb. It difcuifes thick, 
g lutinous Hum ours and Concretions, efpecially in 
the Brain, and renders them fit for C ircu lation ; it is 
a little aftringent and reftores the T on e  o f  the lax F i­
bres and G lands o f  the Brain.; for  which reafon.it is 
faid to be a Cephalic and Ophthalm ic. T aken  in 
any M anner, elpecially the Herb made into Snuff, 
ftrengthens the Sight, and reftores it when decayed. 
Fuchjius recommends it in Catara&s and Suffufions. 
I t  is given in Pow der from  one Dram  to three. It is 
com m on to m ix it with an equal Quantity o f  F ennel- 
Seed and a little M ace and Sugar. It  is to be taken 
in a M orn in g , not fo r  W eek s, but fo r  M onths and 
Y ears ; others give a Dram  o f  the Pow der three 
times in a D a } '; in the M orn in g , before D inner, and 
at Supper.

Jaundice ; they cure Ulcers o f  the L egs i f  bruifed 
and applied thereto. B oiled  in  red W in e  and ap­
plied  like a Cataplafm to the Pubes, they cure the 
W h ites , and are g ood  in nofturnal Pollutions and 
the benign Gonorrhoea. Strawberries are coo lin g , 
quench T h ir ft , and allay the Heat o f  the Stomach j 
they loofen the B elly , prom ote Urine, expel G ravel, 
bu t yield little N ourifhm ent, and are unwholfom e 
i f  eaten too p lentifully .

It  is am ong the Chinefe accounted a M edicine o f  
extraordinary V irtue, as a general Raftorative and 
C orroborant, and has undoubtedly, though in an in­
f e r i o r  D egree, a T itle  to thefe Qualities.

G laftum , or Ifatis, Woad; the P lant. Ray »ays> lt; 
dries and aftringes, and is therefore good to (top Hae­
morrhages 5 that it cleanfes U lcers and is good  to 
heal recent W ou n d s.

Gladioli Lutei Radix, the R oo t  o f  yellow  W ater-F low er- 
de -L u ce  Ray fays, it is controverted whether tins 
R o o t  be hot or c o ld ;  but that.it has a pow erful 
aftringent Faculty all agree ; wherefore it is g ood  Hi 
F luxes in the B elly  and Uterus, and in the D y len - 
tery, alfo in all Haemorrhages whatever. Schroder 
fays, it heats, dries, attenuates, aftringes, ftrengthens, 
refolves, and from  a peculiar Virtue is good  in D is­
orders o f  the Nerves and Brain.

Some give a Dram  o f  thfe d iied  
Pow der againft the "Worms and R ickets. .The Dofe 
in D ecoftion  is two Ounces.

Gi'ouati Cortex, the Rind o f Pomegranates : Some call it 
Mali Corium, the Skin o f  this Fruit. It  is aftringent, 
and is good  in the W hites , H em orrhages, L o o k -  
nefl'es and V o m it in g ,,and in the P ica o f pregnant 
W om en . T h e  Dofe is frbm h a lf a D ram  to a D iam .

Granata Sylveftris, the w ild. Pomegraxate Tree-, its 
Flowers called Balaujiines, which fee.

G ratiola , Hedge Hyjfop ; the H erb, T h is  is reckoned 
to be a H ydgragogue, and purges upwards and dow n­
wards ; it is recom m ended in the D ropfy , againft 
the H ip -G ou t, and Fevers whether wandering or 
T ertian  ; it frees the L iver and Spleen from  O bitruc- 
tions and expels W orm s from  the Stomach ; but as 
it is a violent Purge it agrees on ly  with the R obuft 5 
in others it w ill caufe Gripes and Super-purgations. 
T h e  dried Leaves are given in In fu fios from  one 
D ram  to t w o ; in Subftance from  one Scruple to 
tw o.
Guaiaci Lignum, Cortex, Gummi, the W o o d , Bark and 
G u m  o f  G uaiacum . T h a t  W o o d  is bed  that is f I'efh, 
heavy, rofinous, and that has the m olt o f  the black 
Part in it, and whofe Bark adheres clofely and firm ly 
to i t ; as alfo which eafily takes fire, and by Heat, 
partly melts into a rofinous M agm a. T h a t w hich is 
carious and infipid, too pale, dry and w ithout Sap, 
is to be rejeiled , T h e  R o s i h ,  im properly called 
G u m , is brow n w ithout, and Ihining w ithin, with a 
reddilh or fometimes greenilh C a l l ; it is brittle, o f  
an acrid T afte , and when burnt o f no difagreeable 
Sm ell. Guaiacum incides, attenuates, and deterges 
grofs, thick M atter, opens inveterate Obftru£lions o f  
the L iver, Spleen, and other Parts, prom otes Sweat 
ftrengthens a debilitated Stomach and other V ifcera, 
cures the Jaundice, D rop fy , and other D iforders de­
pending thereon, confumes and diflipates co ld  H11- 
njotjrs in all Parts o f  the B od y , exhaufts D efiuxions 
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o f  the Head, and cures rheumatic Pains ; it w onder­
fu lly  helps the G ou t o f  all K in d s, whether in the 
H ands, Feet, H ips, or other J o in ts ; it cures all D if­
orders from  ,the Refolutions o f the Nerves ; the A fth - 
m atic, Paralytic, and the Stupor or  Num bnefs o f  
.the Parts. It brings all co ld , hard Tum ours to Sup­
puration, It flops the Progrefs o f  all ill-conditioned 
m alignant U lcers, dries and •brings them to a C ica-, 
trix . It is a Specific in the French Pox, with all its 
Puftules, T ubercles, Ulcers, and Pains, without hurt-, 
in g  the B ody or  any L ofs o f  Strength. In this Cafe 
it is moil: .etfe£lual in hot Climates or in hot W e a ­
ther. Some think the Bark more powerful in this 
D ileafe than the W o o d , becaufe it has a more acrid 
and bitter T a ife , and abounds m ore with volatile 
and fixed Salts. T h e  Bark is given in D eco£lion 
from  three Dram s to fix j in P ow der from  h a lf a 
Dram  to two Scruples ; the W o o d  in D eco& ion from  
h a lf an Ounce to an Ounce 5 in Pow der from  h a lf a 
Dram  to a D ram . But thefe are feldom  given >n 
Subftance; inftead o f  w hich, the D xtra fl may be 
p>*efcribed from  four Grains to two Scruples. T h e  
G u m  is a very efficacious M edicine^ and is often (li­
re ft ed againft Rheum atifm s. . T h e  Dofe, as an A l ­
terative, is from  eight Grains to two Scruples ; as a 
P urge, from  fou r Scruples to <wo Dram s.

o f  a dark reddifh C olour, fometimes approaching to 
the H ue o f  Iron, and fometimes more ye llow ifh ; it 
has an earthy and aftringent T afte , and when broken 
it is fibrous like W o o d . T h e  beft is hard, fm ooth, 
free from  Sordes, and without Veins, Hematites 
has been given in all A g e s  in any proper V ehicle, 
againft H em orrhages o f  all Sorts, againft Spitting o f  
B lood  and Ulcers in the L u n g s ; it dries and heals 
U lce rs : it is given in the W hites and Loofenefles, 
alfo  in the Cachexy and Suppreffion o f  the M enfes.



It  has trill ch the fame Virtues as 'the aperient Crocus 
o f  Iron. T h e  Dofe in fine Pow der is from  one Scru­
ple to four.

H edcra A rborea , the I v y - T n e ; the Leaves. Berries,
and G u m . T h e  internal U fe o f  the Leaves is rare. 
E xternally they are em ployed in drying up and hpal- 
in g  Ichors, in keeping open Ilfues and preferring 
them from  Inflam m ation. A  L ea f is applied daily 
in 'curing Ozccnas dr Ulcers o f  the N ofe, and in 
eafing the Pain o f  purulent Ears. Bits o f  the W o o d  
made like Peafe are good  to put into fifties, and need 
not be changed above once a M on th . '1 he Berries 
are faid to be diaphoretic and good  againft the 
P lague. B ut Simon Pauli thinks, no Parts o f  Injy can 
be taken inwardly with Safety. T h e  G u m  is brought 
from  Perfia, and is o f  a dry, hard, com paft, roiinous 
Biibftance o f  a dark, brow n , rubiginous C olour, and 
fhines when broke. Its T afte  is fubacrid, flightly 
aftringent, and a little aromatic. It is without Sm ell, 
but lighted with a Candle it has a Smell which is 
not difagreeable, and bum s bright and lon g . Junker 
fays, the genuine Sort is a fafe M edicine, is very re- 
‘fplvent and ftrengthens IaK Fibres ; that it is good  in 
a cacochym ic and Vapid Intemp'eries o f the B lood; 
in cold , cache&ic Difeafes, in the G reen-Sicknefs, 
in rnucid Catarrhs, & c .  It may be given diflolved 
in W in e  or in P ills. T h e  Dofe is from  h a lf a Scruple 
to aScruple.

Widens Terrejiris Tolia, the LeaVes o f  G rou n d -Ivy . S i-  
ttiOn Pauli fays, that the Ample P ow der o f  this H erb 
m ixed with an equal Quantity o f  Sugar, and drank 
with its diftilled W ater with a fifth Part W in e , wilfc 
w e ir  away the Stone in the K idneys fo faft that it ex ­
ceeds all B elief. Its D eco ition  ir. Clyfters is pre- 
fcribed fo r  the C olic  and D yfentery . Ray fays, the 
Juice o f  this Herb fnuffed up the N ofe cures violent 
H ead-achs. ‘Boeder affirms, that i't refills Putrefac­
tion , is g ood  in internal W ou n d s and U lcers, in 
ffitt in g  and piffing o f  B lood . B y fome it is called 
th'e Panacea o f  the Breaft. It is praifed for  the G ou t, 
Jaundice, and Plague. Willis m ightily com m ends its 
Pow der in obftinate C o u g h s ; and it is reckoned to 
do W onders in T ubercles and tartarous Indurations 
o f  the L ungs ; it is likewife g ood  againft W orm s . 
E xternally it is cried up againft R uptures, Fiftulas, in .
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yeterate U lcers, the K in g ’ s E vil, M et Boiled in W in e  
it  takes away Deafnefs and Noife in the Ears. In 
H alf-B aths it promotes the M enfes and is good  in 
Fits o f  the G ravel. Bayrius fays it cures the T o o th -  
ach if  the Juice is dropped into the Ear on the pained 
Side. Its Dofe in Infufion is from  one Handful to 
t w o ; o f  the depurated Juice from  two Ounces to 
three ; o f  the Pow der from  one Dram  to tw o.

Hellebori albi Radix, the R oo t  o f  white H ellebore.
*  Hellebori nigri Radix, the R oot o f  b h e k  H ellebore. 

T h e  B lack is faid to be a proper Purge for  maniacal 
and m clancholy Patients ; for the E pileptic, P oda­
gric , A p op lectic , Paralytic, Hyfteric, and thole that 
are afflifted with the Leprofy and obftinate Quartans ; 
but it is a rough Purge and is given only to the very 
robuft, and then but feldom in Subftance, from  fif­
teen Grains to two Scruples 5 in D eco flion  from  a 
D ram  to two Drams. T h e  E xtraa  made with R ain - 
W ater is more frequently prefcribed from  twelve 
G rains to a Scruple, File *tvkite Hellebore is a ftrpng 
V om it, and is never given in Subftance. Boerhaave 
fays, ten Grains is a Dofe, but it is heft to be om itted 
entirely. Hoffman dirt&s black Hellebore in hyfteric 
and hypochondriac Cafes, when m ixt with A lfa  Fce- 
tida, Sagapennm, O poponax and Caftor. A n d  here 
I  cannot but obferve that Quincy fays, he has given 
fifteen or twenty Grains frequently as an A lterative 
and Sudorific with good  Succefs ; which m ay m if- 
lead thofe w ho have never tried it, for  all the W riters 
on the Materia Medica o f  N ote, unanim oully agree 
about its purgative Quality ; fuch as, Simon Pauli, 
Schroder. C. Hoffman, Herman, Boeder, F. Hoffman, 
Geoffroy, & c. and therefore it could  not be the true 

black Hellebore that Quincy made ufe o f.
H elexine, Pelhtory o f the W a ll; the H erb. See Pari- 
taria.

Hepatica N obilis, Noble L iver-'w ort; the H erb. T h is  
H erb is a mild A ftringent, and C orroborant; in 
w hich Intentions Infufions o f  it have been drank as 
T e a , or the Pow der o f  the dry Leaves given to the 
Quantity o f two Drams at a T im e .

Hepatica TL erreftris. Ground Liverm jort; the H erb. It  
is recom m ended, and not without Foundation, as 
an Aperient, R efolvent, and Purifier o f  the B lood .

Hibernicus
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HibefnicuS Lapis, Tegula <vel Ardefia Hibernicus, Irifli 
Slate. It has been fom etim es taken by the com m on 
P eople, powdered and m ixed with Spruce-Beer* 
again!! inward Bruifes ; but its m edicinal Ufe in afay 
Intention is not m uch to be com m ended, on A cco u n t  
o f  the Variability o f  its Qualities.

H ippofolinum , or Sm yrnium , Alexanders; the H erb, 
R o o t , and Seed, Ray fays, this is eaten com m only  
both raw and boiled . T h e  Seed is good  fo r  the fla­
tulent C olic  and the A fth m a ; and enters into car­
minative Compositions. T h e  Dofe o f  the Seed is 
from  two Scruples to a D ram .

Hordeum dijlicum, Barley,
Hordeum Perlatum, French, or Pearl B arley. T h is  

Grain is lefs nutrim ental, lefs g lutinous, and more 
coo lin g , than W h e a t ,'o r  Oats. A m o n g  the A n ­
cients, D ecoflion s o f  it were the principal M ed icin e , 
as well as Alimen.t-, in acute Difeafes.

H orm inum  Sativum, G'ffi’fe/t£lary ;  the Herb and Seed. 
T h is  is faid to be good  in the C olic, hyfteric PafTion 
and W h ites , and may be drank as T e a . Hoffman 
places it am ong the Clafs o f  Sedatives, which ferve 
to reftrain the unbridled M otion s o f  the Solids and 
F lu id s ; and to remit and relax the painful fpaftic 
Striflures o f  the Parts. A  M ucilage may be made 
o f  the Seed, w hich applied to the Eyes w ill ferve to 
extraft ftrange Bodies and to (heath the A crim on y  o f  
the lachrymal L ym pha. Junker fays, a G rain o f  
the Seed put into the Eye ferves for  the fame P u r- 
pofe.

H u fo , the JJinglafs-Fifh; the G lue called Ifth y oco lla , 
or Ifinglafs. It is made o f  the Entrails, Skin, F in s, 
and T a il o f  the Fifli. T h is  is a Sea-Fiih, w h ich  
often afcends into frefli W ater, and is chiefly taken 
in the Danube-, it is fom etim es tw enty-four F o o t  
lon g , and weighs fome hundreds o f  Pounds ; the 
F lefh o f  the B ack eats like V eal, and o f  the B elly like 
P ork . T h e  M ilts o r fo ft  R ow s are accounted a great 
D elicacy. It  is feldom ufed in P h y fic ; how ever, it 
m ay be ufed in thin Catarrhs, fpitting o f  B lood 3. 
and to (heath an acrid B ile, as w ell as to cure D iar­
rhoeas, and Gripes proceeding from  th en ce; it is 
g ood  iikewife when the B iood  is p ione to E bullitions 
and in bleeding o f  the G um s. I t  is bed: made into 
a Je lly , and may be taken by Spoonfuls from  h a lf
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r. P in f to a Pint in a D ay ; it is alfo m ixed with other 
Jellies. Some account it good  in Confum ptions and 
•the W hites.

H ydrolap a tlwita, the great Water-Dock; the R o o t. I t  
is laxative, opens Ohftruftions o f  the V ifcera, and 
is  given in rheumatic, arthritic, and ifchiadic Pains, 
is uleful in chronic and obftinate Difeafes, as alfo 
in  all Dileafes o f  the Skin, T h e  Dofe o f  the frelh 
R o o t  in Broths, A pozem s, and Infufioris, is from  
one Ounce to two j. o f  the Pow der o f  the dried R o o t  
.from one Dram  to tw o.

H yofciam us albus, w hite Henbane ; the Seeds.
H yofciam us niger, black Henbane; the Leaves. T h e fe  

applied externally are em ollient and refo lvent; but 
this and the internal Ufe prom ote Sleep, eafe Pain, 
and mitigate the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours ; but they 
difturb the M in d  and bring on ridiculous D elirium s, 
fantaftic Dream s and Extafies. T h e  Efifeft is the 
fam e whethe-r taken in Clyfters, fm oaked, or  the 
Fum es when burning are received up the N oftrils. 
Some pretend the Juice o f  Henbane m ixt with G um  
A m m on ia c and applied to the T eeth w ill make them 
d rop  out w ithout Pain ? yet many Pliyficians have 
form erly  prefcribed the Seed fo r  Spitting o f  B lood . 
T h e  Dofe is from  h a lf a Scruple to a Scruple. M ajerne 
advifed the Seed to be taken forty D ays together 
againft the E pilepfy, begining with fix Grains and 
augm enting the D ofe gradually to a Scruple, every 
M orn in g  fa lling, in a Scruple o f  the Juice o f  H ou fe- 
L eek . B ut it is much the fafeft W a y  not to m eddle 
w ith  it at all, at leaft with the utm oft Caution. I f i t .  
lias been fw allow cd by A ccid en t, a V om it m ull be 
g iven  m ixed with O il, im m ediately, and then the 
fame Rem edies as againft O piates; fuch as, acid L i ­
quors, the Juice o f  Oranges, Currants, V inegar, Spi­
rit o f  V itriol or Sulphur, lharp Clyfters, fneezing 
P ow ders o f  P ellitory , & c. Ihould be blow n up the 
N ole . V olatile Salts Ihould be taken in w a rd ly ; 
B lifters, Sinapifms, and Epifpaftics Ihould be laid to 
the Soles o f  the Feet and N e c k ; likew ile Cuppings, 
Scarifications, B urnings, Pun<Sures, and painful 
F riflions ; fo r  all thefe T h in g s  highly ftimulate the 
n ervous Membranes and rcftore the T o n e  o f  the 
Parts*

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H ypericum J St. John's Wort-, the H erb, F low er, and 
Seed. T h is  is in great Efteem as a vulnerary 1 lant, 
and is ufed fo r  W ou n d s  and Ulcers both inwardly 
and outwardly, as a Cleanfer and Healer ; it cures 
fpitting arid piflihg o f  B lood , refolves coagulated 
B lo o d ; it k ills W orm s , prom otes Urine ^and the 
M enfes , expels G ravel and fm all Stones, and is com ­
mended in hyfteric and hypochondriac Cafes, ftlelan - 
choly  and M adnefs. A  H andful o f  th e^ T op s *'.v 
F low er are given in D ecoftion  or" Iurunon ; the 
Leaves and Seeds are prefcribed to  a D ram , either 
alone o r  with other Vrilneraries. O utwardly it has 
a peculiar Virtue in healing Contufions, W ou n d s arid 
Ulcers o f  the nervous Parts ; fo r  this reafon it enters 
feveral Ballam s.

Hyjfopi Folia, the Leaves o f  HylTop. T h e y  have an 
incid ing, a tte n u a t in g  and difcutient V irtue, and are 
chiefly appropriated to tartareous D iforders or the 
L u n g s ; fo r  by  their aromatic A crim on y  they m ciae 
the vifcid M ucus o f  the L un gs w hich fluffs up their 
Veftcles, and prom ote E xpeftoration ; whence they 
are accounted a Specific in the m oift A fthm a. In  
like manner they cure the Inflation o f  the Stomach 
create an Appetite and help D igeftion . Some prefer 
it to W orriiw ood  fo r  ftrengthening the Stom ach. 
T h e y  are .faid to be helpful in fom e D ilorders o . the 
Brain and Nerves, dnd for that Reafoii are good  in  
Catarrhs and the Falling-S icknefs. I t  is given from  
ha lf a H andful to two H andfuls in Infufion dr D e - 
co ftion . T h e  Dofe in P ow der is a D ram . It is  
good  in Sugillations a n d  b lood -ih otE yes from  Bruifes 
or ftraining to V om it, i f  the Fops are tied in a R a g  
and immerced in bo ilin g  W a ter  or W in e  arid then 
laid to the Eyes as a Poultice at Bed-tim e, when the 
Eye is fh ut; but it muft be only  w arm . Ray affirms, 
that aBerfon being broiled  with the K ic k  o f  a H orfe 
was cured in a few  H ours both o f  the Pain and the 
liv id  M arks, with the A pplication  o f  H yfiop (hred 
fm all a id  m ixed w ith unfalted Butter, and then ap ­
plied as a P oultice. _ . , 

Hvdra'rgyrus, Argenitinl Vivum  or M ercurius, Quick- 
Silver. I t  is heavier than all the M etals, G old  ex= 
cepted; i f  amalgamates w'ith all M etals arid m e­
tallic Bodies, .bat unites with Iron and A n tim on y 
With very great Difficulty : It penetrates andditVoi\es 

C «•' M etals
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M etals and renders them brittle ; hehce it has been 
•accounted the firft M atter o f  all M eta ls ; but this 

Opinion is not fufficiently eftablifhed. Fire w ill d i­
vide it into very fine Parts, in the Form  o f  a Fum e, 
and fo it flies o ff  and vani/hes. It  diffolves readily in 
Spirit o f  Nitre, but not in O il or ftrong Spirit o f  V i-  
trio l, unlefs with very great T rou b le . It is not alto­
gether innoxious, for  tbofe that w ork in the M ines, 
tho ’ never fo robuft, feldom  continue found above 
fo u r  Y ears, hut are affe&ed with a T rem blin g  and a 
P a lfy , and die m iferably. A l l  Artificers that ufe 
M ercu ry  know  very well what an enem y the Fum es 
o f  it are to the Nerves ; and a Parefis is not feldom  
the Confequence o f  a Salivation. 2}uukfil<vcr is good  
in T u m ou rs, Infarftions o f  the G lan ds, in a fchirreus 
Spleen, L iver, M efentury, & c .  in G anglions and 
ftrumous Swellings, and other D iforders o f  the fame 
K in d . It deftroys A crim on y , when it is effeftual in 
venereal T u m ou rs Buboes and Ulcers, in cutaneous 
Puftules and the Itch o f  all K in d s, as well as all 
Difeafes o f  the S k in ; Univerfals being firft pre- 
m ifed, that is, B leeding, Em ollients, Baths, D ilu ­
ents, and P urgatives: T h en  the Patient is to be put 
into a warm Place left infenfible Perfpiration be 
flopped, which ftiould likewife be prom oted by gentle 
E xercifes. Its power o f  Salivation is known to all, 
as well by  anointing with it outw ardly, as taking it 
inw ardly. It muft be pure ; w hich is know n by p u t- 
in g  a little o f  it over the Fire in a filver Spoon : I f  
it  all flies away it is good . It is generally purified 
by pafling it through /hamm y Leather, but the beft 
W a y  is to diftS it in a R etort, from  L im e, or P ot­
atoes, or F ilings o f  Steel. Crude M ercury is given 
to  k ill W orm s, from  a Scruple to a dram levigated 
in a G lafs M ortar with Sugar and a D rop  or tw o o f  
O il o f A lm on ds . It is com m on to bo il a Pound o f  
Suick/il-ver in three Quarts o f  W ater, and give the 
D eco ftion  to Children for  their com m on D rink . 
M ercu ry  is alfo given largely in O il, even to a Pound 
or  tw o, in the Iliac Paflion, to open Obftructions, 
and force d>>wn the Fasces. Some make G irdles 
w ith  it, but this, muft be with Caution, againft cu ­
taneous Difeafes'. It muft be beat up with the W h ite  
o f  an E g g  ’ till they are both turned into F roth, w hich 
being imbibed by a Cotton Girdle may be wornround

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the M idd le . I t  has alfo been o f  late recom m ended 
•as effectual in thc-: Cure o f  the H ydrophobia. See

JA cob ea , Ragw ort; the H erb. Simon Pauli relates, 
that in a C am p-dyfentery a D eco£iion o f  the Leaves 

o f  this Plant was found very ferviceable. It  is ex ­
tremely naufeous, therefore little ufed.

Jalapii Radix, the R o o t  o f  Jalap. T h is  is a celebrated 
Purge, and m uch ufed am ong the com m on People, 
becaufe it has no Sm ell, is not difagreeable, and is 
not taken in large D ofes. It carries n ox iou s, par­
ticularly the ferou's, H um ours dow nw ard, and w ith­
out w orking roughly . It  ihould not be given in too 
large a D o fe , from  twelve Grains to twenty is fu f- 
ficient ; tho’ fome give it from  a Scruple to h a lf a 
D ram , and even to a D ram . T h e  Dofe o f  the R ofm  
is from  twelve Grains to eight or fixteen ; but the 
R o o t  in Subftance is much the fafer p u rg e , and better 
on all A ccou n ts . Jalap  is not proper in acute F e­
vers, nor in hot and dry Conftitutions ; but agrees 
with the C old , and thofe that abound with Serum ; 
in the D roply , A nafarca, and the C a ch e x y : F or 
this Renfon it agrees better with Children than A -  
dults, and even tw o or three Grains m ay be given 
to Infants. It needs no C orreftor, and thofe that 
are ufed as Inch generally do m ore Harm  than G ood  ; 
for  Salts increaff the A crim on y  o f  the P urge, and 
aromatic O ls  render them more inflammatory.

