A BIT OF HISTORY

The project started in 2010 from an idea of John Tierney
developed by Maurizio Toscano. The structure of the grave
form is based on the manual Care and Conservation of Historic
Graveyards Guidelines and over the years we collected ideas
and suggestions from several people who have collaborated
with the project.

One of the objectives was to create a bottom-up online
multimedia national resource, through community-led
archaeological graveyard surveys

1. number each grave memorial
with masking tape and a marker
2. one geotagged photo of each

memorial
3. on-site transcription
4, a sketch plan
3. storytelling

One photo for each grave, no grave without a photo