Im peratoria, Maflenwort; the R oo t. T h is  is g ood  in 
the C olic  and flatulent D iforders, in Suppreffions o f  
the M e n f s, and for  Frigidity in M en. It helps D i-  
geftion, opens O bftruflions, cures the Jaund: e, ind 
is taken in A iihm as. Its principal U fe is in co ld  
D iforders o f  the Brain, Catarrhs, the Palfy , A p o -- 
p lexy , Jsfc. A  Dram o f  the Pow der is given in ge ­
nerous W ine a little before the Fit o f  a Quartan 
A g u e . It prom otes the Saliva, being held in the 
M ou th , and cures the T oo th -a ch . T h e  Dofe in Sub­
ftance is from  half a Dram  ro a Dram ; and in In ­
fufion tw o Dram s. Simon Pauli fays, it cures obfti­
nate R ingw orm s, i f  the recent R oo t  is powdered and

T here 
are three Sorts, but I  (hall on ly  mention the A rtie- 
coloured or  G rey, as preferable to the reft. It 13 
brought from  Peru, and is about the T hicknefs o f  
a G oo fe -Q u ill, crooked and ro.ugh, w ith annular

M ilk  is a m ild , nutritious, balfa- 
m ic F luid ; when taken freely, an excellent O btun-

o f  the bed  Reftoratives in emaciated Habits ; a P a l­
liative, while its Ufe is continued for  the on ly  A l i ­
ment in gouty Cafes, not inveterate, and in fom e 
rheumatic Pains ; the M edicine principally depended 
on in H eftics and Confum ptions : But is prejudicial 
in acute Difeafes, Swellings o f  the Prsecordia, and 
Obftruclions o f  the abdom inal Vifcera.

L a ilu ca , Lettice; the Herb and Seed. T h is  has an 
anodyne Quality, which does not proceed from  a 
n ox iou s, narcotic Principle, but from  its aqueous, 
nitrous Juice, which is proper to temperate the E f-  
fervefcence o f  the H um ours, to mitigate the Heat o f  
the Stom ach, L iver, and other V ifcera, to relax their, 
crifped and too greatly ofcillatihg Fibres, and fo by 
reftoring their FunSliorts to procure Sleep. T h e y  are 
g ood  againft Coftivenefs, and confequently help the 
H ypochandriac and Scorbutic. T h e  Seed is 'one o f  
the four le ffercold  Seed* and 'has the Virtues o f  the 
H erb, and is given in Em ulfions from  a Dram  to a 
D*am  and a half. T h e  Dofe o f  the depurated Juice

Larniialbi Flores, the Flowers o f  the white A rch angel. 
T h e  Herb and Flowers are comifcended againft the 
W h ites in W om en , D ifofderS ''bf W e L un gs, T u m ou rs 
and Indurations o f  the Spleen, uterine Haemorrhages 
and to conglutinate W ou n d s . T h e ir  T o p s  in F low er 
m ay be infufed in hot W ater lik e  T eh  and a Cup 
m ay be drank o f  it three or fou r T im es in a D ay . 
T h e  F low ers macerated in the Sun with Oil O live 
m ake an excellent Balfam  fo r  W ou n d s o f  the T e n ­
dons, as Dodart declares.

Lapis Beaoar Orientalis, Oriental B ezoar-Stone. T his 
accord ing to KiZKpfier, Comes from  hattr, a P rovince 
in Berjia, and. is Bred by a M ountain  G oa t, called 
by fom e Capricerva, and by others Qervicapra : It is 
a. moft timorous A n im al, and delights in the M o u n ­
tains, feldom defcending into the Plains. It  is 
lodged  in the Pylorus, but whether bred there origi­
nally ox not is uncertain, T h e fe  Stones ftiine on  the

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Outfide, and are as fm ooth as i f  they were p o l ic e d . 
O utw ardly, they are o f  a blackifh G reen, o r  bU'ilfe 
black C olour, and fometimes between both.

in the Pleurify, Pevipneumony, Jaundice, Difeafes ot 
the W o m b , difficult Birth, M elan ch oly , & c . T he)ir 
real Virtue is m uch the fame as prepared Pearls and 
C rabs-Eyes, and perhaps are m ore efteemed only for  
their great Price. T h e y  abforb A c id s , temperate 
A crim on y , and refolve H um ours. It is u fually given 
-to about twelve 01* fourteen G ra in s . T h e  O c c i ­
d e n t a l  B e z o a r  is o f  a larger Size than the other, 
is not fo much nor fo fh ining, it  is likew ife o f  an 
afh or vvhitifh C olour, b u t  is n ot fo fine in  any R e - 
foe ft , and is much weaker in V irtue. I t  is gene­
rated in the B elly  o f  a wild G oat. T h e  Dofe is from  
R Scruple to half a D ra m . T h ere is another K in d  o f  
Bexoar, calledPEDRO d e  P o r c o  ; it is found m tne
G a ll-B la d d e r o f the Porcupine at i lW a r ra  in the Eafi-
Indies; it is round, compa£t, and o f the Size -of a 
N utm eg or W aln u t, o f  an unftuous Subftance and a 
bitter T a fte ; it is exceffive dear and m uch fought 
■after by  great Perfons ; a fvngle Stone has been fo ld  
in Holland fo r  near twenty P ounds. W h en  they ufe 
it they hang it a few  Hours in a D raught o f  W ater , 
w hich it renders bitter, and com m unicates its V irtue 
•without loling above a Grain in W eig h t. It is rec­
k on ed  a high" Cordial and A lex iph arm ic, and a m oft 
efficatious M edicine in the Jaundice, putrid and ma­
lignant Fevers, and in all O bftruftions o f  the V if- 
cera.

Lapis Calaminaris, Calam ine is a FofTile, and, o f  m id­
dle Confiftence between a Stone and an Earth ; it is

T h is , on account o f  its temperate M u cilage, is ano­
dyne and fheaths the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours, and 
is therefore given in demulcent Ptifans and A p ozem s, 
efpecially in Heat and D ifficu lty o f  Urine. T h e  
Dofe o f  the Seed macerated in W ater is from  one 
P u g il to two ; in Em ulfions from  two Drams to fou r. 
Linfeed-Oil co ld  drawn may be taken by Spoonfuls ; 
o r  even from  two Ounces to fou r in Coughs, P leu - 
rifies, or to prom ote E xpe& oration ; in Clyfters 
from  fix to eight O u n ces; the Farina or M eal re- 
folves; m ollifies, ripens, and eales Pain when ap­
plied in Cataplafms.

L inum  Catharticum, purging or ’wild D w arf-F lax, or 
M ill-M ountain ; the H erb.

Lithofperm um , or M illiu m  Solis, Grom'well, Groftiellor 
G ray-M illj the Seed. T h is  is a great D iuretic, p ro ­
motes Urine and gently ftimnlates the K idnies and 
B ladder, and is therefore comm ended againft the 
G ra v e l; it cleanfes the K idnies from  V ifcidities, 
and defends them againft the A crim on y  o f  the Urine. 
T h e  Dofe is from  H a lf a Dram to a Dram  ; in E niu l- 
fions from  fix Scruples to h a lf an Ounce ; in D e co c ­
tions the fame.

Lythargyrus, L itharge. T h is  is made in feparating Silver 
from  bafer M eta ls, and is nothing elfe but vitrified 
L ead , either alone or m ixed w ith Copper. It  may be

diifolved
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diflblved in O il and fat Subftances to the Confiftence 
o f  a Plafter, and is the Bafis o f  many other Plafters. 
I t  dries moderately and abfterges w ith a gentle A ftric -- 
t io n ; it cicatriles Ulcers and is g ood  fo r  galling o f  
the T h igh s.

Lujula: Folia, the Leaves o f  the W ood -S orre l. T h e fe  
quench T h ir ft , extinguifti the Heat o f  the Stom ach, 
m itigate febrile Heat, allay the Fervor o f  the B lood  
and temperate a cauftic B ile 5 they refolve thick 
B lood  and amend it when too m uch diflblved by Salts 
by  fheathing their A crim ony ; they are faid to cool 
the L iver and ftrengthen the Heart, and are efteemed 
as a great A ntifcorbutic ; it  is ufeful in acute, burn­
in g , m alignant, and peftilential Fevers. T h e  Dofe 
o f  the Leaves in coo lin g  Broths and A pozem s is a 
H andful, efpecially when there is a violent Heat o f  
the H um ours, and Inflammation o f  the Brain, or  a 
D anger o f  a D elirium , or when it is aftually  prefent. 
W h en  there is a Drynefs or Blacknefs o f  the T on g u e  
and Fauces, and when Haemorrhages fupervene, its 
fedative and temperating Virtue is beft increafed 
with a little Niti'e. A n  Ounce or tw o o f  the depu­
rated Juice m ay be given in the fom e D iford ers ; 
or from  h a lf a Dram  to a Dram  o f  the E xtraft ; or 
three or four Dram s o f  the Conferve.

T h e y  are diuretic 
and diaphoretic, and are given in Pains o f  the C olic  
and in the G o u t ; as alfo in the Palfy, Cram p, C on - 
vulfions. T h e ir  Dofe in Pow der is from  half a D ram  
to a D ram , 'junker fays, they are a Specific in C on - 
vulfions anil o f  good  E ffeft in the E pilep fy , i f  given 
as above ; or their exprefled Juice may be m ixed w ith 
W in e  and given b y  Spoonfuls.

L upulus, Hops-, the Leaves. T h e y  help D igeftion , 
open Obftru&ions o f  the Vifcera, efpecially the 
Spleen, prom ote Urine and loofen the B elly  ; they 
are good  in the hypochondriac Pafllon, the Scurvy 
and Dileafes o f  the Skin, i f  given as an A lterative 
in W h ey  or Broths. T h e  depurated Juice m ay be 
given from  tw o to fou r O u n ces; the D ecoftion  o f

Malabar at hum Folium, the Indian L eaf. T h is  is on ly  
ufed in Venus T rea cle  and M ithridate j and even 
then, M ace  is allow ed by the C ollege to fupply its 
R oom .

'Muhia: Folia, Flores, the Leaves and Flowers o f  com ­
m on M a llow s, as alfo the Seeds. T h e y  are hum eft- 
ing , em ollient, and eafe Pain, and are ufed for  
em ollient Clyfters and Cataplafms ; they are good  in 
all Com plaints arifing from  A crim on y , in O bftruc- 
tions o f  the K idnies and urinary Paflages, in Stran­
guries and in the G r a v e l: B ut M a r s h - M a l l o w s  is 
m ore effeflual for  thefe Purpofes. T h e  depurated 
Juice is given from  tw o Ounces to eight ; the Seed 
from  a Scruple to a Dram  ; and the F low ers in. In ­
fufion may be taken as T e a .

M alus Hortenfis, the A p fle -T rtc ; the F ruit. P ip e  
A p p les  are a wholefom e Fruit, efpecially in hot b i­
lious C onftitutions; roafted they are fom etim es ap­
plied as Cataplafms in Inflammations o f  the Eyes.

M alus Sylveftris, the Crab T ree ; the Fruit. T h e  Juice 
o f  this Fruit, called Verjuice, is by  fom e recom ­
m ended in Sprains, and lias been fom etim es ufed as 
an Ingredient in coo lin g  and reftringent Gargarifm s.

Manna. T h is  is gathered in Calabria, from  the twen­
tieth o f  June to the End o f  July, from  the T ru n k  and 
larger Boughs o f  tw o K inds o f  A fli. It  flows fp on - 
taneoufly like a lim pid L iquor from  N oon ’ till the 
E vening, w hich coagulates, grow s hard and white. 
I f  the N ight happens to be ferene without R ain  or 
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F o g s , they co lle ft it the next M orn in g , fcraping it 
o f f  with w ooden  K n iv e s ; otherwife it melts and is 
quite loft. W h en  they have gathered it, they put it 
into unglazed earthen V cfle ls ; afterwards they ex - 
pofe it to the Sun in clean Paper upon T ab les  ’ till it 
w ill not ftick to the Fingers. A fte r  the End o f  July, 
the Ruftics make Incifions in the A fh  and w ild A fli 
to  the very W o o d  ; then from  N oon  ’ till the E vening 
there flows out L iqu or w hich congeals into larger 
P ieces. Sometimes the Juice is fo copious that it 
runs dow n to the Bottom  o f  the T ree  where it form s 
large M affes like W a x  or R ofin , which are fuffered 
to  remain a D ay  or two that they may evaporate to a 
greater Coniiftence ; then it is divided into fmall Bits 
and  laid in the Sun to dry, as before. T h is  they 
call Manna Forzata, forced M anna. T h is  looks red- 
ifli nay often blackifh, from  the Filth it contraas 
from  the Earth. T h e  third K ind  is, Manna di Fronda, 
M anna o f  the Leaves. T h is  exfudes from  the Leaves 
in  July and Augufi, in tranfparent D rops, w hich are 
g r e a te ft  near the largeft nervous Fibres. T h efe  be- 
§!<r dried by the Heat o f  the A ir  into fmall Grains ; 
the T rees in Augufi look  quite hoary. T h is  w as.for- 
m erly much ufed, but is now  n eg leaed , it bem g^dit- 
ficu lt to gather. T h is  A ccou n t is taken from  Geof- 
frov, but is not originally his, it having been pu b- 
liflied in England and elfewhere above fixty Y ears a g o ; 
w hich Quincy, it feems, never read, for  he has on ly  
nublilhed fom e Conjectures about it  from  Dale. 
M an n a  is often adulterated, from  itsLikenefs to Sugar 
o r  H o n e y ; but the bell is in Flakes and T ears , or 
a  white or pale yellow  C olour, and free from  D irt 
and other F ilth . T h e  M anna which is like H oney 
is not fo co o d . T h o fe  w ho are w ell acquainted w ith 
the T a fte °o f M anna cannot be deceived by the adul­
terated Sort. Hoffman obferves, that it fhmulates 
the B elly , obtunds the A crim on y  o f acid, laltiin H u - 
rp.ours, and appeafes the fpafmodic C onftn ftions o f  
the inteftinal F ib res ; whence it is g ood  in hypo­
chondriacal D iforders, and Dileafes o f  the Breaft, 
and excels all other Purges whatever. I f  it wants a 
Stimulus it m ay be m ixed with R hu baib  or Sena , 
or to make it m ore pow erfu l, three Ounces o f  M anna 
m aybe m ixed with fiye Grains o f  emetic T arta r, and 
may be given by  Spoonfu ls ’ till it produces th e^ le-
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fired E ffefl. T h e  Dofe is from  one Ounce to three ; 
Hoffman, in fome particular Cafes gives four.

Margarita:, Pearls. T h e  Virtue o f  thefe is no greater 
than C rabs-E yes; and even prepared Oyfter-ihells 
will do as w ell.

M ari Syriaci Folia, the Leaves o f  Syrian H erb-M a ftic , 
the Leaves have a bitteriili arom atic, very pungent 
T a ft e ;  and when rubbed a little, yield a qu ick  
piercing Smell, which provokes Sneezing. _ T hey 
have chiefly been made life o f  as an Ingredient in 
fternutatory Pow ders, though from  their fenfible Qua­
lities they feem to have no ill T it le  to the ftim ulat- 
ing , attenuating, deobftruent, antifeptic Virtues 
afcribed to them by Wideliits.

M ari vulgaris Folia, the Leaves o f  H erb -M aftic . T h is  
Plant pofl'effes nearly the fame Properties as the fore ­
going but in a lei's Degree.

Marrhubii Folia, the Leaves o f  white H ore H ou n d . 
T h e y  open and diil'olve vifcid H um ours, and are a 
very good  Rem edy in tbe moilt A fthm a, as alfo in 
all chronic Difeafes, ariiing from  a thick , v ifcid , te­
nacious Lym ph ; they prom ote the M enfes, haften 
the Expullion o f  the A fter-b irth , and k ill W o rm s , 
as Ray obferves. T h e y  are good  in the Jaundice, 
in Obftruftions and Schirrcfities o f  the L iver, and in 
the D ropfy  fucceeding the Jaundice. In  thefe laft 
Cafes a H andful o f  the Leaves mult be infufed in 
h a lf a P int o f  W h ite -W in e  and taken every M o rn ­
ing for  a M on th  together. T h e  Dofe o f  the Juice is 
from  an Ounce to thee O unces; and in P ow der 
from  two Scruples to a D ram . F or the W orm s , a 
Dram  or two mult be given.

Majiiche, M aftick . T h is  is a R o fm , brought from  the 
Iiland o f  Chio or Scio, in the Archipelago. It is d ry , 
tranfparent, o f  a palifli Y e llo w , in T ears o f  the Size 
o f  a fm all Pea or a Grain o f  R ic e ;  it is brittle and 
breaks between the T eeth , but the W arm th foon  
makes it melt like W a x  ; and thrown upon live Coals 
it flames, and yields no ungrateful Sm ell. Its T a fte  
is a little arom atic, rofinous and fubaftringent. T h e  
belt is pale, inclin ing to a Citron C olou r, tranfpa­
rent, dry, brittle, lhaps when broken, and is o f  a 
g ood  Smell. T h e  green, livid, b lack , or impure is 
worth nothing. I t  is fubaftringent and ftom achic, 
and ftrengthens the lax Fibres o f  the V icera ; it 
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/heaths the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours, and is given 
from  half a Scruple to h a lf a D ram , in fpittm g o f  
B lood  and in an inveterate C ough . It helps D i ­
geftion and flops V om iting , but caufes Belching i f  
taken im moderately ; it cures Catarrhs, flops L o o fe - 
neffes, and temperates the A crim on y  o f  Purgative?. 
Bein°* chewed it is good  for  the G um s ano rendeis 
them^ firm. Chewed for  fome T im e  it promotes 
Spitting and helps Deafnefs. Externally applied to 
the R egion  o f  the Stomach it eafes Pain in that 
P art, and cures V om iting and a Naufea. Laid to 
the Navel it flops Loofenefles and Superpurgations. 
A p p lied  to the Tem ples it hinders Defluxions and 
cures the T oo th -a ch . H a lf an Ounce muft be boiled 
in  three Pints o f  W ater to tw o for  com m on D rin k , 
in  Loofenefles. H a lf a Dram  may be given in C011- 
ferve o f  R ofes fo r  ferine C oughs and Catarrhs.

M atericarU  Folia, the Leaves o f  F ever-Few . T h efe  
arc ufeful in all Cafes where Bitters are required, and 
are v e r y  efficacious in uterine D ifordeis j they difpel 
W in d , ftrengthen the Stom ach, help D igeftion, and 
are good  in the C olic againft a vifcid M u cu s. Four 
Ounces o f  the Juice w ill purge Phlegm  and black  
C holer. T h e  Dofe in P ow der is from  one Scruple to 
tw o ; o f  the depurated Juice from  one Ounce to two ; 
in  Infufion they may be drank as T e a . T h e y  pro­
m ote the M enfes and the L och ia , expel the A fte r ­
birth, eafe Pain in Childbed, and reftram utenns 
Suffocations. E xternally they may be ufed, w ith 
C am om ile F low ers, fo r  many o f  the fame Purpofss. 
Beintf brujfed and laid to the T o p  o f  the H ead, it 
w ill e’afe the H ead-ach.

It is a m ild Purge, and 
w orks pretty gently , ftrengthens the Parts and re­
v iv e s  O bftrua ions. It  is not unpleafant becaule it 
lias very little T a fte , and brings aw a y .gro li, ferous 
H um ours from  the w hole B od y , particularly the 
H ead, Breaft, and Joints ; whence it is g ood  in ca - 
tarrhous and cold  D ifeafes, in the Epileply, A lthm a, 
K in g ’ s E v il, G ou t, and the F ren ch -P ox  j it opens
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Obftruftions o f  the L iver, Spleen, and M efen tery ; 
and it is affirmed, nothing can be a m ilder or fatei. 
Purge in the D ropfy . It is chiefly given in Subltance 
and the Dofe is from  one Dram  t o t r a ;  in Infufion 
from  three Drams to fou r.

P otions 
made with H oney agree with a Stomach that is 
loaded with a vifcous P hlegm , and are profitable in 
D iforders o f  the Bread: and L u n gs, m  C ou gh s,_ A lth - 
m as, and the like D ifeafes. T h e y  are g ood  in D i-  
ftempers o f  the K idneys and urinary I  arts ; to ife r - 
f o n s  advanced in Y ears, and to the Pitm tous ; but it 
is hurtful to the B ilious, to the H ypochondriac, the 
H yfteric, and the M e la n ch o lic ; for it is the P io -  
perty o f  H oney to turn b ilious. It  enters C|yfte«  
and Gargles ; m ollifies, fuppurates, clean'es W ou n d s  
and Ulcers, and refills P utrefaftlon . It is forne- 
times m ixed with W ater, and may be taken by S poon­
fu ls. T h e  Dofe alone is from  one Ounce to tw o. 

M elilotu s, Meliloi ; the Herb and F low ers. I hefe are 
feldom  given inw ardly, but outw ardly they are uled 
m uch in the fame M anner as M allow s and Ma* ln- 
M a llo w s ; they are rather m ore refolvent, and are 
often m ixed with Cam om ile Flow ers.

M eW * Folia, the Leaves o f  Balm . T h e y  are cord ia l, 
cephalic, and ftrenghthen the Stom ach. It is ufed in 
the A p op lex y , Epilepfy, and Stupor o f  the Senles 5 
it is prevalent againft M elan ch oly , m alignant Feveis 
and the P lague. Simon Pauli fays, it was common, 
am ong the W om en  o f  his T im e  to drink, the In fu ­
fion to prom ote the M e n fe s5 and that it was even, 
fufficient to put it in their Stockings. _ I f  a H andfu l 
be flightly boiled  in V ea l-broth , it is an excellent 
R em edy againft the V apours. T h e  Infufion may be 
taken in the M anner o f  T e a ;  when the Leaves are 
frelh a P ugil is fu ffic ien t; but when they are dry h a lf 
a H andful is not too much. T h e  Leaves aie ufed in  
uterine Baths and Pediluvia, when the M enfes are 
deficient. Forefus recom m ends Balm  fo r  the P alp i­
tation o f  the Heart, and fo r  Syncopes ; Rondeletius,

w h ole  Syftem ; yet not liable to heat the C onftitu- 
tion  near fo m uch as m ight be expefted from  the 
great W arm th and Pungency o f  its T afte . T h e  
H erb alone, or the diftilled W ater, may be ufed 
w ith  Succefs. T h e  depurated Juice o f  Mint may 
be  taken from  an Ounce to an Ounce and a h a l f ; 
the Infufion o f  the frefli Leaves is prefcribed from  
one H andful to one and an h a l f ; the dried Leaves 
may be drank as T e a . T h e  Dofe o f  the diftilled 
W a ter  is two or three Ounces ; or it may be made 
into a Julep and taken by Spoonfuls.
M ercurialis M as et Fcemina, Male and Female French 
Mercury, the H erb. T h e y  are ranked am ong the 
em ollient oleraceous Herbs, and faid to gently loofen 
the B elly ; they are fometimes ordered in CSyfters.

Meum Atha?nanlicum, Spignel ; the Root. T in s  is re- 
folvent, ftrcngthening, and attenuating; it is preva­
lent in ferous" D iforders and difcuffes W in d  ; it is

good
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good  in hyfteric Suffocations, and Pains after C h ild - 
bearing : It  promotes U rine, the L och ia , and the 
M enfes. Some account it a Specific in the W hites, 
efpecially i f  a few  Spoonfuls o f  the diftilled W ater 
are taken M orn in g  and Evening. It  incides and at­
tenuates v ifcid, tenacious H um ours, and is therefore 
g ood  in the moift A fthm a ; it likew ife cures the fla­
tulent Diftention o f  the Stomach and the G ripes. 
T h e  Dofe in Subftance is from  h a lf a Dram  to a 
Dram ; in Infufion from  a D ram  to two Dram s in 
W in e  or any other L iqu or.

Miltet>ed<e, W o o d  L ice  or H og  L ice . T h e  principal 
Virtue o f  thefe is the D iu retic; whence they are 
good  to prevent and cure the G r a v e l; they are ex­
cellent in the Cachexy and D ropfy , by  attenuating 
and evacuating the gelatinous Serum ; they are pre­
valent in the T y m p an y , in which Cafe IViIlis direfts 
them to be taken with N utm eg in a diuretic W a te r ; 
they are praifed in Infarftions o f  the L iver, in D if­
orders o f  the Spleen and H ypochondria. Etmuller 
affirms, there is not a m ore pow erful R em edy in In - 
far&ions o f  the L ungs and in the A fthm a. In  an 
incipient Phthifis, and a H oop in g -C ou gh  they are no 
way defpicable. T h e y  are good  in Palfies, E pilep - 
fies, and all nervous D iftem pers; and Ri<uerius gives 
Inftances o f  the W onders they have perform ed, in 
Strumas, fcrophulous T u m ors and inveterate U lcers. 
T h e y  are likewife given in O bftruflions o f  the V if­
cera, and particularly in the Jaundice. Junker fays, 
he knew a celebrated Phyfician give them fuccefsfully 
againft Dim nefs o f  Sight, and to deftroy the firft R u ­
diments o f  a Cataraft. T h e  Dofe in Subftance is 
from  a Scruple to a Dram  ; the expreffecl Juice 
m ixed with W in e  m ay be taken by Spoonfuls ; or 
twenty H oglice and upwards, even to fixty, m ay be  
bruifed, and W h ite -W in e  poured thereon,, and the 
Juice exprefled for  a D ofe  in the M orn in g  fafting.

M ille fo lium , Yarrow, the H erb. Scarce any H erb 
ever received greater Encom ium s from  different A u ­
thors than this j the Subftance o f  which is, that it is 
aftringing and drying, with a temperate Heat and 
Bitternefs. It  cures W ou n d s , T u m ors , and Inflam ­
mations w ithout Repulfion ; it is good  in the P lague, 
Fevers, Epilepfies, H em orrh ages, and F luxes o f  
every K in d , o f  the N ofe, W o m b , o f  the hsemor- 
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rhoidal V eins, W ou n d s , Spitting o f  B lood , v o m iM g  
and pifling o f  B lood  ; Loofenefles, the B lood y -F lu x , 
W hites : and G on orrhoea ; it prevents A b ortion , is 
anodyne, paregoric and carminative ; cures the H ead- 
ach, T oo th -a ch , G ripes, T u m ou rs o f the Piles and 
G enitals. Befides all this, Hoffman fays, the In tu - 
fion frequently ufed is a Specific to prevent the B reed- 
ing o f  the G ravel and Stone ; Sthal, that it is a m oft 
certain R em edy againft hypochondriacal Convulfions 
and hyfteric F it*.; and, Jm ker, fca t it rs o f  great 
Ufe in the Pains o f  the blind  Piles. In  H e m o r ­
rhages, Loofeneffes, and Incontinence o f  U nn e it 
m ayg be drank as T ea . T h e  Dofe o f  the H erb 
P ow der is .from one Dram  to tw o ; in the W hites 
■and Gonorrhcea an Ounce o f  the Juice m ay be taken 
in  M ilk . Charnel, in an internal B leeding fio m  ti e 
V eins o f  the Inteftines, has given fix Ounces o f  the 
Juice, with as m uch o f  the Juice o f  Nettles, fo r  tw o 
D ofes , w ithin, an H our after each other, together 
w ith Clyfters made o f  a D eco ftion  o f  the fame

D iab oli, or Succifa, D evils B it ; the H erb and 
R o o t . M oft A uthors look  upon this as alexitenal 
a rd  vulnerary. Dedomrits affures us, that a G argle 
m ade with this is excellent in Inflamm ations o f  the

■>non Pauli affirms, he has ufed it withi Succ :fs not 
on ly  in the Quinfey but in venereal U lceis  o f  the 
M ou th  and T h r o a t ;  as alfo Bontius, in the D iop fy  
o f  the Eall-Indies, as an A bfcefs o f  the L iv e i. D t-  
J J r b r o e c k -p^ifes the Juice o f  the Plant tak er .in ­
wardly againft m alignant U lcers, Buboes, and Cai - 
buncles. S o m e  extol it m  epileptic Fits. T h e  Dofe 
o f  the Juice is from  one Ounce to t w o ; o f  
Leaves in Infufion from  one H andful to tw o.

Maritm M ulberries. T h o fe  that are unripe are coo lm g  
and aftringent; the ripe have a vinous T a fle , quench 
T h ir ft , and render the B elly  flip pery ; but are n ox i­
o u s  to a weak Stom ach. U fed in G arganfm s they 
?re deterfive. T h e  B ark o f  the R o o t  is faid to be 
abftergent and b inding, to open O bftruftions o f  the 
Liver and Spleen, and to ftop Loofenefles, and is 
J o o d  a g a in ft  W o m s .  T h e  Dofi in P ow der is a

Dram. Mofchus
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M'afchus, M u ik . Schroekerius fays, that the M u fk  A n i­
mal is o f  the G oat K in d , whofe Skin is ftnped, and 
has a Head like a W o lf ,  w ith two T eeth  hanging 
.downward from  the upper Jaw. T h e  B ag in which 
the M u fk  is contained is nearer the G enitals than the 
N a v e l; it is hairy on the Outfide and o f  the Size o f  
a H en’ s E g g , and the Cavity w ill contain a N utm eg 
very eafily. T h is  is not o f  a carnous but a m em ­
braneous Subftance, w ith a peculiar D u a ,  whofe 
Orifice has a Sphinaer M u fc le , to prevent the \m - 
necefiary L ofs o f  the M u fk . T h e  inner Surface has 
a.proper P ellicle or Skin which contains the M u fk ;  
in w hich , befides the B lood-V eflels about the O rifice 
o f  the m ofchiferous D u a s , there are feveral G lands 
which doubtlefs ferve for  the Secretion o f  the M u fk , 
and in w hich the R oots o f  the Hairs that fivrround the 
Orifice are im planted.

Mujk has been accounted a Cephalic, and C ordia l, as 
all'o an excellent Prefervative and Cure fo r  Difeafes^ 
o f  the Nerves, C onvulfions, E pilep fy , W eaknefs o f  
M em ory , Dulnefs o f  S ight, L ofs o f  Sm ell, and a 
(linking Breath ; likewife o f  great E fficacy againft 
m alignant Fevers, Barrennefs, Im potency, M elan ­
choly , the -G out, W orm s, & c. I f  it has failed in 
m any.of thefe'Cafes, it has been ow in g  to the Small* 
nefs o f  the D ofe ; for  fince fifteen G rains at a T im e  
have been given in the Eafi Indies againft the Bite o f  
a mad D o g  with Succefs ; it has been ordered herein  
large D o les in  C onvulfions, Epilepfies, and M adnefs , 
in  which laft Cafe I  have know n twenty-five G rains 
t o  be given at one D ofe , with a good  E ffe a . D r . 

•JFaU-ot IVorcefter, has m ade fom e iuscefsful T r ia ls ;
. w ho
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w ho aflerts, that ten Grains will procure a D iapho- 
refis. It gives no Unea'finefs, but on the contrary, 
eafes Pain, raifes the Spirits, and after the Sweat 
breaks out, ufually procures a refreftiing Sleep. H y - 
fterical Perfons who are averfe to the Smell, can take 
it eafily in a B o lu s ; and when ftrong Convulfions 
prevent its being given by the M ou th , it proves o f  
excellent Service in Clyfters. H e adds, that con - 
vulfive H iccups, attended with the wo*ft Sym tom s, 
have been rem oved by a D ofe or two o f  ten Grains 
o f  M u lk . A  Grain or tw o put into the Ear with 
C otton cures Hardnefs o f  H earing. T h e  China-Mujk 
is accounted beft.

-J/Iyrobalani C itrini, & c. the Citron oryellow Myrobalans, 
& c. T h ey  are o f  five S orts ; the Indian or b lack , 
the Y e llo w  or C itron , the Chebule, the B ellerick , 
and the E m blick . T h e fe  are not all gathered from  
the fame T ie e , as fome have thought, but from  d if­
ferent T rees , and are brought from  the Eaji Indies. 
T h e  yellow  Myrobalans are dried, ob lon g , roundilh

It  is o f  a 
yellow ifh  dufk red,' brittle, and filming ; the T afte  
is bitter, fubacrid and arom atic, but a little naufeous. 
T h e  Smell is ftrong while it is pounded, and not d if- 
agreeable when burnt. T h e  beft is brittle, light, all 
o f  a C olour, bitter, acrid, and o f  a fragrant Smell. 
W h e n  it is b la ck ,. heavy, and m ixed with D irt, it is 
bad. It comes from  JEthiopia. I t  diifolves thick 
grofs B lood , grum ous B ile, and glutinous, concreted 
H um ours.

N U r Z ', N itre, or S a ltp e tre . T h is  is a white cry - 
ftalUne Subftance, o f  a pungent and bitterilh T a fte , 
with a Senfe o f  C o ld ; which lhoots into pnlm atic 
Cryftals, w hich are fm all, lon g , equally thick, and 
have fix Sides ; the Ends terminate in a Point like a 
Pyram id. It-is eafily dilfolved in W ater, melts rea ­
d ily  over the Fire w ithout Conflagration, unlefs 
fom ething fulphureous, or Charcoal be added, foL 
then it foon takes fire and rifes in a Flalh. It is the 
Property o f  Spirit o f  Nitre to diflblve Silver, whence 
it is ufually called A qu a  Fortis, and it com m un.cates 
the fame Pow er to Spirit o f  V itriol and Spirit_ o f  
Sulphur, w hich w ould not be equal to the T a lk  w ith­
out the Spirit o f  Nitre. A q u a  Fortis w ill not touch 
G o ld , which is only diflolvable in A q u a  R egia .

heavy, loath to d ir, and forgetfu l. T h e  P ow der o f  
Nutm eg m ixed with A lu m  is faid to be g ood  in Hae­
m orrhages, and to cure A g u es . T h e  aftringent P o w ­
der o f  Nutm egs is increafed by T oa lt in g , and it is 
then bed in Loofeneftes and a Dyfentery. T h e  Dofe 
in Subftance is from  h a lf a Scruple to h a lf a Dram  ; 
toalled, to a D ram . T h e  effential O il is good  in the 
G ripes, and Pains from  the G ravel, taken from  one 
D rop  to four. O utwardly it is com m ended in A f -  
fea ion s  o f  the Nerves, the P alfy , Catarrhs, and 
G ou t. It ftrengthens the Stom ach, (tops V om iting 
and the H iccup , and helps D ig ed ion , i f  the epi- 
gaftric R egion  be anointed therewith. A p p lied  to 
the Navel it cures the Gripes in Children. I f  the 
T em ples are anointed with it, it procures Sleep. Ray 
fays, that i f  it is applied to the Breads o f  young 
G irls that are too flat, it w ill make them fw ell in a 
fliort T im e . It is often added to rofinous Cathartics 
as a C orrea or.

N ux Piftachia, the Pifiachia, or Fifiic Nut. A n  ob lon g  
N ut about the Size o f  a F ilb e r t : T h e y  are em ollient 
and nutritious, and efteemed by  fom e in certain 
W eaknefs and Emaciations.

Nymphaea alba, White Water-LiUy ; the R o o t  and F low ­
er. T h e y  have been em ployed, both internally and 
externally as demulcent, anti-inflam m atory, and in 
fom e Degree anodyne. T h eir  Virtues, however, do 
not appear to be very confidersble.
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OC im um , B a fil ; tlie H erb. T ill-; Plant Is a Native 
o f  the eaftefn Countries, and is  fow n annually in 

cur Gardens. T h e  Leaves are accounted m ildly 
balfam ic : Infufions o f  them are fometimes drank as 
T e a  in catarrhous and uterine D iforders, aiid the dry 
Leaves in Subftance make an Ingredient in cephalic 
and fternutory Powders.

Oleum dlivarian) Oi 1 O live. T h is  is em ollient, lenient, 
and fheaths all K in d  o f  A crim on y  ; whence it is ex ­
cellent againft all K in d s o f  corrofive Poifons. It 
loo fen s the B elty, m itigates G ripes, eaies C oughs, 
loxes the urinary Paffages, and helps in the Dyi'entery, 
G ravel and Stone,and kills W orm s. T a k en  with re- 
hot W ater it procures V om iting . T aken  by Spoon­
fu ls it has cured the B Iood y -F lu x . R ubbed  upon 
the B elly it renders it laxative and eafes the^Colic. 
In  Clyfters it muft always be m ixed with the Y o lk  o f  
an E g g , otherwife it w ill not unite with W ater. 
W h en  tlii Excrem ents are to be foftened, Clyfters o f  
all Oil are con ven ien t; w hich likewife eaie Pam  in 
the Iliac Paffion. ,

Olibanum. Olibanurn. T h i s  is a Rofin o f  a paliih Y e l ­
low  ; and that is beft w hich is tranfp3rent, 
clean, and dry. Its internal U fe is com m ended in 
various Difeafes o f  the Head and Breaft, in F luxes o f  
the B elly and Uterus, C oughs, Spitting o f  B lood , the 
Diarrhoea and D yfentery. It  temperates and iheaths 
the acrid H um ours o f  the human B ody, particularly 
a fait Serum. T h e  Dofe is from  a Scruple to two 
D ram s. It  is accounted a Specific againft a P leu n fy , 
efpccially  when it is epidem ic. Suercetan fays, i f  
an A p p le  be  made hollow  and filled with a Dram  oi 
Olibanum, being afterwards flopped up agani, and 
then roafted in the A fhes and taken, drinking three 
Ounces, o f  Carduus Benedi&us W ater after it, and 
then fweating in Bed, it w ill cure the P leun ly , 
i i i W i w  confirm s this by  Experim ents ; but Geoffrey 
fays, it w ill fom etim es fa il. I f  the firft (' ocs
not procure a Sweat, he muft repeat it again in iix 
Hours T im e . O utwardly it is ufed in Fum igations, 
fo r  Catarrhs, V ertigoes, and Coryzas ; as all'o for the 
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fa llin g-dow n o f  the Anus, provided the Fum e is made 
in a C lofe-ftool. It  is good  in W ou n d s  o f the Nerves, 
incarns and cicatrizes U lcers.

Ononis, A n on is five Refta B ovis, ReJl-Harrorw ; the 
R o o t . I t  pow erfully refolves infpiflated H um ours, 
is good  in obftinate O bftruflions o f  the L iver and the 
Jaundice ; gives great R e lie f in Fits o f  the G ravel, 
refolves and evacuates thick M ucus in the K idneys 
and Bladder, it is prevalent in Suppreffions ot Urine 
and brings away Gravel and fmall Stones. Simon 
Pauli greatly recom m ends it fo r  thefe Purpofes ; and 
Etmulhr gave it high Encom ium s fo r  its Virtue 
-againft a Sarcocele ; but others are perfunded he was 
miftaken. T h e  Dofe o f  the P ow der o f  the Bark o f  
the R o o t  is a Dram  ; in D ecoftion  h a lf an O unce.

Opium  ; the gummy RcJin, O pium  is taken inwardly 
in a p rop er .or  too large a Dofe. T h ree  Grains is 
the utmoft that can be taken with Safety ; yet when 
Ufe has made it fam iliar, fome can difpenfe with a 
D ram . I f  it is given in a liquid F orm , it exerts its 
Operation in ha lf an H our ; given in s  P ill in about 
an H our and half. W h en  given in a fuitable D ofe  
it excites an agreeable Senfation about the Heart, 
chears the Spirits like W in e  ; banifhes Care and Sor­
row , and fometimes renders the M in d  m ore fit for  
B ufinefs; whence B oldnefs, Confidence, Fortitude, 
M agnanim ity , and Contem pt o f  D a n g er: On this 
A ccou n t the Turks take it before a Battle. It  re- 
ftrains the impetuous M otion s o f  the B lood  and Spi­
rits, eafes Pain, raifes the B ody  caft dow n with L a ­
bou r, and flops Haemorrhages from  the Fervour o f  
the B lood . It  abates all other Evacuations except 
Sweat and infenfible Perfpiration ; it renders ' the 
Pulfe great, high and flow , makes the M ou th  dry, 
and caufes Itch ing  and Rednefs in the Skin. It in - 
creafes the Semen, and raifes the venereal A ppetite, 
efpecially i f  taken in a large D ofe . T h e  E ffefls are 
greater in a hot and moilt Seafon, and in Perfons o f  
lax Fibres, as in W om en  and Children. T h ere  are 
other Effeits w hich a proper D ofe  w ill produce, tho ' 
not always. It  often procures Sleep, but not con - 
ftantly, for  fom e are more w akeful after taking it. 
I t  generally occafions agreeable and pleafant Dre&ms, 
flops V om iting and H iccup ing, and fometimes ex ­
cites them j as alfo Spafms and convulfive M otion s.
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It renders D igeftion (low , blunts the A ppetite, anti 
prom otes the L och ia w hich were fupptelfed by the 
Irriration o f  the Fibres and eonvulfive M otion s. It 
affifts the Birth and brings away the A fter-b irth , 
helps the Expulfion o f  Sand and G ravel, increafcs 
the M ilk  in Nurles, and caufes a Swelling in the 
Breads. T h ere  are fome Effects lefs frequent, as 
flight Palfies, efpecially o f  the B ladder, ftam mering, 
a Relaxation o f  the low er Jaw, Suppreflion o f  Sweat, 
Evacuation o f  the W ater in D ropfies,.as Willis o b - 
ferves ; a Cure o f  the Stupor o f  the Joints from  ex ­
ternal C old , Suffocations, A nxieties about the Heart, 
H iccuppin g, V om iting, fpafm odic M otion s, Sw oon­
in g  and Fainting, and fometimes Death ; w hich laft 
is exceeding feldom , unlefs in Bodies highly pletho­
ric, or in Bodies exceflively weak, which have been 
a lon g  time exhaufted; whence the Ufe o f  Opium  
after enorm ous H em orrhages is greatly to be dreaded. 
On the contrary, there is fometimes a ftrange R e ­
vival o f  the Spirits in Perfons h a lf dead. Some­
times it produces no E ffeft, being involved in the 
thick, glutinous Hum ours o f  the Stom ach. T o o  
large a D ofe  o f  Opium  has Etfefts m uch like D ru n k - 
ennefs, v iz .  M irth , immoderate Laughter, W ea k - 
nefs, Difturbance o f  the M in d , L ofs o f  M em ory , 
Swim m ing o f  the Head, D im nefs o f  the Eyes, Stam­
m ering, a profound Sleep, a great and (low P ulfe, 
R ednefs o f  the Face, Relaxation o f  the Jaw, Sw ell­
ing o f  the L ips, difficult Breathing, M adnefs, and 
B urning at the Stom ach, fometimes Heavinefs there­
in ; venereal Heats, Priapifm s, H iccupping, V o ­
m iting, an unequal Pulfe, now depre(fed, then high ; 
C onvulfions, cold  Sweats, Fainting, Sw ooning, 
D eath. W h ich  Symptoms do not attack all Sorts o f  
P erfons, nor all at once, nor with equal V iolence, 
but differ according to the different Conftitutions o f  
the B od y , the. greater or lefs D ofe  o f  Opium , and 
other Circumftances. T h o fe  w ho efcape Death are 
delivered by a copious F lux  o f  the B elly , profufe 
Sweats which fm ell o f  O pium , with great Itch ing o f  
the Skin. It is moft dangerous to thofe who have a 
weak Stomach and a lax T extu re  o f  the Skin, as it 
renders fom e mad and others ftu p id ; the M ad  have 
a better Chance than the Stupid and Com atofe. A  
ccnftant Ufe o f  Opium  produces a Relaxation and

D ebility
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D ebility o f  all the Parts ; N egligence, L anguor, Un~ 
fitnefs for L abou r, renders the B od y  torpid, the 
M in d  dull and ftupid, unlefs when juft taken ; it de- 
ftroys the A ppetite, hinders D igeftion , brings on the 
D ropfy , T rem blin g  o f  the L im bs, premature O ld - 
A g e , with A crim on y  and Deprivation o f  the B lood . 
W h en  it once becom es habitual, it cannot be left o ff  
w ithout extreme D anger, and intolerable D eje fticn  
o f  M in d . W hen  too large a D ofe  has been taken, 
it w ill be beft to bleed and vom it, i f  the Strength 
w ill permit ; and then to give A c id s , as V inegar, 
the Juice o f  Seville Oranges, Lem ons, or the Spirit 
o f  V itriol or Sulphur properly diluted ; then fharp 
Clyfters, b low in g  likewife a little P ow der o fP e l l i -  
tory or Euphorbium  up the N o fe : T o  thefe add 
Blifters or Sinapifms applied to the Soals o f  the Feet 
and Nape o f  the N e ck ; Scarifications, Burnings, 
pricking and painful Fridlions ; in ffiort, every T h in g  
that ftimulates. T h e  Dofe is from  one Grain to tw o.

Opobalfamum, Balm o f  G ilead. Alpinus inform s us, that 
this either flows fpontaneoufly out o f  the T ree , in 
July or Augiift, or from  Incifions made in it de­
signedly. Firft it is w hitifh, then green, afterwards 
ot the C olour o f  G o ld , and at laft like that o f  H oney. 
W henever this can be obtained, the M eth od  o f  try­
in g  its Purity is this : W h en  a D rop  is let fall into 
a Veffel o f  W ater, it im mediately rifes to the T o p ,  
and expands itfe lf over the w hole Surface like a 
white P ellicle , which w ill concrete foon after, and 
m ay be-taken o ff  w ith the P oint o f  a K n ife , but its 
yellow  C olour w ill be gone. I f  a D rop  o f  Balm  falls 
on C loth  it w ill not fink in , but m ay be waflied o ff 
with warm W a te r ; or, i f  dried on , rubbed o ff  with 
the Fingers. It  has fom ewhat o f  a T urpen tin e 
Sm ell, but is m uch m ore fweet and fragran t; the 
T afte  is bitter, acrid, and aftringent. I f  this can be 
met with genuine, which is very difficult, as was faid 
before in a form er A rtic le , its Efficacy is very great 
in chronic Fevers ; nor can any T h in g  be more pre­
valent againft co ld , vifcid H um ours, and Obftruftions 
o f  the V ifcera, i f  two or three Scruples are taken 
inwardly every D ay . G iven from  twelve D rops to 
twenty, it is excellent in a Gonorrhoea, i f  taken 
every M orn in g  fa ftin g , as alfo fo r  the W hites and 
in  a Dyfentery. It is likewife comm ended fo r  d if .
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cuffing crude T ubercles o f  the Lungs, to incide their 
Infarctions, and in a Phthilis, as it temp'erates the 
A crim on y  o f  the exl'uding Sw um . Hence alfo it is 
g ood  in A fthm as and in Ulcers o f  the K idneys and 
Bladder, provided the U lcer is not ot the eryfipela- 
tous K in d , for  then, as Hoffman obferves, all B al- 
l'ams, R ofins, and o ily  M edicines are h u rtfu l; nor 
w ill it agree better with inflammatory Fevers. Its 
external Ufe againft W ou n d s and Ulcers has been 
univerfally acknow ledged. It may b e  g iv e n  wrapped 
up in Sugar, or difl'olved in the Y o lk  o f  an E g g , and 
m ixed with any proper V ehicle, from  fix D rops to 
h a lf a Dram .

Opopotiax, O poponax. It is a gum m y, rofinous Juice, 
w hich is concreted into Drops o f  the Size o f  a Pea j 
they are o f  a yellowifli R ed  outw ardly, and o f  a 
whitifti Y e llow  inwardly. T h e y  are fat, but brittle ; 
o f  a T afte  intenfely bitter and acrid. T h e  Smell is 
ftrong and a little naufeous. T h e  black and dirty 
are good for  nothing. It is brought from  the Eajl In­
dies. It incides grofs, r ifcid  H um ours, difcuffes 
W in d , and purges without Uneafinefs; whence it is 
g ood  in Difeafes o f  the Nerves and Brain, in the 
P a lfy , E pilep fy , m oift A fthm a, old  C oughs, O b - 
jtruftions o f  the M efentery and Vifcera, and is given 
w ith Succefs in Obftru&ions o f  the M enies. T h e  
Dofe is from  h a lf a D ram  to a D ram . Outwardly it 
foftens and difcufles T u m ou rs, refolves Nodes and 
G an glions.

Origani Folia, the Leaves o f  w ild  M arjoram . T h is  
P lant grow s w ild on dry chalky H ills and gravelly 
Grounds in feveral Parts o f  E ngland, and flowers in 
June. T h e  Leaves and flowery T o p s , in Smell and 
T a fte , fom ewhat refemble T h y m e , w ith w hich they 
leem to agree in m edicinal Virtue. Infufions o f  
them are fometimes drank as T e a  in W eaknels o f  the 
Stom ach, D iforders o f  the Breaft, and fo r  prom ot­
in g  Perfpiration and the fluid Secretions in general. 
T h e y  are fom etim ss ufed alfo in nervine and anti­
rheumatic Baths ; and the P ow der o f  the dried H erb 
as an Errhine,

Oryza, R ice . T h is  Grain is accounted the mildeft and 
moft nutritious o f  the com m on K inds ; it is fup* 
pofed to be particularly ferviceable in Dyfenteries 
and Diarrhseas,

OJlretrum
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OJlreormh Tejla, Oyfter-Shell. T h e y  are abforbent, 
and o f  the fame Nature as other teftaceous M ed i­
cines. T h e  Dofe is-from half a Dram  to a D ram .

O fteocolla, the Bont-Binder. T h is  is o f  a m iddle C on ­
fluence between an Earth and a Stone ; it is white, 
brittle, rough with T u bercles, cruftaceous, ob lon g , 
from  the Bafts terminating in an acute Point. Some 
think it is a petrified R oo t, for  it is always hollow  
in the M idd le . It is found in. fandy and gravelly 
Places. It is faid, but on .what Foundation is hard 
to gucl's, to have a peculiar Virtue in generating a 
C allus, and that.it is. g ood  in the W h ites and in ­
term itting Fever. T h e  Deft is from  one Dram  to 
tw o.

Ovum Gallmaceum, Hens E g g s. E ggs are accounted 
very nutritious, but difficult o f  D igeltion , efpecially i f  
boiled  hard. In  M edicine the Y o lk  is chiefly em ­
ployed as an Intermedium to render refinous Juices 
and Balia ms l'oluble in W ater j the Shells are Ibm e- 
times ufed as A bforbents.

Oxylapathum , Jharp-pointed Dock j the R oot* It enters 
into Coinpofitions for  opening the O bftruftions o f  
the Liver and Spleen ; is recommended in habitual 
Cottivenefs and in fcorbutic and cutaneous M a la ­
dies, in which laft Intention it is alfo applied ex.* 
ternally.
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JDJEonia, M ale  And Female P iony ; the Roots, Flowers, 
and Seed. T h e  M ale is preferred before the Fe» 

m ale. It  is ufed againft C snvulfions, the N igh t-M are , 
Epilepfies, Palfies, the V ertigo, the Vapours, and 
other Dileafes w hich proceed from  the Irritation o f  
the nervous Syftem. T h e  Dofe o f  the R oo t  in P o w ­
der is from  h a lf a Dram  to a Dram  ; in D eco£tion 
from  two Dram s to h a lf an O unce. T h e  Seeds in 
Inftrfion are given from  h a lf an Ounce to an Ounce ; 
in Emulfions from  tw o Dram s to h a lf an Ounce.

Palm a, thz Palm -Oil-Tree •, the O il. T h is  T ree  grow s 
fpontaneoully in Guinea. T h e  O il is as thick as B u t­
ter and as yellow  as G o ld  ; it has an agreeable Smell 
like Orris, and is gained by D eco ffion  from  the F ruit. 
I t  is nfed by the Natives to anoint their Skins, to
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render them fupple and fm ooth. I t  is ufeful to m i- 
tigate the Pains o f  the G ou t and Rheum atifm , to 
ftrengthen the Nerves, to relax C otitraaions, and to 
attenuate cold  Hum ours, outwardly applied.

Panax Heracleum , Hercules's All-Heal ; its G um  called 
O poponax, W h ich  fee.

Fapaveris albi Capita, Succus concretus f iv e  Opium, 
w h i t e  P oppy-H eads, and their concreted Juice called 
Opium  ; which lee. W h ite  P oppy-H eads are o f  the 
fame Nature as O pium , but m ilder. T here  is a Sy­
rup made o f  them by D ecoftion  called D iacodium  ; 
the Dofe o f  which is from  h a lf an Ounce to an

Papaveris erratici Flores, the Flowers ° f  R ed  P opp y , or 
C orn -R ofe . T h efe  are o f  the fame Nature as the 
form er, but m ild er; t h e y  difTolve coagulated B .ood , 
and are ufeful in all Inflammations external and in ­
ternal • they are faid to be a Specific againft the 
P leu r ify ; they are good  in Catarrhs, bleeding at t ie  
N ofe, fpitting o f  B lood , Dyfentery, and overflow ing 
o f  the M enfes. T h e y  may be properly ufed in the 
fame M anner as T e a . T h e  Dofe o f  tne Syrup is from
one Ounce to tw o. , „  , ___.

Papaver N igrum , Black Poppy, the Heads, Seeds and 
I  eaves T h is  is fo called from  the Blacknefs o f  the 
S e e d s ,  and is fow n in Gardens. A  M f a l  A p o th e - 
cary has affirmed, that he ufed the Heads o f  thefe 
and the white Poppies prom ifcuoufly in m aking the 
Syrup, and cou ld  perceive no fenfible Difference in 
their E ffcfts. Quincy, with his ufual A ccu ra cy , fays, 
they grow  w ild araong the C o r n ; w hich fhews, h 
had never read Ray's Synopfis o f  Indigenous Bnti/h

Paralyfts Flores, Cowflip F low ers. T h efe  are faid to 
be  good  againft the ip o p le x y  and P a lfy ; they have 
fom ething o f  a fom niferous or fleepy Q u a lity , they 
fupprefs Vapours, and cure the V ertigo in G irls who 
areirregular in their M enfes. Ray_affirms the Juice 
o f  the H erb and Flowers taken with M ilk  cured an 
inveterate H ead-ach that w ou ld  yield to nothing elfe ; 
and from  Hulfe, that the D ecoftion  o f  the R oots is 
a good  R em edy againft the V ertigo. T h e  Infufion o f  
the F low ers may be drank as T e a . . , ,

Pareira Brava, or Butua ; the Root. T h is  is a haul 
w ood y , crooked R o o t ;  outwardly o f  a dark B iow n ,
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and roHgh with various W rin k les, as w ell circular a? 
lon g itu d in a l; inwardly it is yellow iih , and as it were 
interwoven with various lignous F ib res ; fo r  it it is 
cut in tw o tranfverfly, there are a Num ber o f  con ­
centric C ircles, which are interfered  with a M u l­
titude o f  R ays or Fibres, which run from  the 
Centre to the Circum ference. I f  has no Smell, is 
bitte’ri/h, with a K in d  o f  a fweet T afte  not unlike 
L iquorice, Some o f  thefe R oots are no thicker than 
pne’ s F inger, but others are as thick as a Child ’ s A r m . 
T h e y  are brought from  Brafil. T ak en  inwardly it 
i9 o f  Service }n the Diarrhoea, D y fentery , G o n o r ­
rhoea, W hites , Spitting o f  B lood , and all Haemor­
rhages whatever. It is faid to cure the P leurify and 
Qrnnfey, taken inwardly or applied outw ardly in. 
the Form  o f  a Cataplafm to the grieved P a rt; as 
alfo to be an A ntidote  againft P oifons, the Bites o f  
venom ous Beafts, and poifoned A rrow s . Geoffroy 
has experienced i(:s Efficacy in nephritic Com plaints, 
and in S.uppreffions o f  U rin e ; in w hich the Patient 
has been relieved in an Inftant, and freed fi'om the 
Pain by a copious F lu x  or Urine. H e adds, that it 
cures Ulcers o f  the K idnies and B ladder, w h en  the 
purulent Urine could not be excreted but with great 
D ifficu lty, fo r  it renders the Urine fluid, cleanfes 
the U lcer, and with a little Balfam Capivi quite 
heals it. He tried its Infufion in the moift A fthina 
w ith Succefs, fo r  after a plentiful Expeftoration it 
cured the Pstient. A  W om an had a violent C olic, 
from  an infpiflated grum ous B ile, and an acute Pain 
under the L iver, in the right H ypochondrium  ; her 
Skin was tinged with yellow  in a few  H ours, her 
Stools were white, arid her Urine thick and o f  a 
Saffron C olour. A fter  B leeding, he gave her in an 
H ou r and a h a lf’ s T im e  three Cups o f  the D e co c ­
tion o f  the R oo t. A fte r  the third Cup the Pain went 
off, and by drinking a Cup o f  the fame every fourth 
H ou r, her Stools became yellow , and the C olour o f  
the Urine and Skin was reftored to its natural 
State. W hen  the L iver is tum id, hard, and fchir- 
rous it w ill not fucceed. T h e  Dofe in Subftance is 
from  twelve Grains to ha lf a Dram  ; in D ecoftion  
from  two Drams to three. Note, T w o  Dram s muft 
be boiled in a Pint and a h a lf o f  W ater to  a P int, 
which muft be fweetened with Sugar, and divided 
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into three D ofes, to be given every h a lf H ou r. Note 
a lfo , T o o  large a D ofe  creates a Heat in the K idn ies, 
and m ay endanger an Inflammation.

Parietaria Folia, the Leaves o f  Pellitory o f  the W a ll . 
T h e y  are ufed in em ollient Clyfters, Cataplafms and 
Fom entations. T h e  Juice purges the K idnies from  
Sand and G ravel, and is faid to flop Haemorrhages. 
I t  cleanfes the. W o m b , and is good  in D iforders o f  
the Breaft. T h e  Dofe o f  the Juice is from  two Ounces 
to three.

Pcntaflylli Radix, the R o o t  o f  C inquefoil, or F ive­
leaved Grafs. It  is aftringent, and faid to be good  
in intermitting Fevers, and to prom ote Sweat and 
U rine. B ut it is not depended upon in thefe or any 
other Cafes. T h e  Dofe is from  h a lf a Dram  to a 
D ram , or two Dram s.

Perficaria M itis , D ead Arfm art; the H erb. Tournefort, 
in  the Memoirs o f  the Royal Academy o f  Sciences, 
fays, that this K in d  o f  Arfmart is one o f  the greateft 
Vulneraries that he know s, and that its D ecoftion  in 
W in e  w ill flop the GaBgrene in a furprifm g M anner.

Perfica urens, hot or biting A rfm art; the H erb. T h e  
Leaves have an acrid, biting, pepper-like T afte  j they 
are com m ended as antifeptic, aperient, diuretic in 
Scurvies and Cachexies, humoural A fthm as, hypo­
chondriacal and nephritic Com plaints, and in the 
wandering G ou t. T h e  fre/h Leaves are fometimes 
applied as Stimulants.

Ptrunjianus Cortex, Jefuit’ s B ark. T h e  beft is o f  a 
reddifli or  Cinnam on C olour, o f  an arom atic, bitter 
T a fte , and not very difagreeable ; it fliould be brittle 
when broken with the T eeth  j not v ifcid, nor g lu ti­
nous, nor w o o d y ; m uch lefs old  and d ead ; nor 
Ihould it be infipid, nor adulterated with any other 
B ark tinged with the Juice o f  A lo e s . T h e  Febrifuge 
Q uality o f  this Bark is now  univerfally know n, and 
its peculiar E fficacy in curing intermitting F evers ; 
belides w hich, it ftrengthens the Stom ach, excites
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the A ppetite, helps D igeftion , and difcufTes W in d , 
It  is more efficacious in fine P ow der than in Infufions 
and D eco& ions, and has more happy EfFe6ls in a vinous 
M enftiuum  than in W ater. It fiiould be repeated every 
third or fourth H our, after the Patient has premifed 
Evacuations, fo r  fometimes it is naceifary ta b leed an d  
purge on the well D ays, and then the Operation w ill 
be more fafe and fpeedy, and the Fits not fo apt to 
letuin  ; nor w ill the Patient be lo lon g  in recovering 
his Strength. B ut as the Bark rarifies the B lood  
and enlarges the Pulfe, it is more necefiary to Heed 
than purge, efpecially fince the Bark on the firft D ay  is 
generally a Purgative itlelf. A  D ofe  is to be given as 
loon  as the Fit is over, and repeated five or fix T im es 
in tw enty-four H ou rs ; after the F its ceafe, the P a­
tient muft take four D oles in a D ay fo r  e i°h t Days • 
and then three fo r  another W eek  ; and Tartly two 
fo r  eight D ays m ore. H e muft take no Cathartic 
tor feveral W eek s after, w ithout evident Necelfity. 
and then the Bark muft be repeated; that is, two or 
three D ofes muft be taken in a D ay . N ow , as Mor­
ton has judicioufly  obierved, that intermitting Fevers 
Jie hid under various other C om plaints; i f  thefe 
Com plaints are periodical, the Bark w ill feldom  fail

Morton likewife advifes the Ufe. of* the Bark in the 
D eclenfion o f  the M eafles and S m all-P ox, that is i f  
after the Eruption, the Fever ftill remains, and be­
gins to obferve the T y p e  o f  a continual Rem ittent. 
Monro gives from  ten to forty  Grains in fome rich 
Syrup, 1,1 an aromatic diftilled W ater, every fou r or 
five H ours, in the confluent Sm all-P ox with Petechia; • 
and he afTerts, that it fills the empty Veficles w kb 
M atter, changes the watery Sanies into thick, white 
P us, gradually turns the Petechia; or Spots to a pale 
C olour, and caufes the P ox  to blacken iboner than 
oidinary. It is a com m on O pinion that the B ark 
h u m  the L ungs when Perfons are inclinable t o a

E xternally, when bruifed, it is applied to Buboes and 
m alignant Ulcers. T h e  Pow der o f  the R oot fprinkled 
on Venereal W arts w ill cure them. T h e  D ecoftion  
o f  the dried R o o t  is given from  tw o Dram s to ha lf 
an O u n ce ; o f  thefrefh , from  one Ounce to two.

P etroleum , Rock-Oil-, a Bitum en. T h is  is c f  different 
C o lou rs ; the beft is white and c lear ; the next is the 
y e l lo w ; then the red ; the black is thought to be 
the worft. Barbadoes Tar is o f  a reddifh-black C o ­
lou r, o f  a difagreeable finell, and o f  the Confidence 
o f  com m on T a r . I t  is a Native o f  feveral Countries, 
and either fwims on the Surface o f  Fountains, or di- 
flils from  R ock s, or is found in their C ietts, or even 
rifes from  the Earth. T h e y  are all inflammable, 
readily take fire, and burn quite away.

P inus, the Pine-Tree ; its Fruit and R ofin , T h e  D e - 
co a io n  or Infufion' o f  P in e-T ree T o p s  is fuppcfed 

■ to be very effeitual in nephritic Com plaints, the 
S c u r v y ,  and confumptive. C oughs. T h e  Rofin w hich 
concretcs about the Cones is o f  the fame Ufe.

Piper album, white Pepper.
Piplr nigrum; black Pepper. T h efe  are too well know n 

to need a D efcription. T h e  white is nothing but the 
b lack decorticated by M aceration in W ater. T h e y  
ftrengthen the relaxed Fibres o f  the V ifcera, and 
excite an Ofcillation therein, cheat* the Spirits, at­
tenuate grofs, thick H um ours, and encreafe the M o ­
tion o f  \he B lood . T h e ir  ch ie f U fe is in Coldnefs 
and Crudities o f  the Stom ach, Pains o f  the C olic  from  
a cold Caufe, and a cold  Intern peries o f  the B rain .

T h e fe  Prunes7 ar$ 
em ollient, lubricating, and lax ativ e ; they gently 
loofen the B elly  in coftive Habits, and where there 
is a T en d en cy  to  Inflamm ation ; the Ptilp affords a 1 
ufeful Bafts for  Eleftuariesv

Pruna Syl'vejlria, S lo is. T hefe  have a- very rough au- 
ftere T a lle  ; tile Juice o f  the unripe Fruit infpiflated 
to a proper Conliftence is called Acacia Germanica'j 
and is ufed as an A ftringent.

Prunella, Self-Heal-, the Plant. T h is  Herb is recom ­
mended as a m ild Reftringent and Vulnerary, in 
Spittings of B lood  and other H em orrhages and 
F luxes, and in Gargarifm s againft A p th s  and Inflam ­
m ations o f  the Fauces. ■

, Pfarm ica, Sneeze -wort, Bajiard-Pellitory, or Goofe- 
Tongue y  the R oo t. T h is  may ferve inftead o f  P e l- 
litory ; ail'd being chewed provokes Spittle and cures 
the T oo th -a ch . It  is. called Sneeze-nvort, becaufe 
the Powder o f  the dried Leaves caufes Sneezing.

P-Ulegii Folia, Leaves o f  P enn y-R oya l, or P uddin g- 
G rafs. T h is  is aperitive and hyfteric, and proper 
for  the Difeafes o f  the Breaft and Stomach, for  it is 
good  in Infarctions o f  the L u n gs, and is excellent in 
obftinate Coughs and in inveterate Catarrhs. Boyle 
fays, it is a good  Rem edy for  the Ho op in g -C o u g h . 
Chefieau orders a G lafs o f  the D ecoftion , iweetened 
with a little Sugar, againft Hoarfenefs, taken at 
N ight go in g  to Bed ; it facilitates Expeftoration and : 
helps the A fthm atic; it is prevalent in the V ertigo , - 
and the W hites , as alfo to prom ote the M enfes, - 
haften the Birth arid expel the A fter-b irth .

Lanzoni in 
the German Ephemerides, lays, a large Spoonful o f  the 
D eco£tion o f  'Turneps is good  in all Dileafes o f  the 
Bread, and difficult B reathing, in convulfive and m oift 
A fthm as ; and that it caufes a copious E xcretion o f  
thick, glarious M atter. Elmuller affirms, it m akes 
an excellent G argaiifm  for  the T h ru lh . It is beft to 
bake the T urneps in a deep, earthen Veflel, well 
covered, and then exprefs the Juice fo r  the Purpofes 
above m entioned. T h e  Seed has been reckoned an 
A lexiph arm ic, T h e  Dofe is from  h a lf a Dram  to a 
D ram .

Refina alba, w hite Rojhi, is feldom  or never given in ­
ternally, being chiefly em ployed as an ingredient in 
Ointments and Plafters.

Rhabarbarum verum, true R hubarb. T w o  Sorts o f  
R hubarb are met with in the S h op s ; the firft, gene­
rally reckoned the fineil is imported from  T u rk e y  
and R u flia ; the other is brought from  China in 
Pieces about fou r, five, or fix Inches lon g , and about 
three or  four thick. It is o f  a yellow ilh B row n  on  
the Outlide, but within it is variegated With Saf­
fron -C olou r  and Y e llo w  like a N utm eg. It  is a little 
fungous, o f  a fubacrid, bitterilh and llightly aftrin- 
gent T afte . Its Smell is arom atic bu t n o t  very

agreeable



agreeable. A l l  Phyficians agree, that this R oo t  has 
tw o Faculties ; the one o f evacuating billious H u - 
niou is ; the other o f  Strengthening the Stomach and 
Inteftines by  a gentle A (h 'i£tion. It opens Obstruc­
tions o j the L iver, whence it is called by fom e, the 
Soul or the L iver. It is good  in the Jaundice, D iar­
rhoeas, and W hites , and is faid to k ill W orm s ; it is 
given as a C hologogue and an A lterative, and is an 
excellent M edicine, w hich may be given fafely to 
Infants, A d u lts , old  Perfons, pregnant and childbed 
W om en . H ow ever, when there is great Heat in 
the B lood  and Vifcera, or in febrile D iforders, it is 
not quite fo fafe. Simo?i Pauli fays, too conftant a 
U fe o f  Rhubarb has brought on the V ertigo. It  is 
often chewed and fw allow ed before M eals* to help 
D igeftion  and to ftrengthen the Stomach and Intef­
tines-, as alfo to open Obftru£tions o f  the L iver, 
Spleen and M efentery. T h e  Infufion is given in 
the Cachexies o f  Infants, and to k ill W orm s. T h e  
Dofe is from  half a Scruple to a Dram  ; in Infufion 
tw o D ram s. T oa ftin g  it is ufelefs, fo r  it m ay be 
joined to other Aftringents when neceiTary.

Rham nus Catharticus, "Buckthorn * the Berries. See 
Spina Cer-vina.

R haponticum , the true Rhapontic; the R o o t. T h is  
purges moderately, i f  given in P ow der, from  two 
Dram s to h a lf an O uncc. It is m ore aftringent than 
R hubarb, and is therefore no defpicable R em edy in a 
Diarrhoea or D yfentery.

R h od iu m , Rofe-Wood or Rhodium ; the W o o d . See 
Lignum Rhodium.

R ibefia , Ted Currants. T h e fe  are coo lin g  and anti- 
feptic-, and like the other Sum m er-Fruits, when 
ripe, are ufeful in inflam m atory, bilious> and putrid 
Fevers.

Rorifmarini Summitates, Flore*, the T o p s  and F low ers 
o f  R oiem ary. T h e fe  are ufed to ftrengthen the Brain, 
are good  ugainft the E pilepfy, P ally, and hyfteric 
F its ; as alfo againft Obftru&ions o f  the L iver, Spleen 
and W o m b , caufed by thick, vifcid Hum ours ; for  
they incide and attenuate thefe H um ours, excite' the 
O fcillation o f  the nervous Fibres and reftore their 
relaxed T o n e . T h e y  are good  fo r  the Jaundice and 
the W hites ; ftrengthen the M em ory  and the Sight 
and cure D iforders o f  the Nerves w hich proceed

from
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from  vifcous H um ours. T h e y  have often cured 
iuveterate Diarrhoeas and Leucophlegm atias. T h e  
cITential Oil o f  Rofemary is excellent for  D iforders o f  
the Brain and hyfteric F its. Boerhaave looks upon 
it as the bed: M edicine againft the E pilep fy , and to- 
prom ote the M enfes and the L och ia , when they are 
fuppreffed by  the W eaknefs and A ton ia  o f  the Parts. 
Simon Pauli fays, he has know n fou r or five D rops, 
given in a proper V ehicle, cure Tertian  A g u es , a little 
before a F it, difpofing the Patient to fweat after it. 
T h e  ufual Dofe o f  the O il is* from  fou r D rops to fix ; 
o f  the Conferve o f  the Flowers from  one Dram  to 
Four ; o f  the P ow der o f  the T o p s  from  h a lf a Drain 
to a Dram  ; or the Infufion o f  them inay be drank in 
the M anner o f  T ea .

Roja £>amafcena, the Dam afk R ofe . T h e fe  ferve to 
make a folutire Syrup, and a fimple W a te r ; the firft 
proves a ufeful Laxative to Children in D ofes o f  a 
Spoonful ; the W ater, reckoned m ild ly  cordial, is 
chiefly ufed as a Perfum e.

Rofa rubra, the red R ofe . O f thefe R ofes a Conferve 
is made, which is given in D ofes o f  a Dram or tw o 
diffolved in warm M ilk , in W eaknefles o f  the Sto­
m ach, Coughs, and pthifical Com plaints.

Rubra Tinflorum, M a d d e r ; the Root. T h e y  open O b - 
ftruftions o f  the Vifcera, and refolve congrum ated 
B lood  ; they are good  in the Jaundice, D rop fy , and 
Suppreffion o f  the M enfes. In  the Phitofophical 
'Tranfatfions, and in the Memoirs o f  the Royal Academy 
o f Sciences, w p .  have Inftances o f  their turning the 
Bones o f  A n im als that have fed upon them, red. 
Boerhaave affirms, that Flannel dyed with thefe R oots 
and applied to the naked Skin, w ill eafe the G ou t. 
T h e  Dofe in Pow der is from  half a Dram  to a DraftV; 
in Deco6tion from  half an Ounce to tw o Ounces.

R ubrica Fabrilis, red Oker-, a ferrugineous Earth. 
Its ch ie f Ufe in Pbyfic is in vulnerary and drying P laf- 
ters; but is rarely o t  never ufed in any m edicinal 
Intention am ong us.

R ubus vulgaris, the Bramble or  Blackberry-Bufh ; its 
Leaves and Fruit. Simon Pauli fays, they are aftrin- 
gent, and good  for  an incipient Inflamm ation o f  the 
M ou th  and Fauces, and to heal Ulcers in various 
Parts o f  the B ody. T h e  ripe Fruit are refrelhing and 
proper to quench T h irft,

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Rufctis, Buic/iers-Eroom; the R oot. It is given in the 
Jaundice, D rop iy , W hites , and G ravel. John Bciu- 
hine 'affirms, the m od deplorable Dropfies have been 
cured by the Decoilio-n o f  this R oo t. Similar E f ­
fects in the like Cafes are confirm ed by Ri-verius anil 
Boerhqave. T h is  laft adds, that it likewil'e is good  
fo r  the G ravel, i f  a G la fs o f  the D eco flion  o f  the 
Leaves is given every M orn in g  in W h ite -w in e . TJie 
Dofe o f  the R o o t  in D ecoftion  is from  one Ounce 
to  tw o.

Rut a: Folia, Garden R u e ; the Leases and Seed. T h is  
incides, attenuates, and d ifcu lfes; is proper to pro- 
m ote the M enfes, fo r  hyfteric F its, for  flatu­
lent, and humoral C olics fo r  the W orm s and the 
Bites o f  venom ous Beafts. Herman fays, it is ufeful 
in the moft obftinate chronic and m alignant Difeafes 
efpecially in the P lague, S m all-P ox, M ealies, E p i- 
lepfy, Hyfteric Paflion, and in fleepy Dileales ; ex ­
ternally in  a Gangrene and M ortification. A  P u g il 
o r  tw o, when the Leaves are frelh, infilled in a G lafs 
o f  W in e , or  a Dram  o f  the Pow der, when they are 
d ry , is very proper to prom ote the M enfes, and to 
(lo  Service in hyfteric F its. I f  Children eat a few 
Leaves o f  Rue every D ay  with their Bread and B u t­
ter, when affliiSted with the K in g ’ s -E v il, it is no 
defpicable R em edy, or they may drink fom e o f  the 
Juice. W h en  contagious Difeafes rage, two Spoon­
fu ls, with as m uch generous W in e , is a g ood  P re- 
fervative againft infeftious A i r ; or a G lafs o f  the 
M ixtu re may be taken in the M orn in g , and another 
after D inner. T h e  Conferve is good  in the fame 
Cafes taken with its V inegar, or  with W in e-V in ega r. 
T h e  Dofe o f  the Conferve is from  two D iam s to h a lf 
an O unce in the M orn in g  fa lling.

^Abitite Folia, the Leaves o f  Savine. T h e y  are 
looked  upon as inciding, penetrating and aperi­

tive ; they prom ote the M enfes, haften the B irth, 
and expel the A fter-b irth . Some fay they are too 
forcin g , and caufe A b ortion , and by prom oting a 
Haemorrhage endanger the Lives o f  the Perfons that 
take them. Others affirm that M idw ives, by  g iv in g  
them im properly to haften the B irth , have k illed
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the-unhappy M oth er, Others again, as it ) ay be feen 
in the German Ephemerides, for  173Q, w ill a llow  no 
fuch Pow er to this fiifpefted R em edy. H ow ever it 1$ 
fafeft not to give it in the Suppreffion o f  the M eiifes, 
or a difficult B irth, unlefs there is a L axity  or A tom a  
o f  the Parts. T h e  Dofe o f  the Leaves in P ow der is 
a D ram , in a G lafs o f  W h ite  W in e  ; in_ Infufton 
h a lf an Ounce. Ray fays , the Juice o f  Sam inemijcea 
with M ilk  and fvveetened with Sugar, is an infallible 
M edicine againft the W o rm s, i f  a Spoonful is given 
to Children now  and then. Boerhaane recom m ends 
a Poultice o f  Savine made with the Leaves bruifed 
with Salt, and m ixed with O il-O liv e , for  a ftiff Joint, 
and for  fcald Heads in Children. T h e  Leaves 
bruifed with H oney, and laid to the Navel are good  
for  the W orm s in Children.

Saccharum purijfanurn, double-refined Sugar.
Saccharum rubrum, brown Sugar,
Saccharum caijdum , Sugar-candy., A lm oft  all “ hy- 

ficians recom m end Sugar in D iforders o f  the Breaft 
and L u n g s ; and it is prefcribed to iheath the A c r i ­
m ony o f  Phlegm , and to footh the R oughnefs o f  the 
T h roa t and Lungs. F or  this Purpofe they w ou ld  
hav« L oa f-S u gar, or Sugar-Candy held in the M ou th  
’ till it dilToIves, w hich lin ing the Infide o f  thofe P aits, 
defends them from  the acrid P hlegm . I t  prom otes 
Expe£loration, i f  brought into the Cofififtence o f  Sy­
rup, with Linfeed O il or O il o f  Sw eet-A lm on ds. 
T ak en  any W a y  it eafes Pains in the C olon , allays 
C ough s, cures Hoarfenefs, abfterges U lcers o f  the 
L un gs, promotes Urine, loofens the B elly , and is 
falutary in the Pleurify and Peripneum ony. Boer- 
'haetrdt fays, Sugar is a natural Soap, and is conve­
nient where Laxatives and Em ollients are required, 
and wherever an o ily  A crim on y  is in F a u lt ; for 
being diluted by the H um ours o f  the B od y , it yields 
a faponaceoUs L ixiv iu m  w hich difl'olves all oily  v if- 
cous M atter, and readily refolves but never generates 
Phlegm  ; that it is good  for  the H ot and Plethoric ; 
and contrary to the com m on O pinions neither ii>- 
'creafes nor turns into a B ile, b u t opens, attenuates, and 
divides. T h e  ch ief D anger is, that it w ill relax the 
Solids too m uch, and is therefore hurtful in the 
R ickets and Scurvy. But Pringle, having fou n d  .Su­
gar to be an A ntifeptie , thinks it is a Prcfervativ.e



not on ly  from  the hot Scurvy, but from  putrid D if­
eafes in general, filch as Leprofies, P lagues, peftilen- 
tial Fevers, Dyfsnteries, and the like which were 
form erly  fo frequent. Some have obje& ed, tha't 
there is an acid, corrofive, n ox iiiis  Salt in Suo-ar'; 
and it is acknow ledged that by  Fermentation fuch an 
A c id  may be gained, but not in fuch Plenty as from  
N itre and V itriol j but this does not prove that Sugar 
is noxious on this A c c o u n t ; fo r  the fame may be 
laid o f  Barley W heat; Beer, A le , Bread and W in e . 
.On nie other Hand, an ardent' Spirit may be gained 
from  Sugar, which w ill blunt the moft corrofive, acid 
Spirits, as is evident in the m aking o f  dulcified Spi­
rit o f  N itre ; fo r , i f  it be rightly performed' it w ill 
n ot ferment with an alkalious Salt. Sugar is fo far 
, m  rotting the T eeth , that Slare ufed nothing elfe 
but L oaf-Su gar to keep them vfhite and clean fo r  
m any Y ea rs ; fo r  he was w ell aware o f  the antifeptic 
ro w e r  o f this Subftance, inafmuch as it would preferve 
F low ers, Fruits, R oots , F lefh, ,&c. from  Cbiruptioil
a/ , eryc ° n^ T l ! ? e- SuSar 1,as f'kew ife been accufed- 
c l  Caufing Confum ptions, which is fo far from  being; 
true, that m any reckon Sugar o f  R ofes a Specific in 

êa ê;r r^ at rnany have been cured by this, 
Mantanus, Valeriola, Forejlus, and Ri-verius, are W it -  
nefles. A  confum ptive A pothecary made h im felf io  
m uch o f  it that he alm oft lived upon it, and was' 
cured W ar? m form f u s ,- that a late D uke o f  Beau­

fort did not die ’ till feventy, and yet had eaten above 
a Pound o f  Sugar a D ay  fo r  forty Y ears. A n d  as for 
its ^caufing the Scurvy, it is' vvtll know n that that 
D ifeale appeared long  before the UTe o f  SiK-ar; and 
even now , the' poorer fort o f  People, w ho life leaft 
, ,ug? r’  • m ? re afflifiled with the Scurvy than the 
R ich . T in s  is true alfo o f  com m on Sailors, w ho 
generally eat more fait M eat and lefs Sugar than the 
Officers aboard the Ship, and are m ore fubiefl to 
this dire Difeafe. E xternally, Sugar is a great V u l­
nerary, especially i f  m ixed vvith a little Brandy, for  
then it w ill heal W ou n d s, cleaiffe1 Ulcers, and h im  
der Putrefactions. A  little Pow der o f  Sugar Candy 
~0/ , LL ° a f -Sugar blo<vn into the E ye, w ill diffclve the 
A lb u g o  or Spot on the tranfparent Cornea.

Sasapenum, Sagapenum ; tht  gummy Rofm. T h is  is 
brough t from  Per/ta and the Eaft indies'. T h e  beft

is
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is outw ardly o f  a reddifh Y e llo w , and within fu ll o f  
whitifh or yellow ifh Spots, grows fo ft  when handled, 
and emits a ftrong, andfom ew hat o f  a G arlick  Smell. 
I t  has a b iting,acrid  T a fte , which is a M edium  Be­
tween that o f  Galbanum  and Afl'a Fcetida. It is a 
pow erful A perient, D ifcutient, and> Attenuant, at}d 
not a little abftergent. Hence it is com m ended in 
Difeafes o f  the Breaft arifing from  a thick Phlegm  ; 
as alfo in hard and callous T u m ou rs, particularly o f  
the nervous Parts, and in all Cafes where grols , m - 
fpiffated, coagulated H um ours are to be diffolved 
and attemiated. T h e  Dofe is from  a Scruple to a 
Dram  ; but it is ffeldom given alone. It  is ufeful in 
the A fthm a, D ropfy , O bftrua ions, and T u m ou rs o f  
the Liver and Spleen : In Difeafes o f  the Nerves, 
Spafms, Epilepfy, trem bling o f  the L im bs, and P al- 
fy  ; it promotes "the M enfes, and is faid to k ill the 
Fcetus, wherefore pregnant W om en  Ihould abftain 
from  it. Rolfincius affirms, it has fo great a Pow er 
in rem oving O bfiru ffions, that externally applied it 
'takes away thofe o f  the Vifcera like a Charm ; it 
likewil’e eafes Pains in the Side, and cures the fchir- 
rous D iforders o f  the Spleen.

Sago, Sago. It is made o f  the Pith o f  a T ree  in the 
Eajl Indies, and is eaten there when R ice  is fcarce. 
It  is nourifhing and reftorative.

Satep or Salop ; a Subftance brought from  the eaftern 
Countries, in oval Pieces, o f  a yellowifli white C o ­
lour, fomewhat clear and pellucid, very hard and a l- 
moft horny 5 o f  little or no Sm ell, in T afte  like 
G um  Tragacanth, appears to be the prepares! R oots 
o f  fom e Plants o f  the Orchis K in d . It  is recom ­
mended as a Reftorative and in D efluxions o f  the 
Breaft, and bilious Dyfenteries.

Sal Ammoniacus, Sal A m m on iac. A  neutral Salt, 
chiefly prepared in E gypt, form ed by  the Coalition 
o f  a volatile alcaline Sait with inarine A c id . It is 
given inwardly to incide and attenuate thick vifcid 
H um ours, and expel them by U rine, Sweat, or a D ia - 
phorefis. It is com m ended highly againft intermit- 
m g  Fevers, given to h a lf a D ram , with a Scruple o f  
Crabs-Eyes. A  Scruple or ha lf a Dram  m ixed w ith 
the E xtraft o f  w ild  Poppies is excellent to prom ote 
Sweat and E xpeftoration in Pleurifies. Ufed as a 
G arg le  it is efficacious in the Swelling o f  the U vula
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and T on fils . and in a Palfey o f  the T o n g u e  which 
arifes from  pituitous vifcid H um ours.

Sal Catharticus amarus, Epfom  Salt. T h is  was at firft 
gained from  the mineral Spring at Epfcm, and was 
recom m ended .to the W orld  by. D r . G rew . B ut that 
w hich is now  called Epfom Salt is made from  the 
Bittern which is left after the Coagulation o f  com ­
m on Salt, and is com pofed o f the vitriolic A c id  and 
M agnefia , T h is , how  m uch foeyer defpifed by 
Quincy, has fom e peculiar Properties which are taken 
notice o f  by H o ffm a n w ho obferves, that an O uncc 
o f  W ater w ill im bibe an Ounce o f  this Salt, w hich , 

■as he afferts, is certainly-a very wonderful T h in g  j 
and that i f  you pour highly reftified Spirit o f  W in e  
upon the Solution, the Salt immediately coagulates 
into a folid , firm M afs like Ice . * He adds, that if  
this Salt be put with P ow der o f  Charcoal into a C ru­
cible, it all flies oft w ith a fulphureous F um e, filling 
all the R oom . H ence he concludes, that this Salt, 
confid ing o f  fuch fubtle Parts, is a better Purge than 
all other neutral Salts w h atever; becaufe it infinuates 
deeper into the Coats o f  the Inteftines than any o f  
the reft. I f  it be taken from  h a lf an Ounce to an 
O unce it purges gently, w ithout caufing any C om ­
m otion  o f  the B lood  or hurting the A ppetite, or  
weakening the B ody. It is m uch more fate than 
■ftronger vegetable P urges, efpecially in thofe D if- 
eafes and Bodies, where there is P lenty o f  grofs, te­
nacious H um ours, either in the fit'ft PafTages, or in 
the Ve/Tels.

Sal com m une, common Salt.
Sabmarinus. Sea Salt. T h is  is a perfe&ly neutral Sait, 

com pofed o f  an A c id  denominated from  it the M arine 
A c id j and the mineral A lk a li Natron. Uled moderately 
it hinders too great a Fermentation and Corruption o f  
the A lim en ts , and reftrains the violent Heat o f  the 
F luids o f  the B ody, joins itfe lf to the volatile urinous 
Salts, and changes them into a K ind  o f  Sal A m m oniac, 
abates the Shnrpnefs o f  the H um ours and promotes 
their Depuration by Urine. A d d  to this* that it 
renders the Ofcillations o f  the Fibres more v iv id , by  
a gentle Stimulus 5 whence the FumStions o f  the B ody  
are perform ed with greater Facility . T h e  im m ode­
rate Ufe- o f  Salt, by  vellicating the M em branes, 
m akes the Ofcillation o f  the nervous Fibres too ve ­

hement ;



hem ent; whence a Heat is kindled in the B ody  w hich 
hurts the Ex.ercife o f  the Functions. B y  this M ean* 
likewife the Fluids are rendered too lharp, which 
hindering infepfible Perfpiration, Si. grofs and acrid 
M atter is lodged in the. Skin, and grow s cprroftve ; 
whence the Itch , Sperms, ;a>i,d 9,tlier cutaneous E ru p - 
tiqns, Salte(d IVleats:are far fr o n v being lb innocent 
as Salt itl'elf.

Snl.Gemiaa, S ah G em . T h is  is a foflile Salt, and o f  
the fame Nature as the form er. It is added as a Sti­
m ulus to Clyfters, from  a Drqi)' to ap O unce,

Salvia? Folio, the Leaves o f  com m on Sage.
Salvia hortenlis m inor, Sage ofVertue\  the H erb. Sage 

is juftly looked upon as Cephalic, and to be good  
againft the A p o p le x y , Palfy , and trem bling, o f  the 
Lim hs. It is alfo an anti-hyfteric and prevalent 
againft the Vgp.ours ; it is likewife diuretic and pro­
m otes the M enfes. It is particularly exjellen t in 
cold  Difeafes o f  the Head and Breaft, in Catarrhs, 
the V ertigo, A fthm a, T rem blin gs , P ally , and W e a k - 
nefs o f the Stom ach, It is g ood  in the Phthifi.s, 
Stone and G ou t, ’ tho it w ill nof fubdue them. In 
ftiort, the Virtues o f  this Plantiare fo numerous that 
many have eft.eemed it as a Panacea, or  an univerfal 
M edicine. T here cannpt be a better M eth od  o f  
taking it than the cpm m on, whiefi is, to drink it as 
T ea , Ufed as a G argle it is good  to fallen loofe 
T eeth  from  the Scurvy, in the G u m s.

Satnbuci Flores, Baccte, F olia , C ortex , the Flo^wers, 
Berries, Leaves, and Bark o f  E lder. T h e le  are 
aperitive and purgative. T h e  m iddle Bark is given 
fuppefsfully in the D repfy  ; fo r  which Purpofe an 
Ounce, m ay be put into fix Ounces o f  boilin g  W ater , 
with fifteen G rains o f Salt o f  W orm w ood , and a 
Scruple o f  Cinnamon ; they muft ftanclall N ight on 
the. hot Cinders, and the Colature is a D ofe  to be 
taken in the M orn in g . Hoffman lays, this is good  
in the Jaundice, unlefs the B ody  be too weak, for  it 
dilfolycs the vifcid B ile and brings away Stones from  
the biliary D uels. A n  H andful o f  the young Leaves 
or Buds purges gently. T h e  F low ers put into a Pan­
cake and eaten, are laxative, and bring away the 
Excrem ents almoft infenfibly. T h e  F low ers, when 
dry, are diaphoretic. T h e  R o b  o f  the Ber lies is an 
excellent Diaphoretic j an O unce o f  which diflolved
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in Broth and given in B ed, cures the T oo th -a ch , as 
Hoffman affirms ; efpecially i f  fom e o f  it is difl'olv6d 
in  Beer and ufed as a Gnrgle at the fame T im e  ; this 
h e e a ilsa  Specific. H a lf an Ounce or upwards given 
in  a D yfentery, hath had an excellent E ffeft. It p ro . 
motes Urine as w ell as Sweat. T h e  R o b  and F low ­
ers are highly beneficial in the E ryfipelas; the 
F low ers m ay likewife be powdered and fprinkled on 
the Part nffefted, as Hoffman advifes. Simon Pauli 
afferts, he has eafed the intolerable Pains o f  the G ou t 
by  the A pplication  o f  the m iddle Bark, with great 
Safety. T h e  fame is an excellent and certain R e ­
m edy in Burns.

Sanguis Draconis, D ragon s-B lood  ; the Rojiu. T h is  is 
brought from  the Eaft-Indies-, that is beft which 
confifts o f  pure clean D rops, o f  an obfcure red C o ­
lou r, and when powdered o f  a fine C r im fon ; it is 
w ithout T afte  or Smell, unlefs when k indled, and 
then the Fum e is fubacid, not unlike Benjam in. 
T h e  genuine Sort w ill not difiolve in W ater, but in 
Spirit o f  W in e  and o ily  Subftances. It thickens,

■ dries and binds, and is g ood  in the B lood y  F lux and 
all Haemorrhages 5 as alfo in internal U lcers, given 
from  h a lf a Dram  to a D ram .

to be burnt in a C rucible, and the D ragon s-B lood  
muft be powder£d: and added to it. T h is , he fays,

- never fails in Haemorrhages o f  the W o m b , whether 
to  correct the frequent Return o f  the M enfes, or  
their too great A bu ndance, or to ftop the F lood in g  
o f  W om en  with C hild , or to moderate the F lux  o f  
the L och ia . In the W h ites  it has likewife furpri- 
iing Succefs. In  violent Bleedings he gives h a lf a 
Dram  every H o u r ; and three Dram s or h a lf an 
O unce feldom  fail to ftop the F lux .

Sanicula, or Diapenfia, Sanicle; the H erb. T h is  is 
good  againft Sp itting . o f  B lood , overflow ing o f  the 
M enfes, in the W h ites , B lood y -F lu x , and Hcem or- 
ihages o f  all K in d s. It may be either drank as T e a ,

or two or three Ounces o f  the J u ic*3n?y  be given for 
a Dole. T h is  is likewife g ood  fo r  internal U lceis 
accom panied with a flow Fever. T h e  Leaves bruifed 
and applied to W ou n d s  cure them without Suppura­
tion. Ray declares, many Children have been cured 
o f  the Exoir.phalos, Protuberance or ftrutting o f  the 
N avel, by a Poultice o f  this H erb , kept on d o le  with
a Bandage. ■ : _■

S a n ta lu m  album , white Sanders ; the W o o d .
Santalum citrinum , yellow  Sanders ; the W o o d .
Santalum rubrum, red Sanders ; the Wood. O f thefe 

W o o d s  the yellow  is more inciding than the wlnte, 
and the red is more aftringent than both. T h e y  are 
recom m ended to ftrengthen the Heart, open O b - 
ftruaions o f  the L iver, and to reftore the T o n e  ot 
the Vifcera. Ri-vems recom m ends their D ecottion  
in the B eginning a C onfum ption, in thin, fait C a­
tarrhs,' and in Bleedings proceeding tram the Heat 
o f  the B lood . T h e  Dofe o f  the yellow  in Subftance 
is from  a Scruple to a Dram  ; o f  the red to two 
D ra m s; in D ecoa ion  h a lf an O u n ce ; or you m ay 
take two Ounces o f  the red and yellow  Sanders, arui 
let them fteep tw enty-four Hours in a Quart o f  W a ­
ter, and then boil them to a P int. T h is  may ferve 
fo r  com m on D rink,

Santonicum, Worm-Seed. T h is  is good  againft W orm s 
o f  all K in d s, difcufles W in d ,, and provokes an A p ­
petite. T h e  Dofe is from  a Scruple to a D ram , in 
any proper V ehicle. Some give it to Children in 
T reacle  or M oloflus.

Sapo albus, H iipanicus, w hite Spanifh Soap.
■Sapo durus, hardSpanifh Soap. T h is  lubricates greatly, 

attenuates, thick, grofs, glutinous, H um ours, chifolves 
vifcid B ile that plugs up the biliary Du6ts and cures 
the Jaundice. A s"it  readily m ixes with all K inds o f  
Subftances, it is very efficatious in opening all O b -  
ftruflions o f  the Vifcera and other Parts o f  the B od y . 
It  prom otes Urine, ciiflqlyes and expels the G ravel, 
and taken to an Ounce in a D ay , with three Pints o f  
S hell-L im e-W ater, it diffolves the Sone in the B la d ­
der. In com m on Cafes, Botrhaave gave a Dram  or 
two in a D ay ; Sylvius, the Quantity o f  a N utm eg 
fo r  a Dofe ; but there is no D anger in g iv ing it m ore 
freely. T h e  Daughter o f  Count de Pas was cured 
o f  an Epilepfy by taking Alicant Soap before the F it.

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T h e  Violence o f  the Fits climinifhed daily, and in 
thirty D ays, (lie was quite cured, and continued w ell 
ever after. Hoffman fays, Venice Soap difiblved, is a 
ui'eful Clyfter when Children are m uch griped from  
acid, green, corrofive Stools.

Sapo mollis, com m on foft Soap.
Sapo-niger, black Soap. T h is  w ill cure burns i f  ap­

plied before the Skin rifes in a Blifter. A noin ted  
upon the Part, it cures L ice o f  all Sorts.

Sarcocollar, Sarcacol, the gummy Rofin. T h is  is a Very 
fm all tear, in little Grains like very l'mall G ravel, 
o f  a whitifh Y e llow , with a M ixture o f  fome that are 
reddilh. It  is o f  a bitterilh 1'w eetTalte but l'omevvhat 
n au feou s; it is clam m y between the T eeth , w ill d if- 
folve in W ater, and being held to the Candle boils a 
little at firft, but at length breaks out into a clear 
F lam e. It is brought from  Per/ia and Arabia. T h e  
internal Ufe is fulpe&ed ; but outw ardly, dilTolved 
in Affes or B rea ft-M ilk , it is good  for  Inflamm ations 
and F luxions o f  the. E yes, which it cures by  Iheath- 
m g  the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours. It  cleanfes con - 
folidates and cicatrifes W ounds.

Saponaria, common Soapvjort; the H ero and R oo t. 
T h e  ch ief Ul'e o f  this is external, for  the Itch and 
U lcers. T h e  R oots are ufed by the German Phyfi- 
cians in venereal M aladies, and are fuppofed to" be 
fimilar, and even fuperior to thofe o f  Sarlaparilla.

%iirfaparillx Radix, the R oo t  o f  Sarfaparilla. T h is  is 
brought from  N ew  Spain and Brajil. It confilts o f  a 
great N um ber o f  flender R oots o f  the T h icknefs o f  a 
G oo fe -Q u ill, hanging from  one H ead, w hich arc 
flexible, w ith longitudinal Furrows, and w ill rea­
d ily  fplit into fm all Strings. W ith in  is a white 
m ealy Subftance w hich may be eaiily rubbed fmall 
between the Fingers. It has a clam m y, bitterilh, 
but not difagieeable T a f t e ; the Heart is w ood y , 
tough , and not eafdy broken ; the Bark is brownilh 
o r  alh -coloured. It is a Sudorific, and attenuates 
and divides thick, grofs H um ours. I t  is m uch 
efteemed in the French P o x , G ou t, Catarrhs, Paliies, 
and all chronic Difeafes ariiing from  thick , grofs 
H um ours ; and all preternatural obftinate T u m ou rs ; 
as all'o againft all cutaneous Difeafes and Ulcers. It 
is thought to prom ote a more copious Sweat than 
Cjiina or G ua iacum , It  is feldom  given in Sub­

ftance ;
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fiance ; in D e co a io n  -it m ay be given to the Quantity
o f  three Ounces a D ay . ■

Sajfafras; the R o o t  and Bark ot the R o o t . I t  is a 
light, fpun gy  R oot, with fungous B ark, afh -co- 
loured on the outfide, and o f  a ferruginous C olour 
w ithin. T h e  T afte is acrid, fweetifh, and fpicey, 
and o f  a fragrant Sm ell. It  is brought from  Virgi­
nia, Erafil and other Parts o f  America. It fh init­
iates and promotes infenfible Perfpiration, Sweat, and 
U rin e ; it incides and refolves grofs, tliick H um ours, 
and is prevalent again ft the C a c h e k y ,  G reen-Sic 
riels and D r o p fy ; It is good  in the Palfey co ld  ca­
tarrhal D iforders, and affuag.es the Pain ot the G ou t. 
I t  is ul'eful in venereal Dileafes. I t  is an excellent 
T h in s , according to Boerhaave, when Nature is lo 
languid as not to be able to expel the m orbific M a t­
ter by  Sw eat; in the cold  F it o f  an A g u e ;  in a 1 e< 
ripneum ony after Suppuration; in a V om ica 1 u l- 
m onalis, and in M adnels. T h e  Dofe m  P ow der is 
a D ra m ; but it is feldom given in Subftance; in ln -  
fufion or D ecoftion  it is taken from  half an Ounce to 
tw o Ounces. It  is generally drank like T e a .

Satureia, S a voiy ; the H erb. T h is  is good  fo r  a co ld  
Stomach j and its Infufion prom otes E xpectoiation  
o f  thick, vifcid Hum ours which flu ff up the L ungs ; 
it is likewife good  in the A ttacks o f  them oift A fthnia. 
It is beft drank as T e a .

Satyrio M as, Male Satyrion, Orchis or D ogftones ; the 
R o o t . Some cry this up for  its wonderful EfSeas in 
Cafes o f  Im potency ; and that it ftrengthens the M e ­
m ory, difpoies th e 'W om b  to Conception, and is not 
to be defpifed in the D yfentery. T h e  Dofe in  Sub­
ftance is a Dram . . 

Saxifraga alba, w hite Saxifrage \ the H erb. T h is  hath 
a refolvent and detergent V irtue, prom otes U iine and 
the M enfes, brings away the G ravel, and is g o o d  in 
the Strangury. T h e  Dofe is a H andful or a H and­
fu l and a H a lf in Infufion . - 

Saxifraga vulgaris, Meadow Saxifrage j the H erb and
Seec*-

Scabiofa vulgaris, common Field-Scabious,  ̂ or double-  
flow ered Scabious 5 the H erb. It  is aperient, d ifcu - 
tient, attenuar.t, abftergent, and fubaftringent 5 it 
prom otes Sweat, and expels M align ity  through the 
Pores o f  the Skin j it blunts the Points o f  Salts, in ­

cides



cides thick, vifcid H um ours in C oughs and A fth im s, 
prom otes E xpeftoration, cleanfes Ulcers and cures 
the Iteh ; it is g ood  againft W orm s, and ftops the 
F lux  o f  the Piles. Externally, it is ufed' in almoft 
all Difeafes o f  the Skin. T h e  Dofe o f  the depurated 
Juice is from  two Ounces to three ; o f  the Heib in
Decoftion from  tw o H andfuls to three.

Scammomum, Scamm ony ; the gummy Rofm. T h is  is a 
concreted Juice, and is brought from  Aleppo and 
Smyrna, but the form er is beft. It fhould be chofen 
clear, brittle, light, and o f  a greyiih black ; it 
fliould bite the T o n g u e  when touched with it, and 
turn white and m ilky. It is frequently ufed to purge 
b iliou s, pituitous and ferius Hum ours from  the re­
m ote Parts, and is beft for  co ld  ferous B o d ie s ; it 
is alfo good  in A gu es and Crudities, i f  the Patient is 
robuft and at M a n ’ s, Eftate ; but it is n o t  proper for 
Infants, pregnant W om en , the W eak , in burning 
Fevers, nor in hot D ifeafes and Conftitutions. W h e n  
corre£ted with the Fumes o f  Sulphui it is called D ia- 
pridium. T h e  Dofe is from  ten Grains to twelve.

Sclioenan thus, Camel's Hay ; the Plant, with the F low er. 
T h is  is a Stalk with Leaves, apd fometimes with 
F low ers, o f  a red Carnation C o lo u r ; it is brought 
from  Arabia, and is dry , ftifF, clean, fm ooth , ex ­
cept where knotted, about a F oot lon g , filled with 
a fungous Pith, and is not unlike Burley-Straw. 
T h e  C olour at the R o o t  is pale or yellow ifh , and 
near the T o p  green, or inclining to a Purple. T h e  
T a fte  is warm , fubacid , o f  a fpicey bitter, but not 
d ifa°reable, 1'omewhat like Pennyroyal but m uch 
ftronger; the Smell is very fragrant, and is^a M e - 
dium°between that o f  Pennyroyal and R ofes. Its chief 
Ufe amonej the M oderns is againft Obftru£hons o i the 
V ifcera, particularly the L i « r ,  Spleen and W o m b  ; 
in  the Inflation o f  the Stomach, V om iting, H icctip- 
in g , and Difficulty o f  Urine. T h e  Dofe m  Pow der 
is a D ra m ; boiled  in W in e  or W ater tw o Dram s. 
Some aeckon it a Specific in Ulcers of the Bladder.

Scilln, Squill o r S e a -O n io n the R pot. T h e y  are to be 
chofen frefh, plum p, found, and full o f  Juice T h e y  
have the fame Virtues as Arum, but are much more 
acrid ; they are atter.uant, aperient, difcutient and 
diuretic. T h e ir  principal Ufe is to open Obftruc- 
tions o f  the L iver, Spleen, and biliary D u fts . T h e y
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are excellent in Difeafes o f  the L ungs caufed by  a 
thick, vifcid P hlegm , which fluffs up the Bronchia 
and hinders Expectoration. Hence it perform s W o n ­
ders in the Paroxyfm s o f  the moift A fthm a,' in a fu f- 
focating Catarrh, and in a D ifpolition  to a D rop fy . 
T h e y  have feldom  been ufed but in Infufion in V i­
negar, w hich they render em etic, which m ixed with 
H on ey  and boiled to the Confidence o f  a Syrup, is 
called Oxymel o f Squills. B ut they are now  given 
in Pow der with very great Succels, in D iforders o f  
the Breaft arifmg from  grofs Phlegm , in the C a­
chexy, Oedema, D ropfy , Jaundice, Quartans, in ­
durated G lands, and other chronic Difeafes. T h e  
Dofe o f  the Pow der is from  fou r Grains to tw e lv e ; 
o f  the V inegar for  a V om it, from  one Ounce to 
three ; o f  the Oxym el to incide grofs H um ours, from  
tw o Dram s to an O unce. T h e  Pow der is generally 
diuretic, but fometimes vomits and purges. Squills 
have one Property not taken N otice o f  by  A u th ors. 
I f  you handle them after they are cut to p ieces, and 
then touch any Part o f  your B ody  with your F ingers, 
it w ill make it itch intolerably.

Scordii Folia, the Leaves o f  W ater-G erm ander. T h is  
is highly elleenied as a great A lexipharm ac in the 
Sm all-P ox and M eafles, in m alignant, contagious, 
and peftilential F evers; it is alfo praifed in Catarrhs 
o f  the Breaft, obftinate C oughs, internal U lcers, 
Loofeneftes and the B io o d y -F lu x ; in the Stone, 
D ropfy , Suppreffion o f  the M enfes, and the Bites o f  
venom ous Beafts. It  is beft ufed in the M anner o f  
T e a :  Some give the Pow der from  a Dram  to tw o 
D ra m s; or the Juice from  half an Ounce to an 
Ounce.

Scincorum Ventres, the Bellies o f  Skinks. T h e y  are 
ufed in m aking M ithridate.

Scorzonerct, Vipers-Grafs; the R oo t. T h is  excites 
Urine, ftrengthens the Stomach, promotes Sweat and 
the M en fes ; it is cfteemed fo r  its good  E ffefts in 
the Sm all-P ox and Plague, and for  refilling P oifons. 
hocrhaavc w ou ld  have Perfons that are afraid o f  b e - 
ing poifoned, take three Ounces o f  the Juice o f  this 
R o o t  every M orn in g  ; and recommends it as an ex ­
cellent R em edy in hypochondriac Difeafes and O b - 
ftruflions or the V ifcera. Sw/on Pauli fays, he has 
cured Obftruftions o f  the L iver with it,; as alfo ob -

ftinate Jaundices, and Dropiies when they are not 
confirm ed. T h e  Dofe of* the Pow der is from  half a 
D ram  to a Dram  : In  Infufion from  two P ugils to 
fou r. But Boerhaave fays, you lliould only bruife 
them, and by  pouring B arley-W ater upon them, 
and beating them together, extraft the Virtues^

Scrophularia vulgaris, common knobby-rooted Figw ort; 
the Herb and R o o t. T h e  Leaves are em ollient and 
refolvent, detergent and vulnerary ; they are praifed 
fo r  their Efficacy againft the K in g ’ s E vil, and the 
Pains o f  the blind Piles. T h e  Dofe o f  the R o o t  in 
P ow der is a Dram  ; o f  the Leaves in D ecoA ion  from  
tw o P ugils to fou r. E xternally, a Poultice o f  the 
frefh Leaves, as it is affirmed, w ill cure the K in g ’ s 
E vil in fix W eek s, i f  applied before the Swellings are 
broken. T h e  Juice o f  the Leaves w ill cleanfe the 
fou left, nay, even cancerous Ulcers.

Scrophularia, A qu atica  m ajor, Water-Fignvort or IVa- 
ter-B'etony ; the Leaves. T h is  has much the fame 
Virtues as the form er. i - >

Sebeften, the Sebefien. It is a K in d  o f  Plum  w hich 
grow s in Enypt and Afia. T h e  com m on Ufe o f  it is 
to blunt the A crim on y  o f  fait Hum ours ; particularly 
Til C oughs, D ifficu lty  o f  Breathing, P leunfies, In* 
flamm ations o f  the Lungs* Hoarfenefs, and Heat o f  
U rine. T h e  Dofe is from  twelve Grains to twenty 
in D »co£H or, taken feveral T im es a D ay .

Secale, R ye ; the Seed. M an y  make Bread o f  this 
C orn , or m ix it w ith W h eat fo r  the fame Purpofe, 
w h ich  fom e are very fon d  o f  even in London. I t  is 
not lb nourifhing as W heat, and agrees belt with 
Perfons o f  ftrong Stom achs. It  is laid to keep the 
B ody open, and is good  fo r  thofe w ho are fubjeft to 
the Piles, Giddinefs in the H ead, and Palpitation o f  
the Heart. T h e  M eal is applied in Poultices to d if- 
cufs T u m ou rs and eafe Pain. Some ufe it in Bags 
to eafe the Pain o f the G ou t. _ .

Sedum majus, Houfc Lock ; the H erb. T h is  is very 
coo lin ,' and-fom ew hat aftringent. It: principal in ­
ternal U fe-¥?i. bilious Fevers. It  quenches T h ir ft  
and Slav's Heat. Boerhaa-ve recom m ends this in 
burn^iisT"Fevers and Inflammations which threaten a 
G arii’ ferie, and in all Cafes wherein the Heat is ex - 
ceffive. F or thefe Purpofes he w ou ld  have the Leaves 
deeped in W ater. In  fome Parts o f  Africa they give
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ten Ounces o f  the Juice, in a B Iood y -F lu x , with Suc- 
cefs. Etmuller fays, when the T o n g u e  is exceffively 
d ry  and chopped, in burning Fevers, i f  the Juice is 
applied to the Parts, without fw allow ing  it, it w ill 
coo l and heal them. Apinus mentions a M an  w ho 
had a running, ichorous U lcer in his L eg  fo r  above a 
Y ea r , which w ould yield tQ no Rem edies ; at laft, he 
fprinkled the P ow der o f  dried H ou fe-L eek  thereon, 
which cured it in tw enty-four H ours, to the A lton ifh - 
ment o f  all.

Seneka, Rattle-Snake-Root. T h is  has been found e f-  
feftual againft the Bite o f  a Rattle-Snake ; as alfo in 
Inflamm ations o f  the Pleura and L u n gs . I f  the P a­
tient is plethoric and has a Fever, he muft, bleed in 
the A n n  oppofite to the pained Side, to ten O unces. 
I f  there is a Pain in both Sides, bleed in the A n c le  ; 
then three Spoonfuls o f  the fo llow in g  T in ftu re  muft 
be taken every fixth H our, g iv ing  the firft Dofe im ­
mediately after bleeding, and continuing (lie R em edy 
’ till there is a Rem iflion o f  the Symptons. T a k e  
three Ounces o f  R attle-Sn ake-R oot, and an O unce 
and a ha lf o f  W ild  Valerian ; pound them together 
in a M ortar, then add a Quart o f  good  old  Sack ; 
digeft them fix H ours in a Sand-H eat, in a c lo fe  
Veflel, and then decant the T in ftu re  fo r  U fe. T h en  
take filteen D rops o f  Balfam Capivi, and as m any o f  
Sal Volatile O leofum , and give them in a convenient 
V ehicle every fecond H ou r, between the D ofes o f  
the T in ftu re . T h e  V ehicle may be a D ecoftion  o f  
three Ounces o f  the R oots o f  M arflnnallow s, boiled  
in a Quart o f  W ater to a P int. T h irty -five  G rains 
o f  the R o o t  may be given in Pow der, but it is not fo  
efficacious as the T in ftu re . I f  the Patient has been 
ill fome D ays before the T in ftu re  is ufed, the B a l- 
fam muft be continued tho’  he feems m uch m ended. 
I f  the Fever does not remit, B leeding muft be re­
peated the fecond D ay : B i t  there is feldom  O ccafion 
ior  it. Sometimes this R em edy w ill piir^e and v o ­
mit which m ay be (lopped with the tcftaceous P o w ­
ders, or twelve G rains o f  Salt o f  T artar. In  ner­
vous Fevers which imitate the Pieurify o r  P erip - 
neum ony, the F infture is alone fuflicient fo r  the 
Cure.

Setlee Folia, the Leaves o f  Sena. Sena A le x a n d r ia ,  
Alexandrian Sena, T h is  is a very com m on and a 
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fafe Purge ; it carries o ff th ick , grofs H um ours, and 
is good  in M elan ch oly , the E pilepfy, and all D if­
eafes o f  the Skin. It 'is apt to gripe, and is there­
fore  correfted w ith Carminatives or alkaline Salts. 
T h e  Dofe in Subftance is from  a Scruple to a D ram , 
bu t this is feldom  prefcribed. In  Infufion or a flight 
D ecoftion  it is given from  a D ram  to h a lf an 
Ounce.

Sepia, the Cuttle-Fi/h ; the B one. It is a white tefta- 
ceous Subltance, a little convex on both Sides ; the 
upper is a little hard, the low er fungous, rough and 
brittle. It grows on the Back o f  the Fill), and taftes 
a little Saltifh, but lias no Smell. It is given in the 
benign Gonorrhcea, the W h ites and other Fluxes. T h e  
Dofe is from  one Scruple to tw o. Junker juttly ob - 
ferves, there is D anger in flopping Fluxes ot any Sort 
b y  this M edecine, unlels proper Remedies have been 
prem ifed. Some ufe the Pow der to clean the T eeth .

Serpentaria Virginian* Radix, V irginian Snake-R oot. 
T h is  is a fibrous, (lender, light R o o t ; brown exter­
n a lly , and yellow ifh w ithin. T h e  fmell is fragrant 
and, arom atic, and the T afte  fubacrid and bitteriih. 
I t  is diuretic, diaphoretic and ajexipharm ic. It kd ls 
W o rm s  and expels the verminous P utrefa flion . B e- 
fides, it has a febrifuge and antihyfteric V irtue, and 
is often prefcribed in molt K.inds o f  F eveis, e fpe­
cia lly  the m alignant Sort It is very ufeful in n e i- 
vous and paralytic Cafes which proceed fio m  cold  
pituitous H um ours. T h e  Dofe is from  half a Scruple 
to  a Scruple ; o f  the Infufion o f  an Ounce in a Quart 
o f  Brandy, the Dofe is a G lafs.

Serpyllum , the common Mother o f Thyme; the H erb . 
A  fmall creeping Plant com m on on Heaths and dry 
Pafture-G rounds. Its T a fte , Sm ell, and m edicinal 
Virtues are fimilar to thofe o f  T hym e, but w eakei.

Sefeli, Siler M ontanum , com m on Hartwort.
Sefeli M aflilienfe, French Hart’uiurt-, the Seed. T h e  

Seeds and R oots o f  both thefe Plants have an agree­
able aromatic Sn;ell and T a fte , but are neverthelels 
very little regarded in Practice.

Senjuih Ovillum , Sheeps-Suet, ferves to give a C onfl­
uence o f  an U nguent to Oils and the m ore fluid re- 
finous Subftances.

Simarouba, the Bark o f  an unknown T re e , brought 
from  Guiana, in long  Pieces, o f  a yellow ifh white C o ­

lou r,
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'lour, light, tough, and o f  a fibrous T extu re , ftrongly 
recom m ended by feveral foreign Phyficians, as an 
efficacious R em edy, in certain D yfentenes o f  the 
feroos, bilious, b lood y , and m ucous K in d . T h e  Dofe 
is faid to be two Dram s boiled in a Quart o f  W ater, 
to  a Confum ption o f one T h ird , divided into fou i 
D ofes, and taken warm at Intervals o f  three H ours.

Siuapis Semen, M uftard-Seed. T h is  attenuates grofs, 
v ifcid  H um ours, and greatly flimulates the-urinary 
Palfages. It is very ufeful in all Difeafes proceeding 
from  tough Phlegm , and Crudities in the firftPaffages j 
ill 'obftinate A l l ie s ,  hypochondriac D i folders, A f -  
fe a io n s  o f  th e ‘ Spleen, the Jaundice, D ropfy , C a ­
chexy, G reen-Sicknefs, moift A fthm as, cold  C a ­
tarrhs, and fleepy D ifeafes.

A p p lied  outw ardly it 
is good  for  the H ip -G o u t ; i f  laid to the Feet with 
H orfe-Radifli, in Fevers with a D elirium , it relieves 
the Head. T h e  expreffed Oil is ferviceable in the 
Rheum atifm  and Palfy , i f  the Part affeaed is 
anointed therewith. T h e  ufual Dofe is from  half a 
Dram to a D ra m ; but, D r . Bales, as I  have feen 
in a M anufcript o f  his, orders a Spoonfu l o f  the 
bruifed Seed to be taken every D ay fo r  a M on th  t o ­
gether, in fleepy and paralytic D illem pers, drinking 
a Draught o f  Beer after each D ofe .

S igillum  Solom onis, Solomon's Seal-, the R oo t. T h is  
is feldorn taken inwardly, but applied outwardly it is 
good  in Bruiles, and the black  and blue M arks 
arifing therefrom , which it is faid to take away in  a 
N ight’ s T im e .

Solanum vulgare, common Night-Shade; the H erb and 
Berries. It cools exceffively ; whence fom e ufe it 
externally in the Eryfipelas, Pain in the H ead, S w ell­
ing o f  the G lands behind the Ears, and the Swelling 
o f  the Piles. B ut this is no radical C ure, and may 
be attended with bad Confequences

Solanum Lethale, Deadly Night-Shade. T h is  taken in ­
wardly is poilbnous, efpecially the Berries, w hich 
induce Sleepinefs, a Lethargy, and M adnefs. E xter­
nally it is applied to the Breads to foften hard T u ­
m o rs ; and it is faid to cure thofe o f  the cancerous 
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S o r t ; but it m ud be ufed with great C ircum /pee- 
tion.

Sophia C hirurgorum , Flix-lVeed ; the Seed. It is dry­
ing and binding, and flops Loofenefs, the B lood y - 
F lu x , and the M enfes. T h e  Dofe o f  the Seed is 
from  h a lf a Dram  to a D ram . Herman fays, it pro­
motes Urine and expels G ravel.

Sorbus Sylvedris, the S^uicken-Tree ; the Bark.
Sperma Ceti diHum, Sperma C e t i; fo called. I t  is got 

out o f  th * Brain o f  a W h a le , called the Parm afitty- 
W h a le . T h e  Brain is boiled in a L ixiv iu m  o f  P o t- 
A flies till all the H um idity is extra&ed, and it 
changes into a thick Confidence like Soap, w hich 
they put in to fuitable Pots till it is c o ld ;  then they 
m elt the folid M afs over again, and when it is co ld , 
they cut it with K n ives into thin Flakes. It is ufed 
in acrim onious Catarrhs o f  the B read, C oughs, A fth - 
mas, Heat o f  Urine and the Gravel ; nor does it 
want Efficacy in the P leurify and Inflammation o f  
the L un gs, i f  feafonably taken. It has an anodyne 
V irtue, allays Spafms, eafes C olic  Pains, Pains o f  
the Joints, fpafm odic Pains o f  the A b d om en , and 
diifolves congrum ated B lood . It is excellent in the 
fuffocating Catarrh, i f  the Patient firft o f  all is let 
B lood . It is likew ife good  in the Hyfteric Paffion, 
and to attenuate coagulated M ilk  ; as alio to cure all 
internal U lcers, and to reflore the M u cu s o f  the 
B ow els when abraded in Diarrhceas and Dyfenteries. 
O utw ardly, it refolves the hard T u m ou rs o f  W om en ’ s 
Breads ; and ufed in T im e  prevents the P itting o f  the 
Sm all-P ox by deftroying the A crim on y  o f  the hard­
ened Pudules. M ixed  with Oil o f  T artar it is a C o f- 
m etic, and takes away Spots from  the Skin and ren­
tiers it clear. T h e  Dofe is a D ram . It  may be taken 
in a B olus, or in hot Broth, or vtith a pefloral Sy­
rup, or may be reduced into P ow der with Sugar.

Spina alba, the 'ankite Thorn or Hawthorn ; the F lowers 
and Berries, have been form erly recom m ended in 
nephritic Cafes, but at prefent are accounted inftg- 
nificant.

Spina Cer--vin<e Bacca, Buckthorn Berries. T h e fe  purge 
bilious and ferous H um ours, and are good  in the 
C achexy, D rop fy , and other D ifea /ts o f  the like 
K in d . T h e  Dofe o f  the ripe Berries is from  ten to 
tw enty. W hen  they are dried and reduced to P o w ­

der,
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der, a Di'am and a half. T h is  E xtraft is given from  
h a lf an Ounce to fix D ram s, and the Syrup from  one 
Ounce to two.

Spirilus vinofushaificatus, reftifi'ed Spirit o f  W in e .
Spiritus vinofus ti/iuior, the fame Spirit m ixed with one 

h a lf W ater. T h is  is com m only called p roo f S p ir it ; 
the belt is made o f  French B ran d y ; but for  com m on 
Ufes a M elaffes Spirit will do well enough. See 
Vitis.

Sponeia, Spunge. T h is , when burnt, has been given 
o f  late in the K in g ’ s E vil with Succefs, T h e  Dofe 
is ha lf a Dram M orn in g  and E vening. Some get 
the moft gritty Spunges they pollibly can, and dry 
them in an Oven ’ till "they are fit to powder. Turner 
gave a Spoonful o f  this N ight and M orn ing .

Staphyfagria, Staves-A cre ; the Seed. T h is  vomits 
and purges, and is fo hot and pungent that it burns 
the T h roat and almoft ftrangles the P atient; where­
fore its internal U fe is not fafe. Some fprinkle the 
Pow der o f  them on the Head to k ill Vermin.

Stannum, T in . T h is  is the lighted o f  all M etals, and 
is, w ith regard to G o ld , as 3 to 8. It melts readily, 
and may be reduced into a whitifh C alx . T h is  was 
feldom  given inwardly, but the F ilings are now  pre- 
fcribed often for  the W orm s. T h e  Dofe is fronj a 
Scruple to a Dram . Some m ix it with the fame 
Quantity o f  Red C oral, and give a Dram  o f  the M ix ­
ture in the Conferve o f  Sea W orm w ood . D r. Aljion 
gives h a lf an Ounce in two Ounces o f  T rea cle . It 
cures the Pain o f  the Stomach caufed by W orm s im ­
m ediately, but the W orm s do not com e away ’ till 
fom e D ays after. It kills the T a p e -W o r m ,

Stachas Arabica, French Lavendar ; the Flow ers. It  
grow s naturally in the fouth Parts o f  France and in 
Spain. It is reckoned good  in cold  D iforders o f  the 
Head and Nerves, promotes the Urine and M enfes, 
and refills Poifons. T h e  Dofe is from  h a lf a Dram  to 
a Dram  ; in Infufion from  tw o Pugils to ha lf a 
H andful.

Styrax calamita, Storax, or Cane Storax. T h is  ufed 
to be brought from  Pamphylia in Reeds or h ollow  
Canes, whence it had its Name, It is a fclid , rofi­
nous Subftance, clear and lom ewhat fat, foftens b e ­
tween the T eeth , and confifts o f  whitifh and reddifh 
G rum es. It is o f  a rofinous, fubacrid T afte , and a 
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moft fragrant Sm ell. It  takes fire readily and giyeS 
a clear L igh t. T h e  com m on Storax is o f  a yellowiih 
K ed , and is fa t, fhines, is a little fo ft, and m ixed 
with whitifh Specks; it is o f  the fame T afte  and 
Smell with the form er; it comes from  Syria and the 
Eafl-lndies, T h a t which is com m only fold  is fu ll o f  
Saw -D ult, and good  fo r  little. It ftrengthens the 
B rain, chears the Spirits, and reftrains their inordi­
nate M o tio n s ; it has an anodyne Virtue, eafes Pains 
o f  the H ead, and allays an inveterate C ough by  de­
stroying the A crim on y  o f  the H um ours. It is not lo  
detergent as Benjam in, and therefore is not fo good  
in the moilt A fthm a, or to difcufs the Infarftions o f  
the Lungs, or to refolve their T u lx rc le s . It cures 
H oarfenels and is excellent in Catarrhs. T h e  Dofe 
is from  half a Scruple to h a lf a D ram . A pplied  out­
w ardly, it ftrengthens the Stomach and helps D ig e f­
tion . It  is prevalent in the Pally* and Pains from  a 
cold  Caufe.

Styrax L iquida, Liquid Storax ; a R ofin . T h e  bed  is a 
Juice o f  the Conliftence o f  H oney, and fem i-ti an (pa­
rent like Turpentine. It is o f  a yellowifti R ed , and 
o f  a ftrong Smell l’omewh'at like Cane-Storax, but 
difagreeable. T h e  T afte is a little acrid, aromatic 
and o ily . A nother Sort is fu ll o f  Dregs and more 
o f  an A fli-C o lou r . It leems to be the Settling o f  the 
form er, and is not fit fo r  U f e ’ till deanfed. It hath 
the fame Virtues as other Balfam s, and is given in­
w ardly from  three D rops to twelve, to heal internal 
U lcers. It is greatly recom m ended for  B iuifes, 
W ou n d s  and external U lcers, efpecially the fcorbu - 
t ic ; as alfo to refill Putrefaction, and to ftop a G a n ­
grene.

Suber, the Cork-Tree ; the Bark. T h is  is aftringent and 
detergent ; it is g ood  in Haemorrhages, the L oofe - 
nefs and B lood y -F lu x , in the G onorrhoea and W h ites . 
T h e  Dofe in Pow der is from  h a lf a Dram  to a Dram  ; 
in D ecoftion  from  half an Ounce to an O unce. A  
D ram  o f  the A llies o f  Cork is extolled for  the (topping 
o f  Haemorrhages, and tor the curing the C olic. 
('home! has experienced the A llies m ixt with O il o f  
fweet A lm on d s for  afl'waging the external P iles, and 
reducing them infenfibly.

T h e y  are found 
i-11 Polijh PruJJia and Pomerania., near the B a ltic ;

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and even that which is thrown upon the Shore by the 
‘Sea, Teems to be detached from  the H ills by  the 
boifterous W aves o f  that ftormy "Element. It is very 
'remarkable that generally wherever A m b er is d il- 
covered, there is a K ind  o f  foiTl 1 W o o d  w hich con - 
fifts o f  leveral Laminse laid flat upon each o th er ; not 
like vegetable W o o d , whofe Fibres are varioufly con ­
torted and interwoven am ong themfelves. This is 
thought to be the M atrix  o f A m b er, becaufe it is 
plentifully  found in its Veins. It  is diflolvable in 
Spirit o f  W in e , as alfo in O il o f  Spike, O il o f  L a ­
vender, and L in fjed  O il, ‘tho1 with more D ifficu lty . 
A m b er is reckoned excellent in a cold  Intemperies of 
the Brain, and to be a Specific in Catarrhs* It  is 
prevalent alfo in ;Pains o f  the H ead, fleepy and co n - 
vulfive Difeafes, in Suppreflion o f  the M enfes, in the 
hyfteric and hypochondriac Paflions, in a Gonorrhoea, 
in the W hites, and in Haemorrhages. T h e  Dofe is 
from  a Scruple to a Dram  in a poached E g g , or any 
other proper V eh icle . It  is to be reduced into an im­
palpable Pow der by.L evigation .

Sulphur, Brimftone. It is a mineral concreted Juice, 
which is folid , dry, brittle, melts at the Fire, is 
readily kindled, and yields a bluifh Flame and a 
ftrong S m ell; it emits a fubtle A c id  which is offen- 
five to the Nofe and L un gs. It is divided into na­
tive and fa c t io u s .  T h e  latter is that w hich has 
been purified by E ire. T h e  Native is either trans­
parent or opake. T h e  Opake is moft com m on, 
and is dug up in hard Mattes at the Feet o f  burning 
M ountains, or near fulphureous Springs, and in 
other Places. T h e  internal U fe o f  Sulphur is com ­
mended againft Difeafes o f  the L ungs ; it prom otes 
E xpe& oration, and is very prevalent in Confum ptions, 
A fthm as, Catarrhs, and the Piles. It has always 
been in high Efteem for  its E fficacy in alm oft all D if-  
eafes o f  the Skin, internally taken or externally ap­
plied. 'It loofens the TSody and prom otes Perfpira- 
tion to a great Degree, infom uch that it w ill d if- 
colour the M on ey  in one’ s P ocket. B y  its being fu d - 
denly diffufed throughout tire B od y , it, as it were, 
lays hold o f  and deftroys the acrim onious Salts, and 
reftores the balfam ic Quality o f  the B lood  ; whence 

•the little Ulcers o f  the Skin and L ungs are eafily 
cured. F or the Itch , two Dram s c f  the F low ers

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may be taken M orn in g  and E vening in M ilk  or a 
poached E g g , and the B od y  may be anointed with 
F low ers o f  Sulphur m ixed with frefh Butter. T h e  
fame Dofe may be taken in the Piles and other D if-  
orders.

Sumach, fitie  Rhus Ahfonlorum, S um ach ; the-Leaves and 
Berries. T h efe  were form erly ufed fo r  reftraining 
bilious F luxes, and Haemorrhages, and co lliqu a­
tive heftic Sweats.

T h ere  are 
two Sorts ; but that which is com m on in the 

Shops is in Grains or Clots o f  various C olours, v iz.

T h e y  are femi transparent, o f  a fragrant Sm ell, and 
a bitteri/h, arom atic T afte . It  is brought from  M exi­
co and Ne<w-Spai/i. Its Ufe is on ly  external, in re- 
fo lv ing  T u m ou rs and eafing Pain. A  Plafter o f  T a ­
camahac is good  in L uxations, Pains in the Stom ach, 
F latulencies, the C olic, and a L oofenefs. I tea fe sa ll 
Pains arifm g from  cold  H um ours and Flatulencies. 
L aid  to the T em ples or behind the Ears, it prevents 
and cures Defluxions on the Eyes and other Parts o f  
the Face, and cures the T oo th -a ch . A p p lied  to the 
Navel it abates hyfteric F its. Poterus affirms, it is a 
Specific in Pains o f  the Stom ach, when laid to that 
R eg ion . Michael ufed it with Succefs in malignant 
Fevers, when the Patient complained o f  an A n x ie ty  
about the Praecordia; and Etmuller com m ends it 
againft V om iting. Hocjleter declares, he cured him - 
fe lf  o f  Deafnefs by  applying it to his Head when 
fliaved. It is good  in W ou n d s o f  the Nerves and 
T en d on s.

T a lcu m , T alck ; a Stone. It  is fh ining, tranfparent, 
Affile, and divides into thin, flexible L am in a  or 
P lates. It neither melts in the Fire nor lofes its C o ­
lour. M an y  A ttem pts have been made to gain the 
O il o f  T a lc k , but w ithout Succefs. W h at has been 
produced is the O ffspring o f  the T h in g s  w hich were 
added, not o f  the Stone itfelf.

‘Tamarindus, the T am arind . T h is  is the F ru it o f  a T r e e  
form erly brought from  Arabia, but n ow  from  the

Wefl
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Weft-Indies and other Parts. T h e y  have a gentle 
purgative Quality, temperate the A crim on y  o f  the 
H um ours, and abate the Heat o f  the B ile and B lood . 
T h e y  quench T h ir ft , ftop V om iting , allay the Heat 
o f  the Stom ach, L iver and Inteftines, and are good  
in th* Jaundice, burning Fevers, and the P lague. 
T h e y  are found by Experience to be g ood  in the_ 
Piles, Inflam m ations, bifious Diarrhoeas, Difeafes ot 
the K idnies and the Gonorrhoea. T h e  Dofe o f  the 
Pulp palled through a Sieve, is from  one Ounce to 
tw o j in Decoiftion as a Purge from  tw o Ounces to 
fou r.

Tanaceti Folia, the Leaves o f  T a n fy ; alfo the Flowers 
and Seed Cefalpinus affirms, the Infufion o f  the 
Leaves in W in e  promotes the M enfes ; and that two 
Dram s o f  the Juice, with fou r Ounces o f  Plantain- 
W ater, cure A gu es. T h ree  or fou r Ounces o f  the 
Juice taken at once are excellent in the C achexy, 
W hites and D rop fy . T h e  Seed is good  againft 
W in d , the W orm s and D ropfy . T h e  Dofe is trom  
h a lf a Dram to a D ra m ; o f  the Leaves in Infufion 
or Decafluon from  two P ugils to a H andfu l.

T ap fus Barbatus, or Verbafcum , Mullain ; the Leaves 
and F low ers ; the Leaves have a glutinous Quality, 
and hence are recom m ended am ong the Italians as 
ufeful Em ollients in Confum ptions.

Tartarian, T artar.
Tartari Chryfialli, Cream o f  T artar. T h efe  incide grofs, 

vifcid H um ours, are aperitive, and purge gently. 
T h e y  are good in O bftruaions o f  the Vifcera, the 
hypochondriac Paffion, the C achexy, D ropfy  and 
Fevers. T h ey  temperate the Heat and A crim on y  
o f  the B ile, appeafe T h irft in burning Fevers and re- 
ftore a loft Appetite. T h e  Dofe, when taken as an 
A peritive, is from  h a lf a Dram  to a D ra m ; as a 
Purge from  h a lf an Ounce to an Ounce,

T erebinthina Argentoratenfis, Stralburgh T u rp en tin e ; 
from  the F ir-T ree .

It is good  in an obltinate C ough , purulent Spitting, 
and the Beginning o f  a Confum ption.

£>e diffolved in the Y o lk  o f  an E g g , and m ixt with an 
O unce o f  Hortey o f  R ofes and h a lf a Pint o f  M ilk . 
Strafburgh Turpentine is thought to confift o f  finer 
Parts, and is therefore oftner prefcribed in internal 
U lcer1:. Some allow  from  two Dram s to h a lf an 
O unce for  a D ofe.

Jndia P a lm -T ree . I t is  a gentle A ftringent, heals the 
A pth je  and U lcers o f the M ou th  when held therein ; 
is ferviceable in the Quinfey, and ftops Spitting o f  
Bl'ood ; it checks Catairhs, and is good  in a C ough 
and Hoarfenefs ; itcorrefts fharp Phlegm , ftrengthens 
the Stom ach, helps D igeftion , cures a Loofenefs and 
D iabetes, leflens the Overflowings o f  the M enles, 
and ftops Hsemorrhages. T h e  Dofe is from  half a 
Scruple to a D ram .

T h ea , Tea. It has a gentle A ftriftion  whereby it 
ftrengthens the Stomach and prevents the hot W ater 
from  relaxing it too nvuch> B y  the fame Virtue it 
opens flight Obftructions o f  the V ifcera, and reftores
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the T on e  and Ofcillation o f  ths Fibres. It is good  
in Loofneffes and the B lood y -F lu x , and w ill hinder 
the W o rk in g  o f  a gem le Purge. It tends to thin 
the B lood  and to attenuate the vifcid L y m p h a ;rit 
prom otes Urine and infenfible Perfpiration, eafes 
Pains o f  the Head and prevents Sleep._ It  likewife 
cures Catarrhs, i f  after drinking it p lentifu lly  the-Pa- 
tient endeavours to l'weat. It is good  to prevent the 
G ravel, but that may perhaps be ow ing  to the hot 
W ater that diffolves the Salts o f  the B lood , which 
are the Caufe o f  Gravel and Stones, and fits them to 
pafs o f f  by Urine.

T h y m u s, Thyme; the Leaves-. T h is  H erb is a m ode­
rately warm pungent A rom atic.

Thymi citrati Folia, L e m o n -T h y m e ; the Leaves. 
T h is  Sort is more grateful than the com m on T h y m e 
and fomewhat lefs pungent.

T ilt*  Flores, the F low ers o f  the L im e-T ree . T h efe  
are com m ended in D iforders o f  the H ead, Nerves, 
and Spirits, particularly in the V ertigo, Convulfions, 
Epilepfies and hypochondriac Fits. T h e y  are greatly 
extolled for  the convullive Fits o f  C hildren. T h e y  
are beft drank as T ea .

Tormentilltt Radix, the R o o t  o f  T orm en til. T h is  is o f  
Ul'e in Difeafes w hich require A ftringents.; and may 
be very ferviceable in Loofeneffes, the B lood y -F lu x , 
and Hiem orrhages, but muft be ufed with Caution ; 
for  thefe Fluxes are not to be flopped too haftily. 
T h e  Dofe in P ow der is from  a Scruple to a Dram  ; in 
D eco& ion  from  tw o Drains to h a lf an Ounce. 

Tragacantha, G um  Tragacanth . It  is a gum m y Juice, 
brought to us I'ometimes in final), (lender Pieces va- 
rioufly contorted like W orm s, or w ound up like 
T a p e  ; fometimes in concreted C lo ts , fem i-trani'pa- 
rent, o f  a white C olour, or o f  a light or deeper Y e l­

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low . T lie  red and black are n ot efteeined. It thick­
ens the H um ours, leffens their M otion , and tempe- 
rates their A crim on y . It mitigates Pain by covering 
the raw, excoriated Parts with a M u c u s ; whence it 
is prefcribed in a dry fliarp C ough , in a Hoarfenefs 
a»d  in other D iforders o f  the Breali proceeding from  
an acrid Lym pha.

T h ey  are a great Friend 
to the Spleen, and are thought to be a Specific in all 
its D iforders. In  fliort, by their gentle A ftriftion  
they ftrengthen the Fibres, enliven the F un ftion s, 
quicken the C ircu lation , and prom ote the E x cre ­
tions. T h e  Dofe in D ecoftion  is from  a H andful to 
a H andful and a h a lf ; or they m ay be drank as 
T ea .

Trifolii paludofi Folia, the Leaves o f  M a rfli-T re fo il, or 
B uck-B eans. T h is  incides grofs, tartareous H u ­
m ours refid ingin  the Stomach, L un gs, L iver, Spleen, 
and Pancreas, and then digefts and expels them, 
opens and by its balfam ic Virtue ftrengthen the 
V ifcera. It cures the Jaundice, is good  in O bftruc- 
tions o f  the M enfes, is excellent in the A fthm a, h y ­
pochondriac Paffion, the C achexy, and 6,thpv ch ro­
nic Difeafes ; efpecialjy thofe wherein an A c id  and 
acid Hum ours are predom inant, though the S lu g- 
giffiitels or D efe ft  o f  the B ile / It  is likewife e x ­
tolled in the D ropfy  and w andering G ou t, but 
chiefly againft the S cu rv y ; in which Cafe Simon 
Pauli p ref its it to Scurvy-G rafs, as being m ore agree­
able to the Stom ach, and as having had P roofs o f  its 
extraordinary Efficacy. It is good  in a fcorbutic 
C onfum ption, in the Itch , and other cutaneous D if ­
eafes. It  is good  in _GargIes for  the Rottennefs o f
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the G u m s, and to-fatten the T eeth . It is given in 
P ow der from  a Scruple to a Dram and upwards. 
In  Broth, W ater, or W h e y , a H andful or tw o when 
decoiled .

Tritici Farina et Amylum, W h ea t-F lou r , Starch, and 
Bran. W h eat, whether in the F lou r or in Starch, 
is, perhaps, the moft glutinous o f  all the Farinacea, 
and is lerviceable m edicinally in Fluxes and C a­
tarrhs, (s?c.

T u ffilago , Colts Foot; the H erb and Flow ers. T h e fe  
are dedicated to the L u n g s ; they are reckoned ex ­
cellent in C oughs, Shortneis o f  B»eathing, Ulcers arid 
Im pofthum es in the L u n gs, Catarrhs from  fait Se­
rum , and by fom e in the P leurify. T h e  Leaves 
and Flowers are to be drank as T e a .

T urpethu m , Turbith; the R oo t. It  not on ly  refolves 
and melts dow n the H um ours, but pow erfu lly  S im u­
lates the P aflages; hence it is placed in the Clafs o f  
ftrong P urges. H ow ever, it is not to be given but. 
to robuft Patients and in obftir.ate D ifeafes, fuch as 
the D ropfy  and L eprofy . T h e  Dofe in Subftance is 
from  one Scruple to two ; in Infufion from  a Dram  
and a h a lf to three Dram s.

Tutia, T u tty . T h is  is not a Recrem ent o f  Copper but 
Brafs, or rather o f  Lapis Calam inaris melted with 
Copper. It is fublim ed to the upper Part o f  the F u r­
nace, where it fticks to the Iron Bars in thick Crufts. 
W hen  it is knocked o ff  it has fom ewhat the A p p ea r ­
ance o f  Bark, fm ooth and yellowiih on the Infide, 
but outwardly fprinkled with G rains o f  an A fh -C o -  
lou r, inclining to blue. It is reckoned a good  M e ­
dicine for  the Eyes, becaufe it cleanfes and dries 
without Corrofion or Sharpnefs; whence it is fu c- 
cefsfu lly  prefcribed in Ulcers o f  the Cornea and E ye- 
L ids, in Itch ing o f  the E yes, in obftinate O pthal- 
mias or Inflamm ation o f  the E yes, and to flop their 
W eep in g , and in their Fiftulas. It  is prepared 
by heating it red-hot and quenching it in R ofe- 
W ater three or fou r T im es , and then levigating it 
on a M arble. A  Dram  o f  this m ay be m ixt with an 
Ounce o f R o fe - W ater, or E y e -B righ t-W a te r ; or  
w ith h a lf an Ounce o f  teach, fo r  the Purpofes a fcre - 
faid,

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V A leriana Hortenfis m ajor, the greater Garden Va­
lerian ; the R oot.

Valeriana Sylveftris Radix, the R oo t  o f  the greater W ild  
Valerian. T h is  is efteemed as a good  R em edy 
againft the E pilep fy , and is fudorific, uterine, and 
,proper to prom ote the M enfes. Several A u th ors  
concur in declaring its admirable Effe£ts in the E p i­
lepfy or -Falling-Sicknefs, flom  their own E x p e ­
rience. T h e  Dofe is a Dram in P ow der, to be con ­
tinued feveral D ays. Some give a Dram  and a h a lf 
in a Spoonfu l or two o f  W h ite -W in e . Children 
m ay take h a lf a D ram  in the fame M anner, or in 
M ilk . W hen  they fall into a Sweat, or purge d ow n ­
wards, or void W orm s, it is a Sign o f  a Cure. Lon- 
tilius declares, he has tried its Virtues in hyfterick 
Fits or Convulfions from  a Stoppage o f  the M enfes. 
Tournfort fays, he has feen wonderful Effefts from  
it in-the moft violent P aroxyfm s o f  an A fthm a, and in 
liyfterfc Fits. He orders a Pint o f  bo ilin g  W ater to 
be poured on an Ounce o f  the R oo t, which is to be 
covered up clofe , and to give it the Patient by G la fs- 
fu ls. Simon Pauli affirms, its D ecofH on in W in e  is 
g ood  in the Strangury, and that it prom otes the L o ­
chia in childbed W om en .

Verbena, Vervain ; the H erb and R o o t. T h is , A u ­
thors lecom m end in many Diftempers ; but as they 
are unfupported by any proper Experim ents, we 

. juftly doubt whether it is -to be depended u.pon or 
not.

V eronica M as, Male-Speedwell ; the H erb. T h is  is 
called by fonie, the European Tea, and is greatly ce­
lebrated by various W riters. It cleanl’es the B lood , 
prom otes Sweat, is a great C ephalic, Carminative 
and A lexipharm ic. It is g ood  in Crudities o f  the 
■firft Pafl'ages, in the hypochondriac D ifeafe, the 
Jaundice, Scurvy, Itch , in the Gravel with b lood y  
Urine, the A fthm a, Em pyem a, H eftic  and all O b- 
ftruftions and Ulcers o f  the Vifcera, i f  not too inve­
terate, and in intermitting -Fevers. Sthal fays, if 
y ou  macsrare this Herb ten or twelve D ays in W in e , 
and then diftil o ff  a /m all Spirit, it w ill be very effi­

ca c iou s  in Difeafes o f  the Breaft, H e& ics, C onlum p- 
:tions o f  the L un gs, Hoarfenefs, and the A fthm a in



old  Perfons. W e  are told , daily Experience (hews 
its good  Effefts in the G ravel, R etention o f  Urine, 
and the nephritic C o lic , and that it renders tnc ^ cau  
clear and more fit for A pplication  and Study. T h e  
beft M ethod  o f  taking it is to drink it com m only as 
T e a ; or a fmall H andful may be drank in D ecbc-

Veronica Foeniina, or Elatine, Female Ftueffin ; the H erb. 
T h is  Herb is in great Efteem am ong the G erm an s; 
in D iforders o f  the Breaft, both catarrhous and u l ­
cerous, and for purify ing the B lood  and H um ours. 
Infufioris o f  the Leaves, w hich are not unpalatable, 
are drank as T e a , and are found to operate fenfibly 
b y  Urine.

V incetoxicum , Hirundiriaria, or A fclep ias, S-zvalio îv- 
•uiort; the R oo t. T h is  is alexipharm ic and fu do- 
r ific ; and is com m ended in the Plague and other 
m alignant Difeafes. It prom otes U rine and the 
M enfes. T h e  Dofe in P ow der is a Dram  ; in In fu ­
fion and Deco£lion from  half an Ounce to an O unce. 
W h en  it is frefh it w ill fom etim es vom it. Tourne- 

fort  w ould  have the D eco ftion , that is, an Ounce to 
a Quart o f  W ater, ferve fo r  com m on D rin k , ill the 
S m all-P ox, M eades, and m alignant Fevers, to pro ­
m ote a DiaphoVefis and a Sweat. T h e  fame D e - 
coJtion is ufeful in the Suppreffion o f  the M enfes and 
the K in g ’ s-EvH!. Tragus i ays, h a lf a Pound o f  the 
R oo t  Iteeped in W in e  over N ight, and boiled to the 
Coufum ption o f  one T h ird  in the M orn in g , aiad then 
drank hot on an empty Stom ach, w ill ftrangely 
drive out the W ater by Sweat in a D rop fy , infom ucli 
that it w ill break out at theSoals o f  the Feet.

Vlnum Album. W h ite , cl' M ou n ta in -W in e .
Vinum Canariniun, Sack, or Canary W in e .
Vinum Rhenanum, Rheniih W in e .
Vinum rubrum , Red Port wine. Generous W in e  ufed 

with M oderation is one o f  the greateft Cordials in 
the W orld  ; and in low , nervous and H ofpital-Fevers 
it perform s W on d ers. It ftrengthens the Vifcera, 
helps D igeftion , chears the Spirits, invigorates the 
B lood , and aflifts Nature in perform ing all.her F un c­
tions ; but drank to Excefs it heats the B lood , dif* 
turbs the Secretions, corrupts the F luids, caules 
Di'unkennefs, creates Fevers, and m any chronic

D ifeafes j
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Dileafes ; the Palfy , the D ropfy , the Lethargy, and 
the A p op lex y

Viola, Purple Sweet V io le ts ; the Leaves, Flowers, and 
Seed. T h e fe  Flowers taken to the Quantity o f  a 
Dram  or two are faid to be gently laxative or purga­
tive ; and the Seeds, 'which have more T afte  than 
the Flow ers, to be m ore purgative and fom etim es 
emetic.

Vipra, the Viper or A d der. T h e  Flefh o f  Vipers is 
looked  upon as a great Reftorative, to be Very ba l- 
fam ic, an E nem y to all M align ity , and excellent to 
purify  the B lo o d : Hence it is given to prolong L ife , 
to relift Poifons, to deftroy M align ity  in Dileafes ; 
in the French P ox , Confum ptions, ferine Itch , the 
L eprofy , and inveterate U lcers. V iper-B roth  is re ­
com m ended in all thefe C afes; the h a lf o f  one is 
lufficient for  a 'D ay . T h e  Fat w ill caufe a Sweat, i f  
taken to a D ram . It is extolled againft the Itch , 
ftrumous Swellings, the K in g ’ s -E v il, W rin k les, and 
Spots in the Skin, ufed alone or with Balfam o f  P e­
ru. I t  clears the Sight i f  the E yelids are anointed 
with it, or i f  it be dropt into the Eyes twice or thrice 
in a D ay . Hoffman fays, it is a Specific againft 
Film s w hich obftru£t the Sight. It takes away Spots 
in the Eyes occafioned by the S m all-P ox, and is an 
excellent R em edy when they are wounded.

V irga A u rea , Goldeti-Rod; the H erb. Its principal 
Ufe is in D ifficu lty o f  U rine, in the G ravel, nephri­
tic C o lic , and in the B eginning o f  a D ropfy . Hoff­
man and Boerhaave com m end it from  Experience in 
thefe Cafes, becaufe it is detergent and ftrengthens 
the T o n e  o f  the Vifcera. T h e  Dofe in Pow der is 
two Dram s ; in Decofilion a H andful, or a H andful 
and a half.

V ifcus Quernus, Mijletoe o f the O a k ; the W o o d  and 
Leaves. T h is  is com m ended as an excellent R e ­
m edy againft the Epilepfy or Falling-S icknefs. T h e  
W o o d  is to be dried and given from  one Dram  to 
tw o ; or it may be infufed in W h ite -W in e  ; ha lf an 
Ounce o f  the W o o d  fliced in fix Ounces o f  the W in e  
is a Dofe. It is alfo good  in the V ertigo , and to pre­
vent an; A p op lex y . Simon Pauli values it greatly in 
the P leurify, and orders a Dram  o f  the Pow der in 
fou r Ounces o f  B arley -W a ter, which promotes a 
plentiful Sweat. Roy fays, i f  taken in W h ite -W in e
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it w ill cure Quartans. J .  Bauhinus recom m ends it 
againft W orm s.

Vitriolum album, white V itriol.
Vitriolum carulcum, blue, or R om an V itriol
Vitriolum -uiride, green, or E nglilh  V itrio l, or Copperas, 

White Vitriol is got out o f  the vitriolic M ines at Go- 
f a r  in Germany, and appears like a K in d  o f  L anu go, 
which,di(iolved in W ater is boiled to a proper T h ic k -  
nefs ’ till it coagulates into a white M afs like L oa f- 
Sugar. Sometimes there are fhining Pieces like C ry - 
ftal found in thefe M ines. Blue Vitriol is dry to the 
T o u ch , and form ed into blue Cryftals like Saphire, 
Stones, o f  a rhom boidal F igure, and like a deprefled 
Decahedra. It is prepared in fever.il P laces, but 
chiefly in Cyprus and Hungary ; whence it is called 
Cyprian and Hungarian V itrio l. It  abounds with 
Copper, is o f  a bright blue C olour, and o f  an au- 
ftere and very biting T afte  ; this is u fu a lly bu t im pro­
perly called R om an V itrio l. Green Vitriol is 
made in feveral P laces, particularly in England, at 
Deptford. T h a t which comes from  abroad is in large 
Cryftals o f  a rhom boidal F ig u re ; ours is a C oarcer- 
vation o f  various cryftalline G rains, which fom e- 
times are a little un£hious and flick  to the Fingers 
when handled. T h e  T afte  is ftyptic and fh arp ; it 
partakes o f  Iron . T h e  m edical Ufe o f  V itriol is tQ 
caufe V om iting , to k ill W orm s , to flop  Haemor­
rhages, to deterge U lcers, and to reftrain Inflam m a­
tions. But it is feldom  ufed internally w ithout Pre­
paration. Externally, the W hite  is in high Efteem 
to make Collyrium s for the Eyes, to temperate and 
difcufs Inflamm ations and to prevent F luxions. A  
Scruple or h a lf a Dram o f  white V itriol may be d if- 
folved in fou r Ounces o f  R ole  or P la intain -W ater, 
which muft be ftrained through a C loth and dropped 
into the Eyes. I f  this fhould vellicate too m uch, an 
E g g  may be boiled hard and the Y o lk  taken out, 
and while it is yet very hot the V itriol may be put 
in its R oom , where it will diflolve ; this being put 
into a Cup, together with the E g g , pour the R o fe - 
W ater to it, and then ftrain the L iqu or  through a 
C loth as before.

Vitis V inifera, (he V in e ; the Leaves, Tears or Sap, 
Raifins, Currants, Wine, Brandy, Vinegar, unripe 
Juice and Tartar. W *  fliall take notice o f  fuch

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T h in g s  on ly  as are not mentioned elfewhere. T h e  
L e a v e s  a re a  little aftringent and reftore the T o n e  
o f  the Fibres, whence they are good  in Diarrhoeas, 
Lienteries, the B Ioody -F lu x , V om iting, and recover 
a loft A ppetite. T w o  or three Ounces o f  the Juice 
are good  in the above Com plaints, and to prevent 
or cure the L on g in g  o f  pregnant W om en . Some dry 
the Leaves in the Shade, and give a Dram o f  the 
P ow der. T h e  T e a r s  are the Sap which diftills from  
the Vines in the Spring after they are pruned, which 
are aperitive and good  fo r  the Gravel ; i f  the Eyes 
are wafhed with them, they take o f f  the G um  and 
clear the Si^ht. R a is in s ,  when ftoned, relax the 
B elly , and are g ood  for  the Breaft, L un gs, W in d ­
pipe, K idneys, B ladder, and L iver. T h ey  foften 
the R oughnefs o f  the M outh  and T h roa t, prom ote 
E xpefloration  and are g ood  in all Difeafes o f  the 
Breaft and L ungs ; but i f  eaten with the Stones they 
are binding, help D igeftion, and are prevalent in all 
F luxes o f  the B elly . T h e y  are prefcribed in p e a o - 
ral D e co a io n  ; one Ounce o f  Raifins to a Pint o f  
L iqu or. T h e y  are not good  in inflammatory Fevers, 
nor when there is an Effervefcence o f  the H um ours. 
B eing  eaten too frequently, they corrupt the G um s 
and difpol'e them to P utrefaa ion . B r a n d y , R u m , 
and other w holelom e Spirits taken m oderately, 
and m ore out o f  Neceffity than fo r  Pleafure, may 
contribute m uch to Health ; for  they aflift D igeftion , 
and are diftributed into all Parts with Facility , as 
being very fubtile. T h e y  repair the Strength, give 
frelh V ig ou r  to the B lood , and readily reftore by  
their volatile and exalted P irticles, the Diflipation 
ot the Spirits exhaufted by too great a Fatigue or long  
W atch in g  ; wherefore they are good  for Perfons ad­
vanced in Y ears, greatly debilitated, or w ho have a 
cold  phlegm atic Conftitution. T hefe  Spirits ferve 
fo r  a M enftruum  fo r  almoft all M edicines where a 
Stimulus is required, and which are ufed in the P al- 
fy , Lethargy, and A p op lex y , aod the like Difeafes, 
wherein thick, grois Hum ours are to be attenuated. 
O utw ardly they are em ployed to open the Pores,

U lm us, the El??i Tree ; the B ark- It is fubaftringent, 
ftrengthens the Fibres, and incides Phlegm . A n  
Ounce infufed in W ater or W in e  is faid to be p u r­
gative. In the German Ephemendes fo r  1727, Erneft 
Gothid Strwvius affirms, he has cured (everal P c i-  
fons o f  the D ropfy  A fcites , w ith the D ecoftion  o f  
this Bark given fo r  com m on D rink  for  five 01 fix 
W eek s . He adds, that we muft not be aftontftied i f  
the R em edy fltoulJ not have any Efreft on the firft 
D ays, or even i f  the Sw elling (hould increafe ; for  
after fom e Days the urinary Paffages w ill be opened 
and fuch a F lux  o f  Urine enfue as w ill be a F ore­
runner o f  a happy Cure.

H ow ever, when they are properly 
applied, and fufficiently diluted, they are not w ithout a 
defirable E ffeft, i f  the L anguor o f  the Patient and the 
Nature o f  the D ifeafe confpire to render them netefiary ; 
and in fom e Cafes, a fmall G lafs o f  thefe W aters alone 
m ay be indulged or prefcribed at fom e particular T im es , 
when Nature wants to be roufed b y  a very pow erful 
Stim ulus.

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* Every Salt that is com pounded o f  an Acid and an 

Alkali is called a Neutral S a lt ; fuch as, the Arcanum 
duplication, Nitrum fulphuratum, Nitrum mtriolatum, 
£ « /  Polychrejium, Tartarus folubilis, and this now  under 
Confideration. Nitrum Antimoniacum is nearly o f  the 
fame Clafs, though it generally retains fom e o f  th eregu - 
line Subftance o f  the A n tim on y . Vitriolated Tartar has 
an inciding, refolving, and cleanfing Quality. In a 
m oderate D ofe  it operates by  U rin e ; in a large one by 
S tool. It is good  in Crudities o f  the Stom ach, inter­
m itting Fevers, the pituitous and flatulent C olic, the 
Obftru&ion ,o f  the M efenteric G lands, in the In farc­
tions o f  the L iver and Spleen ; as alfo in the G ravel, 
Stone, and all co ld , catarrhal and ferous D iforders in 
general. It is likewife good  in hyfteric and hypochon­
driac D iford ers ; and is not to be defpifed in arthritic 
Difeafes them felves. I t  is often given in the Jaundice, 
D rop fy , and Fevers, except the M alignant, efpecially 
i f  attended with a Loofenefs. T h e  com m on Dofe is 
from  h a lf a Scruple to h a lf a D ram . B ut Geqffroy fays, 
it m ay be given in the fame D ofe  as the foluble T artar, 
that is, according to him , from  a Scruple to tw o 
Dram s ; and i f  the Intention is to purge, to fix D ram s 
or  an Ounce, in B roth , or  in an aperient D eco ftion . 
T h e  London M ethod  o f  m aking this Salt is that o f  Ta- 
kenius. H e affirms, that i f  one D rop  o f  the A c id  o f  the 
V itrio l is not faturated with the Alkali,  or i f  one o f  
Alkali is too m uch, the Salt w ill be either alkalious or 
turn into V itriol. B ut this cannot be true, unlefs u n - 
derftood with fom e Latitude. H ow ever m any prefer 
this to that made with the O il o f  V itriol.

E . Tartarus folubilis.
Soluble Tartar.

T a k e  o f  Cryftals o f  T artar, a fufficient Q uantity ; bo il 
them 'till they are quite diflolved in ten T im es as m uch 
W ater. W h ile  it is boilin g  hot, drop into it O il o f  
T arta r per D eliqu ium , ’ till the Effervefcence ceafes. 
F iltre the L iqu or while it is hot, and then evapo­
rate it to aP ellic le . A fterw ards fet it in  a cold  Place 
that the Cryftals may ffioot.

Soluble Tartar.

T a k e  o f  any fixed alkaline Salt, a P ound ; o f  W ater , a 
G a llon .



G allon . W h en  the Salt is diffolved in b o ilin g  W a ­
ter, throw  in Cryftals o f  T artar gradu ally ’ till th e E f-  
fervefcence ceafes, w hich generally happens before 
thrice the Quantity o f  the A lk a lin e  Salt is thrown in . 
T h e n  filtre the L iqu or through Paper, and after a 
fufficient E vaporation, fet it apart that it may (hoot 
into C ryfta ls; or the H um idity may be quite exhaled,
th a t a faline M afs may be le ft behind. _ _
*  T h is  readily diffolves in every K in d  o f  L iq u or , 

even in cold  W ater, whence it has its Nam e. It is 
likew ife called Sal Vegitabile, and Tartarus Tartar i/a- 
tus. It  is aperient, diuretic and laxative, and is g ood  
in cacheflic  Difeafes and Obftru&ions o f  the V ifce ra ; 
it diffolves Crudities o f  the Stom ach, deftroys tartareous 
M atter contained in the B ile and U rin e ; it is g ood  m  
the G ravel, Jaundice, Difeafes o f  the Spleen and the H y ­
pochondria , i f  frequently ufed. Outw ardly it cleanfes 
fordid  U lcers, and difpofes them to heal. It  mcreafes 
the Force o f  Cathartics, and fo r  that R eafon is often 
trfed in purging Potions. T h e  Dofe is from  a Scruple 
to two Dram s ; as a Purgative to fix Dram s or an 
O unce. See the preceding Article.

E . Tartarus regeneratus.
Regenerated Tartar.

T a k e  o f  dry Salt o f  T artar in P ow der, any Quantity j  
put it into a large G lafs V effel, and pour on it Spirit 
o f  V inegar gradually ’ till it is faturated. Filtre the 
L iqu or  and evaporate it over a very gentle Fire ’ till 
all the M oifture is exhaled, taking care to prevent an 
Em pyreum a. T o  the Salt which remains pour on 
Spirit o f  V inegar afrefh ’ till it is faturated. D e ­
purate the L iq u or , and dry it as before into Salt.

Diuretic Salt or regenerated Tartar.

T a k e  o f  any K in d  o f  fixed A lk a lin e  Salt, a Pound ; and
f o u r  or five Tim es as m uch diftilled V inegar. W h e n
the Fermentation is over, add m ore diftilled V inegar 
at feveral T im e s , ’ till, when the form er V inegar is. 
alm oft confum ed by  E vaporation , the frefh Vtn 'S “  
bein g  added caufes no new F erm entation; whicti. 
w ill happen after the C onlum ption o f  about twenty 
Pounds o f  diftilled V inegar. A fterw ards let it be 
evaporated flow ly  to a D rynefs. A n  im pure
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w ill be left, w hich rrraft be m elted a little w hile, but 
not too lon g , over a gentle Fire 5 then diflolve it in 
W a ter  and filtre it through Paper. I f  the L iqu e- 
fa ftion  is rightly m anaged, the L iqu or  when filtred 
w ill be lim pid , and o f  the C olou r o f  W a te r ; other- 
w ife brow nifh. L aftly , evaporate this L iqu or  out 
o f  a fhallow  Glafs Veflel, w ith a very gentle F ire, 
ftirring the Salt now  and then while it is drying, that 
it  may dry the fooner. I t  muft be kept in a Veflel 
very clofely  ftopped, fo r  i f  the A ir  gets to it, it w ill 
m elt it.
T h is  Salt fhould be  very white and diflolve entirely 

in W ater or Spirit o f  W in e , w ithout leaving any Faeces. 
I f  the Salt, tho ’ never fo white, depofits any Faeces in 
the Spirit o f  W in e , it muft be filtred through Paper 
when diflolved in this Spirit, and dried over again.

T o  the dried Salt pour 011 frefh V inegar, and diftil 
the Solution. T h u s  the A ffu fions o f  frefh V inegar 
and the D iftillations m uft be repeated, ’ till the d i­
ftilled L iqu or comes o f f  a c id ; that is, ’ till the frefh 
V inegar com es o ff  as ftrong as it was poured on .

Stir them well that the Salt o f  the A fliesi 
m ay be dilfolved. T h is  done, let them reft, and i f  
there is O ccafion, pour the fil.tred L iqu or  into , an­
other Vefl'el.

D i-  
o-eft them together in fuch a Heat that they m ay but 
fuft b o il and fcarcely that, and in a few  H ours they 
w ill unite. A fterw ards, the L iqu or when a little boiled  
w ill grow  m ore tranfparent and ropy, w hich as it 
cools  w ill concrete like J e lly ; then throw in Sea-Salt 
’ till the boilin g  L iqu or  ceafes to be ropy. L et the 
b o ilin g  be continued ’ till fom e D rops o f  the L iqu or 
being received upon a T ile ,  the VVuter is feen to 
leparate freely from  the coagulated Soap.

M a ­
cerate them for  two D ays, ftirring them fom etiines, 
exhale the filtred L ixiv iu m  to D rynefs, put the M afs 
into a C rucible, and keep it in the ftrongeft Fire ’ till it 
flows like Oil ;  then pour it out upon a fm ooth heated 
Surface, and while it is fo ft, cut it into Pieces o f  a 
convenient Size and F orm , w hich m uft be kept in a 
G lafs-B ottle  w ell ftopt for  U fe.

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fiich A c id  w ill be d iflodged, and arife on applying a 
moderate Heat, leaving the.vitriolic in Poffeflion o f the 
A lc a li. M ixed  w ith W ater, it inftantly conceives 
great H ea t; expofed to the A *1'* it im bibes its M oiftu ie , 
and foon acquires a cor.fiderahle A d d ition  o f  "Weight. 
In M edicine, like other acid Spirits, it reftrair.s the 
E bu llition o f  the H um ours, flops Haemorrhages, and 
prom otes U rine. I t  often cures A g u es , i f  given in a 
G la fs o f  W ater made gratefully acid therewith, at the 
com in g  on o f  the F it, A ll  acid Spirits in geneial muft 
be dropt into a proper L iquor ’ till they are agreeably 
acid and no longer. Le?nery recom m ends this Spirit .or 
the Afthma and Difeafes o f the Breaft, but very in jud i- 
c iou fly , fo r  all A cid s  are Enem ies to the L un gs. T h ere  
are m any Inftances o f  W om en  w ho have drank V in e­
gar to make themfelves lean, w ho have fallen into d e­
plorable Confum ptions. I  knew  a L ady o f  Fafhion 
w h o deftroyed herfelf in this M anner. Junker m entions 
a M an w hole L ungs were fo corroded with taking a 
Sort o f  T in ftu re  o f  Caftor made with Spirit o f  V itr io l, 
that it killed him . It  is very hurtful in hyfteric and 
fplenetic D iforders, and fhould always be ufed w ith the 
utm oft Caution.

T a k e  o f  Nitre, three Pounds ; o f  ftrong Spirit o f  V i ­

trio l, one Pound. M ix  them cauliou lly and gradually 
in  a C him ney ; afterwards diftil them, firft with a 
gentle F ire, and then with a ftrong one.
* T h e  A c id  o f  Nitre is next in Strength to the V i­

T a k e  o f  rectified Spirit o f  W in e , three Parts ; put it into 
a capacious V ia l, and pour on it by Degrees Spirit o f  
Salt, one Part.

T a k e  o f  the ftrong Spirit or O il o f  V itrio l, a Pound ; o f  
reftified Spirit o f  W in e , a P int. Cautioufly m ix them 
together by little and little, and diftil w ith a very 
gentle Fire ’ till a black Froth begins to rile. T h en  
remove them from  the Fire im m ediately left the

D igeft them in a clofe M atrafs in a very gentle Sand- 
Heat fo r  eight Days ; then diftil them with a m ode­
rate D egree o f  H ea t ’ till o ily  D rops begin to appear in 
the Neck o f  the R etort.

T a k e  o f  the dulcified Spirit o f  V itriol and W ater, in 
w hich S a lto f T artar has been diffolved in the M anner 
direfted in the preceding A rtic le , each equal Parts. 
M in g le  them by ftiaking the V effel, and upon fu f-  
fering the L iqu or to reft, the ^Ethereal Spirit w ill 
float 011 the Surface, from  whence it may be feparated.

Dulcified Spirit o f  Nitre.

T a k e  o f  re&ified Spirit o f  W in e , a Q u art, o f  Glauber's 
Spirit o f  Nitre, h a lf a Pound. P our the Spirit o f  
N itre upon the other Spirit, and diftil with a gentle 
H eat, fo lon g  as what com es over w ill not produce a 
Fermentation with a lixivious Salt.
* Boerhaa-ve mixes on ly  an eighth Part o f  the Spirit 

o f  Nitre with the Spirit o f  W in e  ; but as this is to be 
diftilled no longer than it w ill not ferm ent with a lix i­
v ious Salt, the Proportion here laid dow n cannot be 
too m uch. Hoffman fays* it has an anodyne and feda- 
tive V irtue, and that it is very ferviceable in grievous 
Pains and Spafms ; as alfo that when it has quite loft 
its A c id ity  [w hen any rem ains] by  the A d d ition  o f  
Salt o f  T artar; tw o Dram s may be m ixed w ith a Quart 
o f  W ater, w hich w ill make a proper D rihk to quench 
T h ir ft  in burning Fevers, to prom ote Urine and to p ro ­
cure Sleep. Some call it  Spiritus Anticolicus, from  its 
V irtue in curing Colics. Boerhaave fays, its Virtues 
are antifceptic, detergent, and d ilfo lv en t; and that it re­
fills the Putrefa£lion o f  the B ile . I f  it is diluted and 
ufed with Caution; it renders the T eeth  white and clear; 
bu t i f  injudicioufly applied, it w ill deftroy them. I f  
P h legm ; corrupted B ile , or the natural W eaknefs o f  
the Stomach deftroy the A ppetite, this w ill reftore it.

Hence it is very much ufed in Heart­
burns, and for  preventing or  rem oving the many D if­
orders w hich Children are thrown into from  a R edun­

d a n ce  o f  acid Hum ours in the firft Paffages. It  is pre­
ferred, on A ccou n t o f  its laxative Quality, to the tef- 
taceous and other abforbent Earths, w hich , unlefs g en ­
tle Purgatives are given occafionally to carry them off; 
are apt to lodge in the B od y , and occafion a C oftive- 
nefs very detrimental to Infants.

It is o f  great Ufe in Diforders o f  the 
Head and Nerves, in the V ertigo, Lethargy, catarrhal, 
hyfteric and convulfive D ifea fes; as alfo SUppreflioh o f  
Urine, the G ravel, and Ulcers in the Neck, o f  the B lad ­
der. Wilfon fays, the Dofe o f  the Salt is from  tw o 
Grains to a Scruple ; Geoffroy, from  tfcn Grains to h a lf 
a Dram . T h e  Spirit is now  given in the fame D ifordersi 
T h e  Dofe is ha lf a Dram . T h e  O il is acrid, balfam ic, 
and diaphoretic. It  is good  againft Difeafes o f  the 
H ead, W o m b , arid Nerves ; it is prevalent in the Jaun­
d ice , Ample Gonorrhoea, and old  G leets. T h e  Dofe is 
from  tw o to twenty D rops. O utwardly, anointed on 
the Parts, it is good  in arthritic Pains, Palfies* D e ­
fluxions, and D iforders o f  the Head. T h e  Spirit, 
•which ufed to be thrown away, is n ow  given inftead o f  
the Salt, w hich is feldom  genuine.

A  purer Spirit may likewife be obtained, i f  to each 
Pound two Ounces o f  Potatoes be added, and diftilled 
in a G lafs-R etort. T h e  A lhes which are left may be 
whitened by burning out the Oil in an open Fire.

A  Spirit, Salt, and O il may be diftilled in the fame 
M anne? from  any o f  the folid Parts o f  A n im als.

* T h e  volatile Salt o f  Hartlhorn is a molt penetrat­
ing M edicine 5 and is alexipharm ic, cephalic,^ d iu ietic , 
uterine, and antifeptic. It is excellent to roufe the Spi­
rits when Nature is linking at the D ecline o f  Fevers. 
It is good  in nervous Cafes, the V ertigo, the E p ilep fy , 
Palfy , Lethargy, Jaundice, S w ooning, the T rem blin g  
o f  the Heart, and the P leurify. T h e  Dofe is from  
three Grains to twenty, difi'olved in a proper L iqu id . 
T h e  Spirit is only the fame Salt diifolved in Phlegm .

* T h e  Chemifts have bellowed a great deal o f  Study, 
T im e , and L abour, in torturing Iron, to increafe its two 
feem ing different Qualities ; that is, to render it more 
aperient or more a itringent; hence fo m any Crocufes, 
T inctu res , and Salts which abound in the various W r it , 
ters o f  this K ind  Y e t, after all, it has been fou nd, that 
the aperient Preparations have cured obftinate Fluxes o f  
the B elly , and that all in general w ill prom ote the M e n ­
fes when fupprelfed, and reftraia them when im m ode­

rate.
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rate. T h e  moft evident V irtue o f  Iron is Stypticity., 
w h ich alone is fufficient to produce oppofite Effects in 
various Conftitutions o f  the B ody, and the different N a­
ture o f  the Com plaint fo r  which it is given. W h en  the 
B lood  is poor and vifcid, and the Lym pha tenacious, 
the Spring o f  the Vibres is too weak to carry on a due 
Circulation o f  the F lu id s ; whence Cachexies, bloated 
H abits o f  B od y , the G reen-Sicknefs, and uterine O b - 
ftruftions. T h en , Iron, by  ftrengthening the Solids 
and reftoring the Spring o f  the Fibres, quickens the 
C irculation, w hich, rendering the Hum ours more flu id, 
foon brings ev eryT h in g  back to its natural State. Som e­
times the B lood , deprived o f  its due Quantity o f  Se­
rum , becom es glutinous, and eludes the Spring o f  the 
Fibres ; whence obllinate ObilrucHons, Schirrufes, Hae­
m orrhages, fcorbutic and m elancholic D iforders.

But if  Evacuations o f  that K in d  arife from  
heftic Fevers, as is fometimes the Cafe, nothing can 
be m ore pernicious than this M etal ; fo r  it w ill increafe 
inftead o f  reltraining the Evacuations, and render the 
O bftruflions more obllinate. In  the Beginning o f  a D rop - 
fy  it may do Service, but when it is confirmed it is hurt­
fu l. Tron has this Peculiarity beyond other Styptics, 
that it carries its Qualities into the B lo o d ,. whereas 
m any others lofe theirs in the Stomach or firft Paflages. 
W e  a 'fo  learn from  Experience that this M etal is m ore 
efficacious alone than when clogged  with Salts, fo r  
then the Juices o f  the Stomach will not fo foon  diffolve 
it .

T a k e  thin Plates o f  Lead and fufpend them in an 
earthen Veffel, at the B ottom  o f  which is V inegar 
enough to encompafs the Plates with its Vapours. 
D igelt them in H orfe-D un g fo r  three W eeks ; at 
which T im e , i f  the Plates are not quite calcined, let 
the white Pow der be fcraped off, and then expofe the

M elt the 
Rem ainder over again, and repeat the Operation ’ till 
it is all reduced into Powder.
* T h e  Pow der, as alfo the F ilings o f  T in , given in 

T reacle , is very g ood  againft W orm s. T h e  Dofe is 
tw o Dram s twice in a D ay . D r. Alfion, however, af­
firm s, that its Succefs chiefly depends upon its being 
given in m uch larger Quantities. H e exhibits an Ounce 
on an empty Stom ach, mixad with fou r  Ounces o f  M o -  
laffes ; next D ay ha lf an O u n ce ; and the D ay  fo llo w ­
in g , h a lf an Ounce m o re ; after which a Cathartic is 
adminiftered. He fays, the W orm s are ufually voided 
during the Operation o f  the Purge, but that Pains o f  the 
Stom ach, occafioned by them, are removed almoft im ­
mediately upon taking the firft D ofe  o f  the T in .

T a k e  any Quantity o f  the Calx o f  T in  ; o f  Aqua Regia 
diluted with fix T im es the Quantity o f  W ater, as 
m uch as w ill rife above the Calk fom e Fingers 
Breadth. D igeft in a Sand-Heat for  two D ays, then, 
after ftiaking the Veffel, and letting the heavier Part 
o f  the C alx fall to the B ottom , the turbid L iquor 
muft be poured off, and the M oifture exhaled j and 
the M afs dried upon brown Paper.

Corrofive Mercury Sublimate.

T a k e  o f purified Quickfilver, forty  Ounces 5 o f  Sea-Salte
thirty-
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thirty,-three O u n ces; o f  Salt-Petre, tw enty-eight 
Ounces ; o f  green vitriol calcined, fixty-fix  Ounces. 
M ix  the Quickfilver in a w ooden or ftone Veffel, 
with an Ounce o f  Corrofive M ercury-Sublim ate a l­
ready made,., ’ till it is broken into fmall G ra in s ; 
then rub it with the Salt-Petre, afterwards with the 
Sea-Salt ’ till the Quickfilver difappears. T h en  add 
the calcined V itr io l ; but it muft not be rubbed long  
with this left the Quickfilver fhould begin to unite 
and be vifible again.

T h en  proceed to Sublimation in a Sand-Furnace, 
firft with a gentle F ire, which muft be gradually in - 
creafed, and a cryftalline white M afs w ill ftick to the 
upper Parts o f  the M atrafs on all Sides, w hich is to 
be feparated from  the red Scoria. I t  may be purified 
b y  fublim ing it over again.
*  T h is  is a ftrong Poifon and violent E fcharotic. 

Some diffolve a Dram o f  it in Brandy, and give a few  
D rops o f  the Solution in a Glafs o f  W ater to cure the 
French P ox . Others ufe it as an Inje& ion, diluted in 
the fame M anner, to cure Claps. Boerhave fays, i f  a 
G rain o f  this is diffolved in an Ounce o f  W ater, and a 
Dram  o f  it m ixed with Syrup o f  V iolets, be drank 
tw ice or thrice in a D ay , it w ill do W on d ers  in many 
incurable Difeafes. Van Snuieten has brought it into 
m ore general U fe, fo r  the Cure o f  venereal M aladies.

E . M ercurius fublimatus dulcis,.

T a k e  o f  Corrofive M ercury Sublimate, ground in a 
G la fs-M ortar, four Ounces ; o f  pure Quickfilver, 
three Ounces.

F ill a third Part o f  an o b ­
long  Phial with this P ow d er ; place it up to the

M idd le  in a Sand-Furnace. A !m o d  all the M e r ­
cury w ill be fubiimed with fucceffive Degrees o f  Heat, 
and (tick to the upper Part o f  the Phial on all Sides.

Quickfilver, nine Ounces. Pow der the Sublimate, to 
which add the Quickfilver in a G lafs-M atrafs. D i­
geft them in a gentle Sand-Heat ’ till they coalefce, 
ihaking the G la S  often to haften the U nion . T h e n  
increafe the Heat and proceed to Sublim ation. 
Scrape o ff the upper acrid Part, and feparate the 
G lobu les o f  Quickfilver, i f  any appear; then re­
duce the Sublimate into P ow der and fublim e it over 
again ; which Sublimation is to be repeated fix 
T im es.
* M ercurius dulcis appears to be the beft and fafeft 

o f  the M ercurial Preparations that can be taken in a 
folid  Form , whether as a Sialagogue, or as a general 
A ltera n t; none o f  the M ercurials, whofe Tranfm iffion 
into the B lood  can be depended on , being fo little d if- 
pofed to affe£t the firft Paffages. H ence it is much em ­
ployed in Pra&ice in venereal Com plaints, againft 
W orm s, & c. A s  a Sialagogue, fifteen or twenty 
Grains, made into a Bolus or P ills, are repeated every 
N ight or oftener ’ till the Ptyalifm  begins; as an A ltera ­
tive, it is beft given from  one to two or three Grains. 
I t  generally anfwers beft in fmall D ofes, which may be 
repeated, with due Caution, every E ven ing , for  a con - 
fiderable T im e , without Inconvenience.

T a k e  any Quantity o f  levigated C a lom e l; o f  Spirit o f  
W in e , four T im es as m uch. D igeft them in a Sand- 
Heat twenty D ays, often (haking the Veflel. Pour 
o ff  the Spirit and dry the Pow der.
*  T h is  has been cried up as an excellent M edicine 

againft all venereal Com plaints. I t  is comm ended fo r  the
Rheumatifm,
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KhetimStifm, Obftruftions o f  the G lands, and icrop liu - 
lous Diforders o f  the M efentery ; as all'o for  the Itch 
and other Defedations o f  the Skin, as w ell as the 
W orm s. Some give it im properly in the Scurvy, for 
that Difeale w ill not bear M ercurialsi T h e  Dofe is a 
Scruple. It  differs, however, in nothing from  the pre­
ceding Preparation, and is therefore omitted in the laft 
E dition o f  the Edinburgh Pharmacopeia.

T a k e  equal W eigh ts o f  Corrofive M ercury Sublimate 
and Sal A m m on iac. D iffolve them together in W a ­
ter and filtre them through Paper.

W affi the precipitated P ow d er ’ till it is totally free from  
A crim on y .

E . M ercurius prascipitatus albuS.
White Precipitate o f Mercury.

T a k e  any Quantity o f  Corrofive M ercu ry  Sublimate* 
and diffolve it in hot S pring-W ater, aliifficient Quan­
tity! D rop  in gradually Spirit o f  Sal Am m oniac* 
’ till a white P ow der ceafes to be precipitated. T h is  
m uft be often waffied with hot W ater with a Filtre.
* T h e fe  Precipitates are chiefly ufed externally iri 

Ointm ents. In  the form er Edition o f  the Edinburgh 
Difpenfatory a Preparation was ordered under this T it le , 
by precipitating the Qm ckfilver in Form  o f  a white 
Pow der from  a Solution o f  it in A q u a  Fortis, by  fom e 
ftrong Brine o f  Sea-Salt, and afterwards wafliing it 
w ith warm W ater.
